The Six-Year Rule Re Membership on Boards, Etc.

Board and Committee members shall be elected for a period of three (3) years and shall be eligible for re-
election at the close of that period. No members of any Board or Committee however, or the holder of any office in
The Convention shall serve longer than six (6) years consecutively on any Board or Committee or in any office, but
any retiring member is eligible for election after a lapse of one (1) year. This rule does not apply to the Executive
Minister, the Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission, the Director of Operations, the Director of Youth and Family, the
Director of Communications, the Regional Ministers, the Treasurer of a denominational Board, nor a member of the
Board of Governors of Acadia University.

Any member appointed to serve the unexpired term of another shall be considered as having filled the
appointment for the full term of three (3) years and shall, under the six-year rule, be eligible for only one more three-
year term before retiring for at least one (1) year.

Council members shall be elected for a four year term.  Any retiring member is eligible for re-election after
a lapse of two years.

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CONSTITUTION OF THE CONVENTION
OF ATLANTIC BAPTIST CHURCHES

(Revised 2001)

ARTICLE I
The "Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches" (hereinafter referred to as “The Convention”) came into
existence on the basis of a statement of doctrine and polity entitled "1905/06 Basis of Union." The Convention
shall be composed of those bodies which have covenanted to work together, under the Lordship of Jesus
Christ, and under the authority of the Bible which is the all-sufficient ground of faith and practice.

ARTICLE II
(1) The Mission of The Convention is to bring glory to God by making disciples of Jesus Christ (Matthew

28:18-20) and by demonstrating His love to a hurting world (Matthew 22:37-40) in the power of the Holy
Spirit (Acts 1:8).

(2) The Objectives of The Convention are to: Evangelize; Teach; and Serve.
(3) The Convention will express its ongoing vision by providing the organizational framework, participatory

processes, programs and personnel required to fulfil these objectives, while honouring the autonomy of the
local church.

ARTICLE III
(1) The following persons will be recognized as accredited delegates to The Convention Assembly, being in

every case a member of one of the Churches in The Convention and a believer who has been baptized by
immersion:
(a) Two delegates from each of the Associations of The Convention.
(b) Each church, connected with any of the Associations of The Convention, which contributes annually to

the objectives of The Convention shall be entitled to send three (3) delegates for the first fifty members
or fraction thereof to represent it at any meeting of The Convention Assembly, an additional two (2)
delegates for the second fifty members or fraction thereof, and a further delegate for each one hundred
additional members or fraction thereof, but no church shall be entitled to send more than ten (10)
delegates and such delegates shall be officially appointed by the church.

(c) Every ordained minister in good standing within The Convention.
(d) Every holder of a License to Minister from The Convention or any of the above Associations.
(e) Active and retired missionaries of Canadian Baptist Ministries being members of churches in The

Convention.
(2) The following persons shall be ex officio delegates to The Convention being in every case a member of one

of the churches in The Convention and a believer who has been baptized by immersion:
(a) The Officers of The Convention and the members of The Council of The Convention.
(b) All appointees to Boards and Committees of The Convention.
(c) The Director of Operations, the Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission, the Director of Youth and Family, the

Director of Communications, the Editor of The Atlantic Baptist, the Area/Regional Ministers, and such
other staff as are approved at any regular meeting of The Convention.

(d) The Principal, Associate Principal and the Faculty of Acadia Divinity College and the President and the
Faculty of Atlantic Baptist University.

ARTICLE IV
The Officers of The Convention shall consist of the President, the Past President, the Vice-President, and the
Executive Minister.

ARTICLE V
The Vice-President of The Convention, elected at the previous year's sessions and serving the year in office
shall become the President for the ensuing year.  Should he/she, during his/her term of office as Vice-President
be required to replace the President due to the President's retirement from office for any cause he/she shall be
deemed to be Acting President for the remainder of the term and be eligible as above for the position of 
President for the ensuing year.  Should the Vice-President decline to serve as President, the Nominating
Committee would then place other names in nomination in the usual manner.
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ARTICLE VI
(1) The Council of The Convention, acting as the agent of The Convention between assemblies of The

Convention, shall have the responsibility to:
(a) provide visionary and strategic leadership;
(b) present to The Convention meeting in assembly suggested goals to achieve the mission of The

Convention in the areas of evangelism, teaching and service; 
(c) develop the policies and strategies to achieve the goals approved by The Convention meeting in

assembly;
(d) on behalf of The Convention, hold all affiliated boards and agencies accountable to these goals;
(e) oversee the financial affairs of The Convention and the drawing of the budget for Assembly;
(f) report annually to The Convention meeting in assembly regarding the achievement of its work in the

above areas.
(2) The Council of The Convention shall be composed of the President, the Past President, the Vice-President,

and twelve (12) persons (three of whom shall retire each year) elected by The Convention meeting in
assembly. Council members shall be elected for a four year term.  Any retiring member is eligible for re-
election after a lapse of two years.

(3) The Executive Minister shall be a member of The Council without vote.
(4) The Council will normally meet four times each year in different locations throughout the Atlantic Provinces,

one of which will coincide with the annual assembly of The Convention.
(5) The Budget-Finance Committee shall assist the Council in overseeing the financial affairs of the

Convention and the drawing of the budget for the Assembly. The Budget-Finance Committee is composed
of the Vice-President, three members elected by The Convention, one member appointed by The Council of
The Convention, and one (1) member appointed by the Board of the Ministers’ Annuity Fund. Members
without vote will include the Executive Minister, the Director of Operations and up to two co-opted members
competent in financial matters who are appointed by Council.
This committee shall:
(i) monitor the financial position of The Convention;
(ii) ensure that churches, Associations and The Convention agencies are informed (on a regular basis) of

the financial position of The Convention;
(iii) prepare an annual United in Mission budget for presentation to The Council and;
(iv) report to The Council.

(6) The Council will appoint Working Groups as needed for specific purposes and for defined periods of time. 
Members of these groups will be selected on the basis of their interest and expertise.  By decision of The
Council a Working Group may work with or under the supervision of a Senior Staff member, a member of
The Council, or a Chairperson appointed by The Council.

ARTICLE VII
The Convention shall meet annually in Assembly, at a time and location as recommended by The Council
and agreed upon by The Convention Assembly.
A special meeting of The Convention may be called at any time by the President on requisition of The Council or
a majority of the constituted Boards or a majority of the Associations of The Convention.

ARTICLE VIII
The Convention may make or amend regulations concerning procedure for the issuing of Licenses to Minister,
ordination of ministers and establishment of educational and moral standards relating thereto, provided that
notice of motion is given at the previous Assembly of The Convention and provided further that there is a two-
thirds affirmative vote.

1 For Information: An Act of the Legislature of Nova Scotia (An Act Respecting
Acadia University), as revised in 1986 provides that the Board of
Governors of the University includes “that person who holds the
office of Principal of the Acadia Divinity College, as long as the
person holds that office”.

ARTICLE IX
(1) There shall be the following Boards and Committees:

(a) Board of Governors of Acadia University, to which beginning in 1988 and every sixth year thereafter
The Convention shall appoint four Governors, and in 1991 and every sixth year thereafter, until the 30th

of September next following the date of taking office, in accordance with resolutions passed in 1891,
1966, 1985 and in accordance with an Act of the Legislature of Nova Scotia passed on May 19, 1891,
and most recently revised in 1986 (an Act respecting Acadia University).  Notwithstanding the above, all
members of the Board of Governors appointed by The Convention who hold office as of August 31,
1986 shall be entitled to serve the remainder of their respective terms.  However, in accordance with the
above legislation, a Governor shall always be eligible for reappointment.  Anyone shall be eligible for
appointment to, or service upon the Board of Governors who is a member in good standing of one of the
churches of The Convention or Canadian Baptist Ministries, but no member of the full time teaching
staff at Acadia University is so eligible.1

(b) Board of Trustees of Acadia Divinity College of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches, to
which, beginning in 1968, The Convention shall elect twelve (12) Trustees, four (4) for a three year
term, four (4) for a two year term and four (4) for a one year term and subsequently four (4) each year
for regular terms on the basis of Article X and other pertinent sections of the Constitution.  The
complement of this Convention Board will be completed through the naming by the Board of Governors
of Acadia University of three (3) Trustees from among The Convention appointees to that Board of
Governors on the same terms as outlined above, with the Executive Minister of The Convention, the
Principal of the College and the President of Acadia University being continuously ex officio Trustees. 
The Board of Trustees shall be responsible for the administration of the College including, but not
confined to, staff appointments and removals, salaries and tenure, and have charge of all property,
revenue and business affairs.
The Board of Trustees shall report to The Convention at its annual meeting.

(c) Atlantic Baptist Mission Board, shall be composed of seven members elected by The Convention, the
Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission, the Superintendent of the Home Mission Department of the United
Baptist Woman’s Missionary Union, and the Regional Ministers who shall be members without vote.
The Board shall:
(1) ensure that a central guiding vision is maintained in the areas of evangelism, church planting, ethnic

ministries and special mission projects;
(2) in co-operation with Associations, make decisions regarding Pastoral Ministry Grants;
(3) act as a liaison with national projects of Canadian Baptist Ministries and the Atlantic Co-ordinator of

Canadian Baptist Volunteers;
(4) work closely with the Council to achieve the goals of The Convention.
(5) assume responsibility for the property matters, trusts and investments of the previous Home Mission

Board.
(6) report to The Council and The Assembly at its annual assembly.

(d) Atlantic Regional Section of Canadian Baptist Ministries, composed of seven members elected by
The Convention plus the President and Treasurer of the United Baptist Woman’s Missionary Union, and
the Chairman of the Board of Baptist Men.

(e) Board of Ministerial Standards and Education with nine elected members together with the Principal
of Acadia Divinity College or designate; the President of Atlantic Baptist University or designate; the
Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission; the Executive Minister of The Convention and the Regional
Ministers who shall be members without vote.

(f) A Board of Ministers’ Annuity Fund which shall be composed of five (5) members elected by The
Convention, plus the Director of Operations and the secretary to the Board.

(g) Board of Publication, composed of seven members elected by The Convention, shall direct the
publication of the denominational paper to meet the needs of The Convention.

(h) Board of Governors of Atlantic Baptist University shall be composed of twenty-four members
elected by The Convention.
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(i) A Board of Directors of Atlantic Baptist Men to consist of six (6) members elected by The
Convention Assembly, plus an additional two (2) members from each Region to be appointed by the
Board.

(j) Directors of Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens' Homes, Inc. shall consist of twelve (12) members
elected by The Convention of which one (1) must be from each province in which there is an Atlantic
Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes, Inc. facility.

(k) Board of Directors of the Foundation of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches shall consist
of no fewer than twenty-one (21) and no more than thirty (30) members elected by The Convention, plus
the following ex officio non-voting members: the President and the Executive Minister of The
Convention.

 The objects and purposes of the Baptist Foundation shall be to raise and administer funds to be used
for the benefit of the work of The Convention, in all its phases.
The activities of the Baptist Foundation shall be carried on in the Provinces of Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, Prince Edward Island, and Newfoundland & Labrador.
The registered office of the Baptist Foundation shall be  located in the Halifax Regional Municipality,
County of Halifax, Province of Nova Scotia.
The By-laws of the Baptist Foundation are to be approved by The Convention.

(l) And such other Boards and Committees as may be established by The Convention.

ARTICLE X
Unless otherwise provided by this Constitution or the Act of legislation constituting the Board:
(1) One-third (1/3) of the members of each Board and Committee of The Convention shall retire each year in

the order of their appointment, as nearly as possible.
(2) Board and Committee members shall be elected for a period of three (3) years and shall be eligible for re-

election at the close of that period.  No members of any Board or Committee however, or the holder of any
office in The Convention shall serve longer than six (6) years consecutively on any Board or Committee or
in any office, but any retiring member is eligible for election after a lapse of one (1) year.  This rule does not
apply to the Executive Minister, the Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission, the Director of Operations, the
Director of Youth and Family, the Director of Communications, the Regional Ministers, the Treasurer of a
denominational Board, nor a member of the Board of Governors of Acadia University.

(3) Any member of a Board or Committee who removes from the geographical area served by The Convention
shall automatically cease to be a member of such Board or Committee, and a replacement shall be made by
the Nominating Committee next in session, if not sooner replaced as hereinafter provided.

(4) Any member appointed to serve the unexpired term of another shall be considered as having filled the
appointment for the full term of three years and shall, under the six-year rule be eligible for only one more
three-year term before retiring for at least one (1) year.

(5) Any member of a Board or Committee who has lost "good standing" or membership with his/her local church
shall automatically cease to be a member of such a Board or Committee, and a replacement shall be made
by the Nominating Committee next in session, if not sooner replaced as hereinafter provided.

ARTICLE XI
Vacancies occurring between annual assemblies of The Convention in the membership of any Board or
Committee or representatives to other bodies may be filled until the next assembly of The Convention by The
Council, if it seems necessary; and The Council shall add the name(s) to the Report of the Nominating
Committee if said person(s) is/are willing to complete the unexpired term.

ARTICLE XII
This Constitution shall not be altered or amended except by vote of two-thirds of the delegates voting at any
assembly of The Convention, written notice of the proposed alteration or amendment having been given at the
previous annual assembly of The Convention.
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ARTICLE XIII
The following rules of order shall apply to meetings of The Convention:
(1) Every sitting shall be opened and closed with prayer.
(2) Persons invited to a seat may speak on all subjects under debate, but vote on none.
(3) No person shall speak more often than twice on any motion, unless by permission of the body.
(4) Motions made and lost shall not be recorded in the minutes unless so ordered at the time.
(5) The governance of the body and the regulation of its proceedings shall be strictly in accordance with

parliamentary usage so called.
(6) That the question be now put is not debatable and if resolved by a two-thirds affirmative vote, the pending

question shall be put forthwith without debate and if the first mentioned motion is defeated, the debate on
the pending questions shall continue until otherwise ended.

(7) That there be a three (3) minute time limit for each speaker.
(8) That there be 42 minutes for each issue under debate unless permission for extension is granted by the

body on motion approved by a two-thirds affirmative vote.  The motion to extend is not debatable.
(9) That items be given in writing to the Executive Minister at least 24 hours before presentation for debate.
(10) Immediately after the opening of The Convention assembly, these rules shall be distinctly read from the
Chair.
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REGULATIONS CONCERNING THE MINISTRY
Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches

The call of God upon the life of a person to pastoral or specific ministries has historically been
recognized within Baptist life by the setting apart of that person in the act of ordination or by the granting
of a lay license. This action is usually associated with “full time” ministry and is an affirmation of that call by
a local church. The spiritual standards for such ministries are: a profession of faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and
Saviour; a conviction of a call to Christian ministry; a recognition of this call by the church of which the
candidate is a member; a statement of doctrinal beliefs which testifies to the life of faith; and a quality of life
in keeping with this faith.

It is crucial in our ministry to the contemporary world that we provide various means for our churches
to set apart people for specific roles in ministry which are recognized by the broader Baptist community. In
practice, ordination is usually sought by those entering pastoral, educational or chaplaincy roles within
the church. Others, who are involved in bi-vocational or “tent-making” ministries or who choose, for various
reasons, not to seek ordination, pursue the Lay License to Minister. The License to Minister is therefore
divided between those seeking ordination and those seeking lay license. The similar spiritual standards and
levels of commitment expected for each are reflected in the parallel processes to achieve such recognition.

GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR ORDINATION
I. Board of Ministerial Standards and Education

A. Ministerial candidates who are considering training for the Baptist Ministry with ordination in view,
will be individually interviewed by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education to determine their
fitness for the pastoral office; to direct them in their course of study; to consider with them the
financial obligations involved; and to assist in any way which lies within the jurisdiction of the Board.
Further, the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education shall review the progress of the
preparation of candidates from time to time and report the same to the appropriate Association
committees.

B. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education shall include nine elected members, together with
the Principal of Acadia Divinity College or designate, the President of Atlantic Baptist University or
designate, the Executive Minister of The Convention, the Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission, and the
Area/Regional Ministers who shall be members without vote.

II. Licensing  
All ministerial students or candidates for the ministry shall have Licenses to Minister from a Baptist
Church in fellowship with Canadian Baptist Ministries.

III. Church Membership
A candidate for ordination shall have been a member in good standing of a Baptist Church in fellowship
with Canadian Baptist Ministries for at least one year before receiving full recognition from the Examining
Council.

IV. Pastoral Status
All candidates for ordination shall be pastors or pastors-elect of Convention Baptist Churches or shall
be under appointment for evangelistic, chaplaincy or missionary work within, or approved by, the
Convention. Theological students, having completed the full requirements for ordination, seeking post-
graduate work in another country and likely to be called to a church during this post-graduate work, might
well be permitted ordination to the church of which they are presently ministering, providing the
Examining Council is assured of the sincerity of the candidates’ purpose.

V. Listing of Ordained Pastors on the Accredited List of Ministers
Ministers who leave the ministry to enter secular callings or Christian work outside the denomination shall
have their cases reviewed by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education to determine whether
their names shall or shall not remain on the Accredited List of Ministers within the Convention. This will
be done with notice and right of appeal to the Executive of Council.

NOTE: Also see the guidelines regarding permission to perform marriages after these Regulations.
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EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS FOR ORDINATION
I. The Educational Standards for Ordination

A. A complete course in Arts or its equivalent, followed by a complete course in theology at an
accredited theological school: B.A. plus M.Div. (or B.D.)

B. An M.R.E. or its equivalent degree is acceptable for those seeking to exercise a ministry in Christian
Education. If a Minister of Christian Education or other specified area, who is ordained under this
provision, seeks to exercise pastoral ministry, he or she shall normally be expected to make up any
deficiencies in his or her preparation to satisfy Convention regulations.

C. For those seeking to be ordained to Church Music Ministry the minimum standard shall be the
completion of an accredited undergraduate degree plus a minimum of 30 semester hours of general
theological education at a school accredited by the Association of Theological Schools and in
consultation with the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education. The candidate must also show
competence in Church Music, normally by a minimum of 30 semester hours of post-baccalaureate
education in Church Music (or by some other means acceptable to the Board).

II. Acceptable Minimum Requirements
A. Under special circumstances, one of the following lesser requirements for ordination will be

acceptable with the approval of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education (Credentials
Committee).

B. These special circumstances may include one or more of the following: inadequate educational
preparation, age, family circumstances and qualifications for professional ministry. In some
instances, the Board may require the individual to write professional and/or performance tests. On
the basis of the individual’s scoring on these tests the Board may allow individual candidates to
proceed to ordination after having fulfilled one of the following.
Candidates 35 years of age or over are expected to meet a minimum of two years’ study at university
level. However, the following options exist and an appropriate option should be selected and
investigated in consultation with the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education. Subsequently
candidates should contact the Principal of Acadia Divinity College (Wolfville, N.S. B0P 1X0) or the
President of Atlantic Baptist University (P.O. Box 6004, Moncton, N.B. E1C 9L7) as appropriate.
1. Mature entry to the Master of Divinity Programme is possible where approved candidates for

ministry in the Convention are 35 years of age or over, and do not hold a B.A. or its equivalent.
Such candidates must complete one full year of Arts subjects at the university level, as directed
by Acadia Divinity College. On satisfactory completion of these courses (minimum 2.0 or C)
these candidates may be admitted to the M.Div. programme.

2. Approved candidates for ministry in this age range (or from age 30) may, on the recommendation
of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education, be considered for entry to the Bachelor of
Theology Programme at Acadia Divinity College, which requires one full year of Arts courses
plus two years of theological study, all following Nova Scotia grade 12 level.

3. Approved candidates for ministry of 35 years of age or over (but normally 40 years and over)
may be admitted with the approval of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education to a two-
year non-graduating course at Acadia Divinity College leading to an internal Certificate of
Ministerial Studies, but carrying no formal academic credit.

4. The completion, extramurally, of the equivalent of two years’ study at university level including
20 approved subjects or their equivalents, is a possibility for candidates in the age bracket of #3
above. It is a last option, if the Board of Ministerial Standards agrees and if one of the above
options is not possible. This option may be fulfilled at either Acadia Divinity College or Atlantic
Baptist University.

5. A variety of educational standards exist for Bible Colleges across North America. Therefore, a
B.Th. or B.R.E. degree from a Bible College in good standing with the American Association of
Bible Colleges and at least one additional year of study in Arts and Sciences (normally taken at
Atlantic Baptist University) or one year of graduate studies in theology (normally taken at Acadia
Divinity College) may be deemed an appropriate qualification for ordination by the Board. The
Board will evaluate each academic transcript on its own merits and recommend the manner in
which any deficiencies be made up. The Board will require candidates to complete a course in
Baptist History and Polity, with specific emphasis on Canadian and Atlantic Baptist History and
Polity.
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6. Any exception to these requirements may be considered only when the Board regards such
action as warranted and in the best interest of our denominational life.

III. Internship
Prior to ordination, the candidate shall have one year’s satisfactory internship, with pastoral supervision
under a counsellor appointed by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education (Credentials
Committee).

IV. Basic Requirement
A. Prior to appearing before the Convention Examining Council for Ordination, all candidates shall be

required to complete the course of study entered upon in agreement with the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education. This will necessitate the personal appearance of the prospective student
before this Board prior to entrance upon his/her course of study.

B. Only if that Board has deemed it absolutely necessary to have allowed a modification of such a
course of study in the case of an individual, will it recommend his/her appearance before the
Examining Council for Ordination.

C. If a candidate plainly fails to take advantage of time and opportunity to prepare as fully as he/she
might for the ministerial office, and at last attains an age at which lower academic demands may be
allowed for ordination, he/she need not expect that his/her attainments will be measured by the
reduced demands.

PROCESS TOWARD ORDINATION
I. Church License for Persons Preparing for Ordained Ministry

A. The first step on the part of a person desiring to enter the ordained ministry of the Church is to
secure from that church of which he or she is a member a License to Minister.

B. The Local Church License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a recommendation. It is
required that persons being considered for such license have preached or taught in their own
churches to determine if they have gifts in the area of the desired ministry. There ought to be a
review as to what they have been doing within the church. They should tell of their conversion, call
to ministry and their faith in Jesus Christ. They should demonstrate leadership ability. They should
be able to relate well to people. Their lifestyles, including family relationships and ethics, should be
taken into consideration and there should be evidence of faithfulness in work habits. There should
be evident progress in Biblical knowledge, spiritual growth, understanding of the ministry and Baptist
beliefs.

C. It is important that the church should exercise the utmost care and be thoroughly satisfied that the
candidate has the qualities of mind, character and Christian experience which would fit the person
for the important work of an ordained minister. A Church License to Minister should not be granted
until the candidate has been a member of the church for at least one year.

D. A Church License to Minister must be renewed yearly until such time as an Association License
to Minister is granted.

II. Association License for Persons Preparing for Ordained Ministry
A. The second step for a person who is acknowledged by a church as called to prepare for the office

of an ordained minister, is the obtaining of an Association License to Minister.
B. The Association License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a recommendation. It is

required that persons being considered for such recognition have preached or taught in their own
churches to determine if they have gifts in the area of the desired ministry. There ought to be a
review of what they have been doing within the church. They should tell of their conversion, call to
ministry and their faith in Jesus Christ. They should demonstrate leadership ability. They should be
able to relate well to people. Their lifestyles, including family relationships and ethics, should be
taken into consideration and there should be evidence of faithfulness in work habits. There should
be evident progress in Biblical knowledge, spiritual growth, understanding of the ministry and Baptist
beliefs.
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C. An Association License may be granted only on the following conditions:
1. That one year has elapsed since the applicant was granted an unrescinded Church License to

Minister and that the applicant is a member of a Convention Baptist Church;
2. That the applicant has at least a period of satisfactory ministry and, 
3. That the applicant is definitely proceeding with academic preparation for the work of the ordained

ministry.
D. A Committee appointed by the Association shall examine the applicant personally on all the above

and concerning loyalty to the aims and activities of the Convention.
E. To remain valid an Association License must be renewed annually. Application for either the granting

or the renewal of an Association License may be made to the Association in which the applicant
received a Church License or to the Association where the applicant is located at the time of
application.

F. Each person seeking renewal of a License must apply to appear in person before the Association
Committee and shall furnish satisfactory evidence of progress in studies, purpose to continue them,
service responsibility fulfilled, and of continued loyalty to the aims and activities of the Convention.

G. All Licenses to Minister granted or renewed by an Association shall be signed by its Moderator and
Clerk.

III. The Examining Council
A. Candidate Preparation for Examining Council

1. Candidates for the ordained ministry of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches must appear
before the Examining Council for Ordination of the Convention.

2. Both male and female candidates shall be examined for ordination.
3. Application for Examination must be made by the Church of which the candidate is pastor,

pastor-elect or a member, the application having been duly authorized by the church.
4. The application should be forwarded to the Executive Minister of the Convention at least three

months before the date of the Council meeting so that the members of the Examining Council
can be notified not less than two months before the Council assembles.

5. The candidate is required to have certification from the Credentials Committee of the Examining
Council for Ordination which is the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education, affirming that
he/she has completed the required studies and is, therefore, eligible to appear before the
Council.

6. For the examination, the candidate shall prepare a written statement of not less than 2,000 words
and not more than 2,500 words setting forth clearly his/her conversion, call to ministry, concept
of ministry, views of doctrine, Baptist distinctives and relationship to the Convention.
The statement is to be forwarded to the Executive Minister at least three months prior to the
meeting of the Examining Council for Ordination.

7. Baptists have always viewed the Scriptures as the sole rule in matters of faith and practice and
the norm in questions of doctrine. Therefore in matters of doctrine all candidates must
substantiate their position by primary reference to the Scriptures. The key is “What do the
Scriptures say?” Candidates must accept all the claims which the Scriptures make with respect
to their own inspiration and authority; e.g., 2 Timothy 3:14-17.

8. Each candidate shall satisfy the Examining Council as to his/her academic preparation and
general fitness for the Baptist ministry. Known practicing homosexuals (including lesbians) shall
not be eligible to appear for examination for ordination. Each candidate shall give satisfactory
evidence of having rendered acceptable service during one year of internship or acceptable
alternative in view of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education. The internship supervisor
shall be a Baptist recognized and accredited by the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches, and
appointed by the Executive Minister.
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B. Composition of the Council
1. The Examining Council for Ordination of the Convention shall consist of the representatives of

each Association on the following basis: one representative for each Association and a further
representative for each Association having a total resident membership of 3,000 or more, except
for Prince Edward Island, which has 2 representatives, the same privilege to be granted to
Newfoundland when the church membership reaches 2,000. Where there are two members from
an Association, preferably one shall be male and one female. Each elected representative shall
be elected for a period of three (3) years and shall not be eligible for re-election at the close of
that period. A retiring member shall be eligible for re-election after a lapse of one (1) year.

2. In addition, the President, the Past President, the Vice-President and the Executive Minister of
The Convention, plus the Principal of Acadia Divinity College, the President of Atlantic Baptist
University, the Area/Regional Ministers and the Chair of the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education shall be ex-officio members, entitled to speak but not to vote.

3. Normally the Past President and the Ministry Secretary of The Convention shall be respectively
Chairman and Secretary of the Council. In case of either not being able to act, the Examining
Council shall appoint a replacement.

4. Associations are to name official alternates to act in the event of the unavoidable absence of the
appointee.

5. No ordained minister shall be eligible for appointment to the Council until at least three years
after his/her own ordination, nor shall any Licensed person proceeding to the ordained ministry
be eligible to serve.

6. No lay person shall be eligible for appointment to the Council until he/she has served for at least
three (3) years in a leadership position in a local church and/or Association.

7. Observers may attend, but will not have the privilege of questioning, discussing, or voting on any
candidate.

8. Up to two members, appointed by the church requesting the examination, may attend as
advisory members. They should come equipped with a letter of recommendation of the candidate
by action of the church concerned. They shall be fully accredited to speak, but without vote. They
may sit as advisory members of the Council only during the examination of their own candidate.

9. Following the examination by the Council and the presentation by the advisory member(s) from
the candidate’s church, an in-camera session will be held.

10. Fifteen voting members shall constitute a quorum for a regular meeting. A special meeting can
only be called with the permission of a two-thirds majority of the members.

11. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education serves as the Ministerial Credentials
Committee for the Examining Council. Decisions of the Board may be appealed to the Examining
Council for Ordination.

C. Function of the Council
1. The Council shall convene at such a time and place as appropriate at the call of the

President of Convention with at least six months notice being given to the churches.
Candidates shall be scheduled for a specific time and to appear at stated intervals.

2. At the opening session of the Examining Council, a Chief Examiner shall be appointed from
members of the Council.

3. It shall also be made clear at the opening session of the Examining Council to the Council,
that the 1905-1906 Basis of Union Doctrinal Statement is recognized as providing the overall
guidelines.

4. A two-thirds majority of Council members voting shall be required to recommend a person
for ordination and accreditation. Persons with a conflict of interest shall so declare it and
subsequently remove themselves from the voting process. All votes shall be by secret ballot.
In considering the evidence, Council members will make a free decision under the leadership
of the Holy Spirit. The Council may recommend that a candidate be ordained; it may
recommend that he/she be deferred pending further training and/or counselling; it may
recommend that he/she not be ordained, as being unsuited for the ministry at this time.
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5. Each candidate will be informed by the Council of the results of his/her examination
immediately after the vote is taken and will be provided with appropriate guidance and
direction.

6. The names of those candidates recommended by the Council for ordination by their
churches shall be reported to the Convention for information and the candidates shall be
commended to God in prayer at that time.

7. The decision of the Council shall be reported to the Church requesting the examination and
to the candidate. A copy of the written statement made by the candidate and the
recommendation of the Council shall be forwarded to the church.

IV. The Ordination Service
A. It is desirable both from the standpoint of the candidate and the church that normally the

ordination service be conducted at the hands of the local church from which the application
came. It is recognized that in exceptional circumstances it may be wise at the discretion of the
applying church, to hold it in some other location.

B. Normally, the Moderator of the Association is to be requested to arrange and preside at the
service. Having been requested to arrange an ordination service, the Moderator should meet with
the local church and the ordinand, that their wishes with regard to participants in the service may
be respected.

C. The service of ordination ought to include within worship: the Report of the Examining Council;
the Questioning of the Candidate as suggested in the manual; or exchange of vows; the Laying
on of Hands; the Ordaining Prayer and either a charge to the Minister and a charge to the church
or a sermon containing both elements. A form of service is included in the Canadian Baptist
Ministries A Manual for Worship and Service.

RECOGNITION OF PRIOR ORDINATION
I. Ordination within the framework of the Conventions/Unions comprising Canadian Baptist Ministries

carries with it full transfer privileges to the Accredited Ministers’ List, providing the minister is
recommended by a letter of transfer from that Convention/Union.

II. Ministers who are ordained, and recommended by a body in fellowship with the Baptist World Alliance,
may be placed on our Accredited Ministers’ List after meeting with the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education, provided they have met education standards acceptable to the Board. If they have not met
our regulations, the Board shall recommend a program of study consistent with the prevailing standards.
Their ministry experience shall be taken into consideration.

III. Ordained ministers coming from church bodies not affiliated with the Baptist World Alliance shall be
invited to appear before the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education. They shall present a
statement of their conversion, call to the ministry and view of Christian doctrine and give evidence of their
accord and co-operation with the general program of the Convention.
A course in Baptist History and Polity (with specific emphasis on Canadian and Atlantic Baptist History
and Polity) will be required if this has not been a part of their training. If their theological education and/or
ministry experience are unacceptable the Board shall recommend a program of study consistent with the
prevailing standards. The Board shall require them to serve in their churches for at least one year prior
to accreditation. During this one year waiting period, they shall be listed as “Ministers Awaiting
Accreditation.” When the above requirements have been met, they may be placed on our Accredited
Ministers’ List. We do not recommend re-ordination.

IV. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education or the Examining Council shall not recognize the
ordination of practicing homosexuals (including lesbians).

V. Each minister accredited by the Convention must be a member of a constituent church. A full time pastor
shall be a member of a church he/she serves.
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LAY MINISTRY
I. Church License to Minister

A. The local church License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a recommendation. It is
required that persons being considered for such license have preached or taught in their own
churches to determine if they have gifts in the area of the desired ministry. There ought to be a
review as to what they have been doing within the church. They should tell of their conversion, call
to ministry and their faith in Jesus Christ. They should demonstrate leadership ability. They should
be able to relate well to people. Their lifestyles, including family relationships and ethics, should be
taken into consideration and there should be evidence of faithfulness in work habits. There should
be evident progress in Biblical knowledge, spiritual growth, understanding of the ministry and Baptist
beliefs.

B. It is important that the church should exercise the utmost care and be thoroughly satisfied that the
candidate has the qualities of mind, character and Christian experience which would fit the person
for the important work of a lay minister. A Church License to Minister should not be granted until
the candidate has been a member of the church for at least one year.

C. A Church License to Minister must be renewed yearly but may be rescinded by the church for just
cause. It remains valid as a local Church License, so long as the church which grants it considers
it valid. It is the responsibility of the recipient to request a yearly endorsement by the church.

II. Association Lay License for Ministry
A. A person who as a first step has received the commendation of his or her church as one worthy to

be licensed to do lay work afield, whose course is not set toward ordination, and who has found
useful service in occupying pulpits with some regularity as a Sunday supply, or who has had
experience as an interim minister, or has been involved as a Convention field worker, or as a Director
of Christian Education, or other ministries, may secure an Association Lay License to Minister.

B. Such a License may be granted if the candidate:
1. has clearly demonstrated the ability to conduct an acceptable service;
2. has served in churches needing supply and,
3. has followed or is prepared to follow a course of reading as determined by the Association

including reading of practical value in preparing messages, conducting worship or giving
leadership in Christian Education.

C. The Association Lay License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a recommendation. It
is required that persons being considered for such license have preached or taught in their own
churches to determine if they have gifts in the area of the desired ministry. There ought to be a
review as to what they have been doing within the church. They should tell of their conversion, call
to ministry and their faith in Jesus Christ. They should demonstrate leadership ability. They should
be able to relate well to people. Their lifestyles, including family relationships and ethics, should be
taken into consideration and there should be evidence of faithfulness in work habits. There should
be evident progress in Biblical knowledge, spiritual growth, understanding of the ministry and Baptist
beliefs.

D. It is important that the Association should exercise the utmost care and be thoroughly satisfied that
the candidate has the qualities of mind, character and Christian experience which would fit the
person for the important work of a lay minister.

E. The Licensing Committee of an Association will examine all applicants for Lay License according to
the standards and requirements contained in the above paragraphs. Application for renewal of such
License is to be made yearly. Upon renewal by an Association the Lay License is to be signed again
by the Moderator and Clerk of the Association.

III. Convention Lay License
A person not seeking ordination who holds an Association License, is able to perform acceptable regular
service in our churches or other ministries, and is recommended by the Examining Council may be
granted a Convention Lay License. Such License commends the applicant to the churches as a leader
fit to occupy the pulpit, administer the ordinances and carry out a pastoral or other kinds of ministry.
Before a candidate for a Convention Lay License appears before the Examining Council for Ordination,
he/she must meet the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education and be recommended to appear
before the Examining Council for Ordination.
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IV. Listing of Licensed Persons
The names of all Licensed persons shall appear in the Year Book in special lists prepared by the
Executive Minister, such lists to be revised annually.

DISCIPLINE
The pastor is to live an exemplary life. Standards enjoined by Scripture should be applied to every aspect of
the minister’s life. Failure to approximate to the requirements of Scripture will be cause for concern and may
lead to examination of fitness to continue in office. This procedure will normally begin in the local church.
Failure to act on the part of the local church could lead to action by the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education. Final appeal in the matter of discipline lies with the Examining Council. All discipline is for the
purpose of restoration to fellowship and, where possible, to ministry.
The foregoing provisions respecting the handling of complaints of moral failure involving sexual misconduct
shall apply, in so far as practical, to all other disciplinary proceedings including, but not limited to, the handling
of complaints of moral failure involving other areas of misconduct.

MORAL FAILURE
I. Nature Of The Pastoral Ministry

For a proper understanding of the policy and guidelines set forth here, two things must be highlighted
about the nature of the pastoral relationship.
A. The pastoral relationship is built on trust. Where this trust is betrayed or compromised by sexual

misbehaviour, or even questioned by rumour, damage follows in all areas of the church’s ministry.
Members, counsellees, colleagues and adherents must be able to expect dependable pastoral
oversight without the intrusion of sexual misconduct. Where this does happen, a complainant should
know there are standards in place for assessing and resolving the situation. Enforceable guidelines
that enhance and preserve trust in the pastoral office must underlie all relationships.

B. In our society, by virtue of education, ordination, recognition, title, status or reputation, the pastor
and/or counsellor is in a position to exert power, vis-a-vis the person under pastoral care. The
relationship between them is an unequal one. One holds a position of power, the other, of
vulnerability; therefore, no sexual liaison/contact is proper, whether or not he/she was functioning
in his/her clerical/counsellor role at the time. NOTE: Clergy (especially) and counsellors should view
themselves as holding their professional status continually.

II. Definition of Terms
A. The term, Minister or Pastor, means any leader appointed, inducted, ordained, installed,

recognized, or employed by a church or agency of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches and
who is accredited by Convention.

B. The term, Candidate for Ministry, includes any one who has been accepted by the Board of
Ministerial Standards and Education for the purpose of pursuing preparation for the ministry and is
currently working toward that goal.

C. Sexual misconduct is any sexual contact outside the marriage relationship between a minister,
pastor, or candidate for ministry, and his/her parishioner, counsellee, colleague, employee, or any
other person.

D. The term sexual contact includes sexual intercourse, genital contact, fondling or sexually suggestive
language, whether in a heterosexual or homosexual (lesbian) context, regardless of who initiates the
sexual contact. It shall also include any behaviour with sexual overtones, e.g. gesture or comment,
that is directed toward anyone whether uninvited or by mutual consent. (Note: Normal dating
relationships between a single minister and a single parishioner are not included. However, such a
relationship must be discreet.)

E. Committee of the Board, is defined as a committee composed of the members of the Board of
Ministerial Standards and Education, appointed at the discretion of the Chair in consultation with the
Executive Minister.
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III. Role of The Board Of Ministerial Standards and Education
A. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education is the keeper of the standards on behalf of the

churches within UBCAP. Those defined in the above section entitled “Definition of Terms” are
therefore accountable to the Convention Assembly through the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education for maintaining and upholding Biblical and professional standards of Christian ministry.

B. Where there is a complaint of sexual misconduct against a minister, whether on the part of a local
congregation, or an alleged victim, or a third party claiming reasonable knowledge of such behaviour,
the written complaint should be directed to the Executive Minister of Convention who, in turn, shall
confer with the Chair of the Board. In consultation, they shall appoint a committee of the Board to
investigate the complaint.

C. The named committee shall not be fewer than four (4) members, one of whom shall be the Chair of
the Board or designate. There shall be male and female representatives on the committee.

D. The Chair of the Board shall have the authority to add persons who have special training and
experience in dealing with the circumstances.

IV. Responsibilities of the Special Committee/Board
A. Toward the Complainant(s)

1. Request from the complainant(s) a written statement, together with any corroborating evidence
of the allegation;

2. Meet with the party(s) alleging sexual misconduct;
3. Secure permission to use the written statement in meeting later with the accused;
4. Compile accurate and complete written records of all meetings and interviews;

5. Allow for an advocate to accompany the complainant during committee proceedings;
6. Assure the complainant(s) of confidentiality within the committee/board process;
7. Respond to the complainant(s) with sensitivity and love. Early in the process an appropriate pastor

or lay leader may be named and offered to the victim(s) to provide a pastoral presence and to
interpret the process being undertaken by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education.

B. Toward the Accused
1. Meet promptly with the accused;
2. Present the complaint to the accused, including the written statement;
3. Outline carefully to the accused the process followed by the committee, including the

presumption of innocence;
4. Hear his/her response to the complaint;
5. Request a written statement of his/her response;
6. Share his/her response with the complainant;
7. Where possible, grant the accused the right to confront the accuser;
8. Inform the accused that the committee will present a full report, with recommendations, to the

Board of Ministerial Standards and Education for action.
9. Assure the accused of confidentiality within the committee/board process;
10. May provide counsel to the accused and the church or agency regarding continuance of service

by the accused.
11. Where necessary and possible, require evaluation and/or treatment carried out by a counsellor

or therapist specially qualified to deal with sexual offenses and sensitive to issues of professional
ethics.

C. Toward the Church or Agency
1. A letter shall be written by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education to the church or

agency board, relating to the charges, their resolution and action taken.
2. A representative of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education shall be available to meet

with the congregation or its board, or the agency board, and communicate the result of the
process with special attention to the disciplinary action taken and its implications.

3. The Regional Minister shall be available to assist the congregation or agency in ways necessary
to address their concerns so as to bring healing to their brokenness.
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V. Response of The Board Of Ministerial Standards
A. Where there are insufficient grounds for concern that sexual misconduct has taken place, the Board

shall take the following action:
1. Make every effort to exonerate the accused in the eyes of his/her peers, congregation and

community, if deemed necessary;
2. If the person is exonerated, a statement of exoneration may be made if the accused so chooses;
3. In the situation where the accused has not necessarily acted unethically but has shown poor

professional judgement, the Board may issue a “Statement of Advice”;
4. Note in the minutes that, in the judgement of the Board, the accused has been cleared of all

allegations;
5. Where the allegations are substantiated, but the misconduct is considered to be minor or an

isolated lapse of good judgement on the part of the accused, the Board may suspend his/her
credentials temporarily and advise counselling for a period of time.

B. Where there are sufficient grounds to conclude that sexual misconduct has taken place, the Board
shall take the following action:
1. If the misconduct is considered a wilful breeching of sexual ethical behaviour, the Board may

suspend his/her credentials indefinitely, require the individual to undergo therapy at the hands
of a competent counsellor or therapist, and may impose other disciplinary measures as the
Board may deem suitable;

2. If the misconduct is considered a wilful breeching of sexual ethical behaviour, the Board may
suspend his/her credentials permanently, encourage the individual to undergo therapy at the
hands of a competent counsellor or therapist, and may impose other disciplinary measures as
the Board may deem suitable;

3. If, in the judgement of the Board, there has been unethical conduct which has resulted in
substantial harm to others, the church and the ministry, there will be a permanent suspension
from ministry. Protection of others from harm and the protection of the integrity of the ministry
are paramount.

4. If the misconduct involves acts of a criminal nature, or contact with minors, the Board shall
comply fully by reporting such incidents to the proper civil authority. In such cases, the offender’s
credentials may be suspended permanently.

C. The Board shall be prepared to help arrange for competent counselling for both victim(s) of sexual
misconduct and for the accused and his/her family members.
NOTE: Such arrangement implies no liability on the part of the Board or the Convention of Atlantic
Baptist Churches.

D. Appeal may be made directly to the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education. Final appeal may
be made to the Examining Council for Ordination.

VI. Goals in Disciplinary Action
A. Once the offence has been identified, all disciplinary action should lead the offender to genuine

repentance by recognizing and admitting the gravity of the offence.
B. The ultimate goal is restoration to acceptable ministry. Where this is not possible or feasible, the goal

is to reclaim the offender to wholesome life within the Christian community.
C. It is necessary to recognize the tension between the need for forgiveness and acceptance on the one

hand, and accountability and justice-making on the other. The disciplinary process must, therefore,
undergird morality and effect justice and not simply expose the parties to harsh and unloving
treatment. Those ministering to an offender must remind him/her and be reminded themselves of the
depth of God’s grace and the cost of God’s forgiveness in Christ.
There can be no cheap grace. The seriousness of the offence must be matched by the seriousness
of forgiveness granted. The readiness of the offender to assume responsibility for his/her actions and
willingness to make restitution where possible should be one step toward restoration. To restore or
reinstate an offender without demanding genuine and costly change in his/her life is simply to deny
the trauma of the victims. It may also invite repetition of the offence in another context.
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Guidelines Governing the Granting of Permission to Perform Marriages:
1. Accredited ordained Ministers (serving in churches, in chaplaincy, on staff, retired or not currently

serving a church) are automatically registered to perform marriages by this Convention through the
Executive Minister while on our list of accredited ordained ministers.

2. Ordained pastors not accredited by this Convention are registered because of serving one of our
Baptist churches if they are not already registered under another denomination.

3. Non-ordained pastors: The following motion was passed at the 1988 Convention Assembly  to amend
the 1970 motion: “Pastors in full time service who have held Association Licenses to Minister for two
years and have concurrently served two years in full time pastorates should be granted licenses to
perform marriage ceremonies. Full time is to be interpreted as 25 hours per week or more. This privilege
is to be accorded on a year to year basis.”

4. Non-ordained pastors who are ready to begin the year of Internship are registered to perform
marriages the same day the Internship is set up with the Supervisor. In some cases  the candidates is
already registered because of qualifying under #3 above.

Registration is now on a  permanent basis with the provinces of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince
Edward Island until a pastor moves to another province. Pastors in Newfoundland must make their own
arrangements with the government authorities. Unaccredited ordained ministers will cease to be registered by
this Convention when they are no longer serving a Convention church. Non-ordained pastors will cease to be
registered if they allow their Association License to lapse or when there is a lapse in their full time ministry. It
is the responsibility of the pastor to ensure that he/she is properly registered to perform marriages before
performing a wedding and should contact the Executive Minister’s office to ensure that these arrangements
are made. Those not registered may assist a pastor who is registered in performing the wedding ceremony.
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SCHOLARSHIPS AND BURSARIES AVAILABLE TO PASTORS AND STUDENTS

Grants Administered by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education
Ebenezer Moulton Bursary

This Bursary, named in honour of the first Baptist minister in Canada (1761), is valued at up to $1,000.00, the
amount of the yearly grant or grants to be determined by the administrating body, which is the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education in consultation with the Dean of Theology. The Purpose of the bursary primarily is to
enable qualified full time pastors of Convention Baptist Churches, who are married, to enter Acadia Divinity College
to pursue work leading to a degree in theology. The bursary is awarded for one year. A person receiving it may be
eligible for the succeeding year upon application, and an eminently qualified candidate may be given preference
over others for successive granting at the discretion of the administrating body.

Some service, not necessarily commensurate with the value of the award, will ordinarily be required of the
successful candidate, the administrating body specifying the type and sphere of service. The grants will be made
only when a candidate meeting the requirements can be found and surplus amounts will not be accumulative. At
the discretion of the administrating body, when a candidate is given an amount less than the potential, another
qualified candidate may be awarded the balance.

Although the primary purpose of the bursary is to encourage married men, who are serving as full time pastors
and who have not completed degree work to undertake studies to that end, married men who are already in course
at the Divinity College may be considered eligible in circumstances of special need, but they will have secondary
precedence. The bursary shall be considered always as an educational aid and not as financial assistance to
secondary interests.
Bursaries to Pastors

A grant up to $350.00 towards the cost of taking summer courses at Acadia Divinity College. Application
should be made through the Executive Minister.

A grant covering tuition fees in undertaking courses by correspondence from Acadia Divinity College is
available to pastors working towards ordination. Applications should be made through the Executive Minister.
Bursaries to Ministerial Students

A grant based upon need and available funds may be available to qualified ministerial students undertaking
regular pastoral education courses at Acadia Divinity College and Atlantic Baptist University. Application shall be
made through the administrative officer of the respective College/University.

Grants Administered by the UBWMU
In recognition of substantial gifts to Acadia University by the United Baptist Woman's Missionary Union in

1923-28 and 1952-57, bursaries totalling not more than $4,000.00 in any one academic year are available, on the
recommendation of the UBWMU to women students at Acadia Divinity College. Bursaries are awarded first to young
women preparing for overseas service with Canadian Baptist Ministries or to missionaries on home assignment who
wish to pursue further studies at Acadia Divinity College; then bursaries may be available to young women enrolled
in any ADC degree program. These latter awards are made by the UBWMU in consultation with the Principal or
designate of ADC.

A bursary amounting to $75.00, being the interest on a legacy bequeathed by Mrs. Jacob (Annie Bucknane)
Smith of Saint John, NB, to the UBWMU, and held in trust by Acadia University, is available annually to a woman
enrolled in one of the degree programmes at Acadia Divinity College. The award is made by the UBWMU in
consultation with the Principal or designate of Acadia Divinity College.

The bursaries are renewable on the recommendation of the UBWMU. Applications for bursaries are to be sent
before June 30th to Mrs. Eleanor Hovland, Candidate Secretary of the UBWMU, PO Box 664, Wolfville, NS

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Minutes of the 155th Assembly
of the

United Baptist Convention
of the Atlantic Provinces

Wednesday Evening
August 22nd, 2001

The 2001 Assembly Joint Session with the UBWMU began with music led by the Assembly Worship
Team (Debra Poley, Sheila Thomas, Marla Berry, Cheryl Pickens, Lori Wilton, Marilyn McCormick and Mark
Lloyd).

Mrs. Shirley Giberson, President of the UBWMU, opened in prayer and welcomed everyone for the
evening.

Mrs. Debbie James read Scripture from 1 John 3:16 - 24.

Mrs. Shirley Giberson and Dr. Harry Gardner held a dialogue on the theme “Enabling the Church”. 
They spoke of how they can help with missions in the local church and how to strengthen women’s ministries.

A solo was offered by Mrs. Shelly Graham.

Mrs. Shirley Giberson introduced the President, Rev. Gordon Sutherland.  In his Presidential Address,
he outlined some of the process involved in the Convention Review and how the transition has smoothly
proceeded.   He was excited to see how our churches are impacting their culture and added that we have much
to celebrate within our Convention.  He closed by sharing his excitement about the direction of this Convention;
the quality of leadership and senior staff, the focus of our ongoing work together.  For us as Atlantic Baptists, he
encouraged that the words of  “Lord of the Church”  be our prayer as we recommit ourselves to ministry.

The Assembly Worship Team led in the singing of  “Lord of the Church”.

Atlantic Baptist Youth President, Patrick Connor brought greetings on behalf of the Youth Convention.

A solo was offered by Mrs. Shelly Graham.

The Canadian Baptist Ministries Presentation was led by Dr. Gary Nelson, General Secretary and
included contributions by others.  Dr. Nelson shared about the unique structure of CBM which brings together
four Conventions/ Unions across Canada.  He thanked the members of this Convention for their support of this
ministry in their finances, prayer and advice.

Cheryl Ann Beals reflected that our way of working is unique in these ways:
1. We work by invitation of the indigenous church.
2. We work by agreement as we develop an ongoing relationship with other churches and

agencies.
3. We work with, under and in collaboration with international partners as they set the agenda. 

The goal is to strengthen the national church.
4. Our strength is our people as we send people who are trained, flexible and prepared.
5. Our focus is to identify, train and mentor leaders through developing resources to sustain

ministries.

Dr. Nelson presented service pins to Jamie and Christie MacArthur for their 5 year ministry in the
Ukraine.

Ron and Sharon Harris shared through spoken and video presentation what they imagine for the
ministry in India.  They hope to see growth in the 200 churches with which they partner.  This represents over
120 years of ministry to pastors and their spouses, to mission hospitals and village churches.  They  presented
us with both a challenge and responsibility to imagine what we can do for Christ in India.
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Frank Guinta, Chairperson of the Sharing Way Working Group, shared the vision of holistic ministry. 
This outlined some of the work of David and Brenda Mensa in the Northern Empowerment Association in
Ghana.  Their goal is to have sustainable ministry which takes time, energy and resources.  We have responded
not only to the initial request but have also made long term commitments to relief ministry.  The Sharing Way is
committed to being responsible with finances and researching for ministry and to new recruitment initiatives over
the next five years.

Mrs. Shirley Giberson pronounced the closing of the UBWMU and Rev. Gordon Sutherland declared the
opening of the meetings of UBCAP Assembly.
Thursday Morning
August 23, 2001

The morning worship service opened with music under the leadership of the Ministry Team.

Rev. Hugh McNally introduced the guest speaker, Dr. Gary Nelson, General Secretary, Canadian
Baptist Ministries.  Dr. Nelson spoke about “Living in the Crossover Times: There is No Going Back.”

Dr. Nelson reminded us that this is an exciting time to be the church if we are willing to be the church. 
He referred to Joshua 3: 4  “. . . you have never passed this way before. . .”  This is derived from the Hebrew
phrase (habar) ‘to cross over’.  He suggested that in Baptist churches we have become happily complacent
even if we know it is not where we should be.  As individuals and churches we need to cross over to the new
opportunities of God that await us.  Although changes concern us we can rest assured that God always goes
ahead of us.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland declared that the business session was opened and welcomed everyone to the
assembly.

Rev. Paul Berry opened the business session in prayer.

The rules of order as found on page A-17 of the Year Book, Article XIII of the Convention Constitution
were read by the Executive Minister.  He also reminded the assembly that the 24 hour rule for notices of
motions to be debated at this assembly would conclude at noon on Friday.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Gerald Myers that Mr. Mark Giberson be
appointed the Convention Assembly Parliamentarian. Motion carried.

It was MOVED by Rev. Brian Baxter and SECONDED by Rev. Dennis Leamont that the Convention
Program be adopted. Motion carried.

It was MOVED by Mr. Dannie Brown and SECONDED by Rev. Leo Gallant, that only the action  items
of the minutes need to be read.  Motion carried.

Any new visitors or delegates to Convention were asked to stand at this time to be recognized by the
assembly.

It was MOVED by Rev. Robert Mather-Dyer and SECONDED by Rev. Gordon Poley, that Rev. Phil
Locke serve as chief scrutineer for this Convention. Motion carried.

Dr. Harry Gardner presented his Executive Minister’s Report and highlighted a number of
items.  He commented that this has been a year of change as he has worked closely with the Transition Council. 
It has also been a year of change for senior staff in the Convention office.  Dr. Gardner shared his burden for
our pastors and families for the stresses they are facing.  As a Convention there is a need to come alongside
our pastors and to make resources available to help with their healing.   Dr. Gardner continues to value our
prayers and support.

It was MOVED by Rev. Moses Adekola and SECONDED by Miss Mary Trecartin, that the report of the
Executive Minister be accepted as included in the Convention packet. Motion carried.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Wade Harvey, that reports be tabled and
taken up as occasion demands except those listed on the program and items arising out of Council, and that
motions coming from Council be put forth from time to time. Motion carried.

A prayer time was held under the leadership of Rev. Harry Waugh with several delegates leading the
assembly in prayer, followed by a time of greeting.

The First Report of the Nominating Committee was presented by Dr. Richard Thomas.
He noted that Sterling Gosman was elected as the Vice-President of the Convention at Assembly 2000, and will
be installed as President at the conclusion of this Assembly.  He then presented Mr. Sterling Gosman as
President-Elect.  Rev. James Cowan led in prayer for the President-Elect and his upcoming year of service.

Dr. Thomas announced that the floor should be opened for further nominations for Vice-President of the
Convention.  Normally, 5 names are required for the ballot.  He instructed the Assembly that the candidate must
be an ordained pastor from either New Brunswick or Prince Edward Island with ten years experience since
ordination.  The nominee must also consent to the nomination.  As no further nominations were made from the
floor, Rev. Gordon Sutherland declared that nominations be closed.

Introduction of Vice-Presidential Nominees  -  Dr. Richard Thomas invited the nominees for Vice-
President to the podium to make their presentations to the assembly.  Rev. Norman Woodworth was not able to
be at Convention this year because of health concerns.  Dr. Malcolm Card and Rev. Earl MacDonald presented
statements to the assembly including  their vision of ministry as Vice-President of the Convention.

The first vote for Vice-President of the Convention was taken as  Dr. Richard Thomas outlined the
process for completing ballots.

The Acadia Divinity College update was given by Dr. Lee McDonald, President, Acadia Divinity College. 
The following highlights were included in his report:

• Faculty, staff, board members (past and present) and alumni were respectively asked to stand.
• Dr. Glenn Wooden was recognized for completing his doctorate this June.
• As a result of the grant from the Lily Foundation all classrooms are now ‘smart’ classrooms.
• Students in the M.A. and M. Div. programs will be receiving laptop computers as part of the

Acadia Advantage.
• Rev. Bruce Fawcett will be directing the youth ministry program this fall.
• Faculty contribute to publish books and articles in journals.
• A Notice of Motion is to be presented on behalf of the Board of Trustees of Acadia Divinity

College, that “each year one of the four nominees presented by the Nominating Committee for
the Board of Trustees for Acadia Divinity College be made by that board.”
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As part of the Atlantic Baptist University update Mr. Rupert Tingley, Chair of the Board of Governors, 
presented Dr. Brian MacArthur, the new President of Atlantic Baptist University and outlined some of the
process involved in his appointment.  He also indicated that Dr. Ralph Richardson, former President, is now on
a leave of absence following completion of his responsibilities as President.   He has since been appointed as
the first Chancellor to the University.  Dr. Brian MacArthur recognized faculty and staff, current and former board
members along with alumni of UBBTS, ABC and ABU.  He thanked the board for the opportunity to serve and
the churches for their support of ABU.  They anticipate that this year will see their largest enrollment to date with
over 400 students and 144 incoming students.

Dr. Richard Coffin closed the morning session with prayer.

Thursday Afternoon
August 23, 2001

The afternoon worship service was opened under the musical leadership of the Worship Team.

A presentation was given by Dr. Robert Wilson who outlined some of the historically significant
churches in Atlantic Canada.  He reminded us of our historical roots and the influence that these are making
even today.

Dr. Kelvin Ogilvie, President of Acadia University, brought greetings on behalf of the University and
welcomed the delegates to the campus.  He recounted the connection between Atlantic Baptists and Acadia. 
He also remarked that Acadia Divinity College has become the first fully wired seminary in Canada as part of the
Acadia Advantage.

The action items from the morning session were read by Minute Recorder, Rev. Tom McGaw.

It was MOVED by Mrs. Jessie Fitch and SECONDED by Rev. Gordon Poley, that the action items be
received as read.  Motion carried.

The result of the vote for Vice-President was announced with Dr. Malcolm Card elected as Vice-
President of Convention.  He was welcomed by Rev. Gordon Sutherland.   Dr. Harry Gardner led in the prayer
of dedication.  Rev. Gordon Sutherland also thanked those who allowed their names to stand as nominees for
Vice-President.  Dr. Harry Gardner remembered them in prayer.

A presentation to Mrs. Isobel Horton was made by Dr. Miriam Ross and Dr. Robert Wilson.  It was noted
that Mrs. Horton has given over 18,000 hours of volunteer service at the Baptist archives.  She has set a high
standard as to what it means to be a volunteer.  Dr. Robert Wilson read a brief biography of her association with
Acadia University.  In 1982 she began to work as a volunteer in the archives, as well as a number of other
organizations.  She has been active in community and university life.  Mrs. Pat Townsend, University archivist,
outlined some of the work that Mrs. Horton has accomplished.  She has developed a cataloguing system for
archived material from our churches which has been recognized by others.  She is now engaged in writing
concise histories of the Baptist churches of our Convention that will be available throughout Canada.  She has
already completed 187 histories.  Mrs. Townsend presented Mrs. Horton with a gift of taxi tickets for her trips to
the archives during the winter months.  Rev. Gordon Sutherland presented a plaque to thank Mrs. Horton for
helping to preserve our past for future generations to remember. 

The Second Report of the Nominating Committee was presented by Dr. Richard Thomas.
With the permission of the President, Dr. Richard Thomas will present nominees in groups of boards and
committees.   If nominating someone for a board or committee, delegates are to specify the term they will be
serving or if it is for a replacement of another’s unexpired term.  As nominees are named, they were asked to
stand in place so that we are able to identify who they are.

A statement was given by the President-Elect, Mr. Sterling Gosman.  He commented on his year of
observation as Vice-President which turned into a year of reflection.  His desire as President is to value people
and add value to people’s lives.  He presented his dream of a house to minister to pastors for their spiritual and
physical renewal.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland presented the attendance numbers in comparison to 1999:
1999 - 557 delegates plus 149 visitors for a total of 706
2001 - 582 delegates plus 155 visitors for a total of 737

Dr. Harry Gardner presented the Council’s Recommendations regarding Senior Staff positions.  Dr.
Gardner outlined the process involved in searching for individuals to fill these positions.  Search committees
were established and job descriptions were sent to all pastors.  The nominations were received and submitted
to each search committee who prioritized the names.  It was decided that the committee deal with only one
name at a time, unanimous agreement about who were to be interviewed and nominated to the Convention.  In
the future it was suggested that nominees for Senior Staff positions be called upon to present their visions for
their ministries to the Convention Assembly.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Carl Price, that Dr. Malcolm Beckett be
appointed as Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission for a five year renewable term.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Edward Powell, that Mr. Daryl
MacKenzie be appointed as Director of Operations for a five year renewable term.
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It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Wade Harvey, that Rev. Bruce Fawcett
be appointed as Director of Youth and Family for a five year renewable term.  

On behalf of the Convention Council, it was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Lisa
LeBouthillier, that Article I of the Constitution of the Convention be changed to read as follows:

?The “Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches” (hereinafter referred to as “The Convention”) came
into existence on the basis of a statement of doctrine and polity entitled “1905/06 Basis of Union.” The
Convention shall be composed of those bodies which have covenanted to work together, under the
Lordship of Jesus Christ, and under the authority of the Bible, which is the all-sufficient ground of faith
and practice.”

Motion carried by a 2/3 majority. (375 of 522 delegates voted in favor of the motion and 147 delegates voted
against the motion.  The required 2/3 was 348.)

Rev. Moses Adekola closed the afternoon session in prayer.

Thursday Evening
August 23, 2001

The Assembly Worship Team led the gathering in a time of praise focused on God’s faithfulness.

“Here I Am Lord” was sung by Mrs. Debra Poley and Mrs. Sheila Thomas.

Dr. Gary Nelson’s message was entitled “A Case for Stones: Finding Strength in Our Roots”.  He read
from Joshua, chapter 4 relating how God told Joshua to build a visible memory from 12 stones.  He reminded us
that touchstones from our past are helpful remembrances in creating a foundation for the future.  As with the
Israelites, we need to be conscious of how we convey the message of the touchstones to our children.  There is
nothing sacred about the stones.  We should recapture the memories they hold and utilize the accompanying
passion.  The touchstones are more than stones because they remind us of  God who never changes.

The congregational song was “We Are God’s People”, following which the offering was received.  The
Convention President, Rev. Gordon Sutherland informed the Assembly that last year there was no specific
offering received for Convention expenses.  This year any offering above expenses will be used to help clear
the debt from last year.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland presented the updated attendance numbers in comparison to 1999:
1999 - 650 delegates plus 168 visitors for a total of 818
2001 - 661 delegates plus 162 visitors for a total of 823

Recognition was given to Rev. Marilyn McCormick for her years of service.  Dr. Harry Gardner thanked
her for her friendship and encouragement.  Her musical leadership for gatherings at the Convention office has
been very beneficial.  He noted that she has put into practice in her home the principles which she has so widely
taught within our Convention.  Current members of the Training Commission, Debbie James, Heather Bell-
Williams and Blake Bartlett also paid tribute to Marilyn.  They highlighted her contributions as follows:

• compassionate support to pastor’s wives
• many sided contributions to camping ministry, especially to Green Hill Lake Camp
• tireless service with the New Brunswick Sunday School Conference
• resourcefulness to the local church in person and through The Communicator and production of

Rally Day materials
• she has a heart for children’s ministry

It was added that Marilyn has shown nothing but professionalism in reference to the conclusion of her position. 
Rev. Gordon Sutherland congratulated Marilyn on receiving a call to the Petitcodiac United Baptist Church as
Pastor of Music and Children’s Ministry.  Marilyn received a heartfelt standing ovation of gratitude from the
Assembly.



Page B-10 Convention Assembly Minutes

A presentation was given by members of the Home Mission Board.   Their purposes have been to:
1. foster and develop existing churches/ministries to help make disciples
2. to foster and develop new works in Atlantic Canada to carry out their purposes through church

planting, pastoral ministry grants, local church renewal (the Discovery process), French
evangelism and special projects/grants.

The following individuals spoke to specific areas of ministry:
• Dr. Richard Coffin spoke of training and equipping through the Lay Pastor Training Program.
• Dr. Stephen McMullin and Pastor Carl O’Donnell thanked the Home Mission Board for their

partnership in community outreach with Main Street United Baptist Church.
• Rev. Michel Nadeau, Minister of Evangelism and Outreach with the French Union, gave an

exciting report of the history and current ministry with the french speaking congregation which
has been established in Richibucto.

• Rev. Eldon Hicks invited pastors and their families to use ‘The Pastor’s Place’ on the grounds of
Camp Shiktehawk.  This will be a year round facility for pastors who need physical and spiritual
renewal.  He invited everyone to the grand opening on September 23rd.  This facility will be
dedicated to the memory of Dr. David Cook as the fulfillment of one of his desires for the
support of pastors.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland introduced a video presentation by the Baptist Foundation entitled, “The Work
and Witness of the Baptist Foundation.”  This concise video was challenging and encouraging.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland dismissed the evening session with prayer.

Friday Morning
August 24, 2001

The Friday morning session began with showers of blessing on the outside and praise on the inside. 
The Assembly Worship Team led us in singing, focusing on the holiness of God.

Sheila Thomas ministered to the assembly with the solo, “Jesus Paid it All.”

Dr. Gary Nelson spoke on “A Mission Big Enough to Make A Difference”.  He remarked that it’s all about
a vision and a mission that is big enough to bring everything together.  He interpreted for us a story of
misunderstanding and reconciliation from Joshua 22.  The altar was built to remind those who followed behind
of God’s provision and faithfulness.  He suggested that we keep our vision and faith big enough that we don’t
sweat the small stuff and fuel personal agendas.  In doing this we need to hold the tension between soul care
and social care while demonstrating the sort of fellowship we would commend to others.

The Assembly Worship Team led in the singing of “God of Grace and God of Glory.”

Rev. Brian Baxter opened the morning business session in prayer.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland announced the results of the voting on the notices of motion concerning senior
staff members.  All three were elected by a majority of votes.  Dr. Harry Gardner led in prayer as they endorsed
the work of these individuals within our Convention.

The action items from the Thursday afternoon session were read by Minute Recorder, Rev. Tom
McGaw.  It was MOVED by Rev. Edward Shaw and SECONDED by Mr. Gordon Peverill, that the action items
be accepted as read.  Motion carried.

A prayer time was held, remembering the senior staff in their work for our Convention as prayer was
offered by a number of pastors.
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It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Brian Baxter,  that Article III of the
Constitution of The Convention be changed to read as follows:

?(1) The following persons will be recognized as accredited delegates to The Convention
Assembly, being in every case a member of one of the Churches in The Convention
and a believer who has been baptized by immersion. 
(a) Two delegates from each of the Associations of the Convention.
(b) Each church, connected with any of the Associations of the Convention, which

contributes annually to the United In Mission Fund shall be entitled to send three (3)
delegates for the first fifty members or fraction thereof to represent it at any meeting of
The Convention Assembly, an additional two (2) delegates for the second fifty members
or fraction thereof, and a further delegate for each one hundred additional members or
fraction thereof, but no church shall be entitled to send more than ten (10) delegates
and such delegates shall be officially appointed by the church.

Dr. Harry Gardner remembered them in prayer.

A report was introduced from the French Baptist Union.  This took the form of a video presentation
followed by words of challenge and encouragement by Rev. Stephane Couture.

Dr. Harry Gardner commented on the notice of motion previously scheduled to be presented at this
assembly by the Port Williams United Baptist Church.  He said that there have been many discussions
regarding this notice of motion in the past year.  After discussion and decision of the Convention Council,
members of a sub-committee will be formed to provide a forum to enable a further participatory process.  Due to
this, it was the wish of the mover and seconder not to proceed with the motion at the 2001 assembly.

The Report of the Search Committee for Region II was given by Rev. Peter Lohnes who introduced
Rev. Ron Baxter as the Regional Minister for Region II (Eastern Valley Association and Churches of Annapolis
County).  Dr. Harry Gardner offered a prayer of thanksgiving and dedication.  September 30, 2001 at 3:00 p.m.
is the induction service for Rev. Baxter at the Middleton United Baptist Church.
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The Report of the Search Committee for Region V was given by Rev. Victor Adams who introduced
Rev. Wayne Fevens as the Regional Minister for Region V (Lunenburg-Queens, Shelburne, Yarmouth
Associations and the Churches of Digby County).  Dr. Harry Gardner offered a prayer of thanksgiving and
dedication.

A Baptist Historical Committee presentation was given by Rev. Hazen Parent, Mrs. Pat Townsend and
Rev. Dan Green.  Rev. Hazen Parent thanked the assembly for the opportunity to make 3 presentations.  The
last Sunday in October should be set aside as Baptist Heritage Sunday.  Suggestions were presented about
how this could be included in our services:

• Have some of the older members share stories and anecdotes from days before.
• Collage of pictures and news articles.
• Create a skit for presentation in church; a portrait of history of the church.
• Music, important in worship; a special program as part of celebration.
• Contest among young people, write chorus about the history of the church.
• Puppet ministry to tell the story of the church.
• Prepare a SS lesson to share story of the church.
• Prepare a time capsule, to be opened at a later date, relevant to current ministry of the church. 

About a half dozen in the archives already.
• Have a parade of the children or a buggy ride. Bring together children in celebrations.
• Roll Call service, for the Sunday School or a teacher to honor their service or anyone who has

contributed to the life of the church.
• Service in the local cemetery to remember the pioneers of the faith of other days; highlight

someone in particular who was significant to the history.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Carl Price, that “each year one of the
four nominees presented by the Nominating Committee for the Board of Trustees of Acadia Divinity College be
made by that board.”   Motion carried.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Mr. Eldon Lawrence,  that Article VII of the
Constitution of The Convention be changed to read as follows:

"The Convention shall meet annually in Assembly, at a time and location as recommended by
The Council and agreed upon by The Convention Assembly. A special meeting of The
Convention may be called at any time by the President on requisition of The Council or a
majority of the constituted Boards or a majority of the Associations of The Convention.”

Motion carried unanimously. 

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Pastor Greg Doyle, that these words be
added to the beginning of Article III in respect to the Regulations Concerning the Ministry, Licenses for Lay
Ministry, Convention Lay License (Page A-19 of Convention 2001 Year Book):

"Before a candidate for a Convention Lay License appears before the Examining Council for
Ordination, he/she must meet the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education and be
recommended to appear before the Examining Council for Ordination." 

Motion carried unanimously.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Paul Berry, that Article IX, section 1,
subsection (i) of the Constitution of The Convention be changed to read as follows: "A Board of Directors of
Atlantic Baptist Men to consist of six members elected by the Convention Assembly, plus an additional two
members from each region to be appointed by the Board.” Motion carried unanimously.

A season of prayer was held.
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It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Mr. Gordon Peverill, that the Assembly in
2002 be held at Atlantic Baptist University.   Motion carried.

It was suggested by Merle Hansen that the members of the Convention Council be introduced to the
Assembly.

Pastor Brian Johnston closed the meeting in prayer.

Friday Evening
August 24, 2001

Participants from the Children’s Program presented a short musical program.

The joint evening worship with the Atlantic Baptist Youth Convention was opened with lively singing led
by the ABY Music Team under the leadership of Rev. John Ferguson.

Atlantic Baptist Youth President, Patrick Connor introduced the incoming ABY Executive.  He thanked
the Assembly for their vote to endorse the ministry of Rev. Bruce Fawcett, so that he may continue the work with
the Baptist youth of Atlantic Canada.

Rev. Bruce Fawcett presented an introduction to Tidal Impact 2002.  He defined what a mission tour
can be and explained the schedule that would be followed in conjunction with the ministry in local churches.  He
showed the growth of this ministry since its beginning in 1989 with 63 students to 850 students in 2000 for Tidal
Impact in Halifax.  From August 18 - 25, 2002 there will be a joint mission in the two cities of Moncton and Saint
John.  Youth can be sent to this at a cost of less than $100 each.

Jill Somers introduced the guest speaker, Bill Clem from Seattle, Washington of SonLife Ministries.   Mr.
Clem challenged those gathered to realize that there is a generation at risk that want to know God in a real way. 
He expressed that this is being stolen by 4 thieves: 

1. Radical individualism where everyone holds firm that they are entitled to their opinion.  Such
individual assertion steals our community and sense of oneness (John 17). 

2. Posture of a Victim Society.  If nobody takes responsibility then there cannot be forgiveness. 
The victim mentality steals our need to forgive one another.  

3. Pervasive media. This saturates our minds with what is contrary to God’s holiness.  It steals our
ability to be guarded against the unknown.  

4. Affluence.  We feed our appetites for more but are never satisfied.  Affluence steals our
contentment. He concluded with the video, “Stand Firm.”

The evening session closed with a concert of prayer led by Rev. Bruce Fawcett.

Dr. Harry Gardner led in prayer for youth ministry.  Rev. Bruce Fawcett led the youth out of the
assembly to the Manning Memorial Chapel to celebrate communion.

Saturday Morning
August 25, 2001

The morning worship was led by the Assembly Worship Team.
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Rev. Gordon Sutherland reminded us that we are without some of those who have laboured for the
kingdom.  A responsive reading was shared to remember, concluding with a prayer.  Dr. Barry Morrison led the
time of memorial with Mrs. Marla Berry and Pastor Mark Richardson leading in song.  Those who were
remembered were:

Each person was invited also to remember those whose names were not listed.  Dr. Morrison read from
Revelation.  The time of memorial was concluded as Pastor Mark Richardson led the assembly in the singing of
‘Forever Loved, Forever Blessed.’  Dr. Morrison pronounced the benediction.

Mrs. Shirley Pearce opened the morning business session in prayer and remembered the leaders of the
children’s program.

The action items from Friday afternoon were read by the Minute Recorder, Rev. Tom McGaw.   It was
MOVED by Rev. Morley Shaw and SECONDED by Rev. Dennis Leamont that the action items be accepted as
read.  Motion carried.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland expressed thanks to the Minute Recorders, Rev. Tom and Rev. Roxanne
McGaw, on behalf of the Assembly.  He recognized the work of Mr. Daryl MacKenzie for his preparation ahead
of time and the work that he does behind the scenes as the Convention Coordinator.  He also thanked him for
his fine work with the Power Point presentations.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Mr. George Powell, that in respect to the
Regulations Concerning the Ministry, Educational Standards for Ordination (Page A-22 of the 2001 Year Book),
the following be added:

“1. C. For those seeking to be ordained to Church Music Ministry the minimum standard
shall be the completion of an accredited undergraduate degree plus a minimum of 30
semester hours of general theological education at a school accredited by the
Association of Theological Schools and in consultation with the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education. The candidate must also show competence in Church Music,
normally by a minimum of 30 semester hours of post-baccalaureate education in
Church Music (or by some other means acceptable to the Board).”

Motion carried by 2/3 majority.

Dr. Gardner commented that as well as educational standards, the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education also considers the testimony and spiritual readiness of those who are entering ministry.

Dr. Harry Gardner presented the rationale for the next motion and the discussion that took place within
Area I and at last year’s Assembly.  A similar process of division has taken place in Area II.  He updated the
Assembly on the process.  All of the Associations within Area I have approved this new direction.  It was
MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Mr. Ken Milner, that Area I divide and that the two southern
Associations (Saint John-Kings and Southwestern) be served by the new Regional Minister. The new Regional
Minister will also have responsibilities at the Convention office in the area of Development. The three northern
Associations (Queens-Sunbury, York and Northwestern) will continue to be served by the current Area Minister
on a full time basis.   Motion carried.
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The following Notices of Motion were presented which will be discussed at the 2002 Assembly:

1. That Council makes the following notice of motion as an amendment in respect to the
Regulations Concerning the Ministry, “Acceptable Minimum Requirements of the
Educational Standards for Ordination” (Page A-19 of the 2001 Year Book) to be
discussed at the 2002 Assembly:
CURRENT

II. Acceptable Minimum Requirements

A. Under special circumstances, one of the
following lesser requirements for
ordination will be acceptable with the
approval of the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education (Credentials
Committee).

B. These special circumstances may
include one or more of the following:
inadequate educational preparation,
age, family circumstances and
qualifications for professional ministry. 
In some instances, the Board may
require the individual to write
professional and/or performance tests. 
On the basis of the individuals scoring
on these tests the Board may allow
individual candidates to proceed to
ordination after having fulfilled one of
the following.
Candidates 35 years of age or over are
expected to meet a minimum of two
years’ study at university level. 
However, the following options exist and
an appropriate option should be
selected and investigated in consultation
with the Board of Ministerial Standards
and Education.  Subsequently
candidates should contact the

Principal of Acadia Divinity College
(Wolfville, N.S. B0P 1X0) or the
President of Atlantic Baptist University
(P.O. Box 6004, Moncton, N.B. E1C
9L7) as appropriate.

1. Mature entry to the Master of
Divinity Programme is possible
where approved candidates for
ministry in the Convention are 35
years of age or over, and do not
hold a B.A. or its equivalent.  Such
candidates must complete one full
year of Arts subjects at the
university level, as directed by
Acadia Divinity College.  On
satisfactory completion of these
courses (minimum 2.0 or C) these
candidates may be admitted to the
M.Div. programme.

PROPOSED
II. Acceptable Minimum Requirements

A. Under special circumstances, one of the
following lesser requirements for ordination will
be acceptable with the approval of the Board of
Ministerial Standards and Education
(Credentials Committee).

B. These special circumstances may include one
or more of the following: inadequate educational
preparation, age, family circumstances and
qualifications for professional ministry.  The
Board may allow individual candidates to
proceed to ordination after having fulfilled one of
the following.

Candidates 35 years of age or over are
expected to meet a minimum of two years’ study
at university level.  However, the following
options exist and an appropriate option should
be selected and investigated in consultation
with the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education.  Subsequently candidates should
contact the

Principal of Acadia Divinity College (Wolfville,
NS B0P 1X0) or the President of Atlantic Baptist
University (PO Box 6004, Moncton, NB E1C
9L7) as appropriate.

[NOTE: This option has been eliminated because the
Mature MDiv no longer exists at ADC].

CURRENT PROPOSED
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2. Approved candidates for ministry in this
age range (or from age 30) may, on the
recommendation of the Board of
Ministerial Standards and Education,
be considered for entry to the Bachelor
of Theology Programme at Acadia
Divinity College, which requires one full
year of Arts courses plus two years of
theological study, all following Nova
Scotia grade 12 level.

[NOTE: See current number 5.]

3. Approved candidates for ministry of 35
years of age or over (but normally 40
years and over) may be admitted with the
approval of the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education to a two-year
non-graduating course at Acadia Divinity
College leading to an internal Certificate
of Ministerial Studies, but carrying no
formal academic credit.

1. Approved candidates for ministry who
are a minimum of 35 years of age at the
time of their first application to the Board
may, on the recommendation of the
Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education, be considered for entry into
the Bachelor of Theology Programme at
Acadia Divinity College, which requires
one full year of Arts courses plus two
years of theological study, all following
Nova Scotia grade 12 level. [NOTE: A
variety of educational standards exist for
Bible Colleges across North America.
Therefore the Board of Ministerial
Standards and

Education may deem a BTh or BRE
degree from a Bible College in good
standing with the American Association
of Bible Colleges that meets the
standards of the Acadia BTh degree an
appropriate qualification for ordination.
Candidates may be required to complete
up to one year of theological studies
(normally taken at Acadia Divinity
College), or up to one year of study in
Arts and Sciences (normally taken at
Atlantic Baptist University).  The Board
will evaluate each academic transcript on
its own merits and recommend the
manner in which any deficiencies be
made up.
The Board will require candidates to
complete a course in Baptist History and
Polity, with specific emphasis on
Canadian and Atlantic Baptist History
and Polity.]

2. Approved candidates for ministry of 55
years of age or older may be admitted
with the approval of the Board of
Ministerial Standards and Education to a
two-year non-graduating course at
Acadia Divinity College leading to an
internal Certificate of Ministerial Studies,
but carrying no formal academic credit.
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CURRENT

4. The completion, extramurally, of the
equivalent of two years’ study at
university level including 20 approved
subjects or their equivalents, is a
possibility for candidates in the age
bracket of #3 above.   It is a last option,
if the Board of Ministerial Standards
agrees and if one of the above options is
not possible.  This option may be fulfilled
at either Acadia Divinity College or
Atlantic Baptist University.

5. A variety of educational standards exist
for Bible Colleges across North America.
Therefore, a B.Th. or B.R.E. degree from
a Bible College in good standing with the
American Association of Bible Colleges
and at least one additional year of study
in Arts and Sciences (normally taken at
Atlantic Baptist University) or one year of
graduate studies in theology (normally
taken at Acadia Divinity College) may be
deemed an appropriate qualification for
ordination by the Board.  The Board will
evaluate each academic transcript on its
own merits and recommend the manner
in which any deficiencies be made up.
The Board will require candidates to
complete a course in Baptist History and
Polity, with specific emphasis on
Canadian and Atlantic Baptist History
and Polity.

6. Any exception to these requirements
may be considered only when the Board
regards such action as warranted and in
the best interest of our denominational
life.

PROPOSED

3. Approved candidates for ministry of 55
years of age or older who cannot
complete the Certificate of Ministerial
Studies at Acadia Divinity College should
reappear before the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education to have their
candidacy reviewed.

[NOTE: This section has been slightly reworded and
included as a note to the proposed number 1]

C. Any exception to these requirements may be
considered only when the Board regards such
action as warranted and in the best  interest
of our denominational life.

2. That Council makes the following notice of motion in respect to the Regulations Concerning
the Ministry, “Recognition of Prior Ordination” (Page A-23 of the 2001 Year Book), to add
at the end of Section II regarding those previously ordained by a body in fellowship with
the Baptist World Alliance the sentence “They shall also provide a statement of faith.”
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It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Rev. Moses Adekola, that all reports not adopted
be lifted from the table.   Motion carried.

It was MOVED by Dr. Harry Gardner and SECONDED by Pastor Dale Greer, that all remaining reports in
the Year Book and any reports that have been distributed be adopted.  Motion carried.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland introduced the update of the Racism Working Group. Dr. Lois Mitchell spoke on
what has been accomplished since Assembly 2000.  Circumstances prevented an earlier formation of the group,
but now it has been formed and will be meeting within the next month

Prayer was offered by Dr. Harry Gardner for Dr. Mitchell’s work as Interim, Part-Time Director of Social
Action.  She will continue to assist with the Social Action Working Group.

Dr. Gardner updated the Assembly on the work of the feasibility study committee considering the ministry
of the Board of Publication.  The Convention Council will be considering the report and any recommendations
presented from this study.  These will be brought before Assembly 2002.

Dr. Gardner introduced upcoming changes to the positions of Regional Coordinator for Canadian Baptist
Volunteers.  There was an evaluation of the structure.  It was recommended by CBV that the regional position
conclude with the completion of the term of Rev. Gail Whalen-Dunn in February 2002.

A report was read on behalf of the Halifax Hospital Chaplaincy Committee.  Following the resignation of Rev.
Doug Kellough, Rev. Gerald Burke continues to give leadership as chaplain, as well as summer assistance from
Pastor Elaine Walcott.   The committee continues to carry the burden of the financial responsibility and requested
support to help continue this important ministry.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland invited everyone to come and dialogue with  the Convention Council at the
meetings on Thursday evening which are open to the constituency.  The first meeting will be Thursday, September
20th. 

It was MOVED by Mrs. Gertrude Tynes and SECONDED by Miss Mary Trecartin, that permission be given
by the Assembly for the Convention Council to adopt the remaining minutes.
Motion carried.

Dr. Harry Gardner recognized Dianne Juckes who serves as chaplain at the New Brunswick Youth Centre.

Rev. Gordon Sutherland expressed thanks to Dr. Richard Thomas for his leadership within Convention over
the past three years.  He also thanked Mr. Mark Lloyd and the members of the Worship Team; Mr.Russell Dowe
as Coordinator for the ushers; Rev. Phil Locke and his scrutineers; Mr. Art Hiebert of Clarity Sound for his audio
work;, Mr. Mark Giberson as Parliamentarian and Dr. Harry Gardner for his direction throughout the business
sessions.

It was MOVED by Mrs. Kay Keddy and SECONDED by Mrs. Barb Huskins, that the 155th Convention
Assembly be adjourned.
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Saturday Morning
August 25, 2001
Assembly Service

Rev. Gordon Sutherland led the Assembly Service and opened the service with the call to worship and
prayer.

The assembly joined in singing  “O Worship the King”.

Special music, “How Deep the Father’s Love”, was presented by Rev. Derek Langille.

Dr. Harry Gardner led the Act of Installation for the President-Elect, Mr. Sterling Gosman.  Scripture,
Philippians 2:1 - 11, was read by Mrs. Ann Gosman.  Dr. Richard Thomas led the prayer of dedication for President-
Elect, Sterling Gosman.

Rev. Wayne McCarther presented a Bible to Mr. Gosman on behalf of the Canadian Bible Society.

The assembly joined in the singing of “The Power of Your Love.”

President Gordon Sutherland reminded the assembly that the offering would be used to help offset
expenses.

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REPORT OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CONVENTION OF ATLANTIC BAPTIST CHURCHES

At each Council session the Evangelism resolution adopted by Council in April 1997 is read to remind
us of the focus:

In light of the Great Commission, our Atlantic Baptist heritage, and the “Now Is The Time”
emphasis, we, the Council of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches (United Baptist
Convention of the Atlantic Provinces), resolve:
1. That the priority of evangelism be re-established in our mission.
2. That Council will assume responsibility for maintaining the priority of evangelism in all its

deliberations and decisions.
3. that all Commissions, Boards, and Agencies of our Convention shall plan and evaluate their

ministries in light of the priority of evangelism.

The following motions are presented to enable readers to understand the nature of the Council’s work in
the past year.  Council members have been faithful to their responsibilities in this past year under the able
leadership of the President, Mr. Sterling Gosman.  Only major action/motions of the Council are presented in
each case.  The first meeting of the Council of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches was held in
September 2001.

August 2001 Council Action / Motions:

• Assembly 2000 Notice of Motion Presented by Port Williams United Baptist Church re Article II (3):
Because this issue is a very sensitive matter a request was presented to the Council of the United
Baptist Convention of the Atlantic Provinces from the Port Williams United Baptist Church.  The request
states:
“In the light of Article II (3) of the Convention Constitution, (found on page B-14 of the 2000 Year Book),
we would hereby request that the Council of Convention provide a ‘participatory process’, with ample
opportunity for all sides to be heard by all the churches of Convention, to explore this issue of local
church autonomy as it relates to the sending of delegates to our yearly assemblies.”
It was moved, seconded and carried that Council accept the request of the Port Williams Church to
enter into a participatory process.  It was moved, seconded and carried that at the September 2001
Council meeting Council appoint a committee to prepare guidelines for a participatory process that will
facilitate the discussion of the issues raised by the Port Williams United Baptist Church and further
discussions of like nature.

• Acceptable Minimum Educational Requirements for Ordination:   It was moved, seconded and carried
that the proposed changes to the Acceptable Minimum Educational Requirements for Ordination as
presented by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education be presented to Assembly 2001 as a
notice of motion for discussion and action at the 2002 Assembly.

• Requirements for Recognition of Prior Ordination: The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education
presented to Council the following Notice of Motion to be presented to the 2001 Convention Assembly:
“That, in the Regulations Concerning the Ministry, Recognition of Prior Ordination (Page A-18 of the
2000 Year Book) for those ordained by a body within the Baptist World Alliance, the following phrase be
added at the end: “They shall also provide a statement of faith.”  It was moved, seconded and
carried that this notice of motion be presented on behalf of Council to the 2001 Assembly for discussion
and action at the 2002 Assembly.

• CBV Coordinator Position:   It was moved, seconded and carried that the Council concurs with the CBM
proposal to end this position after February 1, 2002.

• Designation of Surplus Convention Assembly Offering:   It was moved, seconded and carried that any
surplus from the 2001 Convention Assembly offering go toward the Assembly 2000 debt.
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September 2001 Council Action / Motions: Emphasis on Objective “To Evangelize”.

• Verbal and Written Updates from Agencies:   Verbal and written updates were presented by Canadian
Baptist Ministries, Atlantic Baptist University, Acadia Divinity College, Baptist Foundation, Atlantic
Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes, Inc., United Baptist Woman’s Missionary Union, Atlantic Baptist Men,
Atlantic Baptist Mission Board, Board of Publication, Board of Ministers’ Annuity Fund, Baptist
Bookroom and Racism Working Group.  Rev. Bruce Fawcett also spoke briefly and enthusiastically
about Tidal Impact 2002.

• President’s Vision Statement re Ministry to Pastors, Spouses and Family:   It was moved, seconded and
carried that Council endorse the vision in principle for resource/retreat/renewal centers for pastors and
their families.

• Presentations:   The following agencies/field staff met with the Council: Atlantic Section, Canadian
Baptist Ministries; Atlantic Baptist Mission Board and Area/Regional Ministers.

November 2001 Council Action / Motions: Emphasis on Objective “To Teach”.

• Verbal and Written Updates from Agencies:   Verbal and written updates were presented by Canadian
Baptist Ministries, Atlantic Baptist University, Acadia Divinity College, Baptist Foundation, Atlantic
Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes, Inc., United Baptist Woman’s Missionary Union, Atlantic Baptist Men,
Atlantic Baptist Youth, Atlantic Baptist Mission Board, Board of Publication, Budget-Finance Committee
and Board of Ministers’ Annuity Fund.  Rev. Bruce Fawcett gave a Power Point presentation on
Springforth.

• Motion from the Area I Committee re Rev. Harry Waugh and Area Minister Position:   The Area
Committee recommended to the Council that Rev. Harry Waugh be re-appointed to serve as an Area
Minister to the time of his retirement.  If Council accepts the recommendation his name would be
presented to the associations of Northwestern, York and Queens-Sunbury.  It was moved, seconded
and carried that the Council accept the recommendation of the Area I Committee in regard to Rev.
Harry Waugh’s re-appointment.

• Brief Updates presented:   Brief updates were presented on behalf of the Board of Standards
Committee on Marriage Failure in the Pastoral Family, Committee Formation re Participatory Process re
Port Williams Request, Racism Working Group, Pastoral Retreat/Resource/Renewal Centers
Committee, African United Baptist Association Search Committee and Legislation Changes for Name
Change to Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches.

• Proposal re “Equip”:   It was moved, seconded and carried that Council endorse the ministry proposal of
“Equip” and that the issue of seed money be referred to the Budget-Finance Committee to bring a
recommendation back to Council.  Dr. Ida Armstrong-Whitehouse and Ms. Mary Billard are appointed to
work with pastors Nancy Draper and Sandy Sutherland to determine how this program can be
integrated into the life and ministry of the Convention.

January 22, 2002 Council Conference Call Action / Motions:

• Recommendation of Search Committee for Regional Minister/Director of Development:   It was moved,
seconded and carried that the Council accept the recommendation of the Search Committee to appoint
Rev. Greg Jones as the Regional Minister (Region 6)/Director of Development.

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REPORT FOR YOUTH AND FAMILY MINISTRIES

Based on direction from Convention Assembly in August 2000, the Youth and Family Ministries department was
formed on September 1st 2001. The department continues the youth portion of the mandate of the former Christian
Training Commission. The family ministry portion of the department’s mission is new and is in the process of being
developed. The department is based in the Saint John office and employs two staff people: a Director, Rev. Bruce
Fawcett, and an Administrative Assistant, Mrs. Ann Hayward.

Springforth: In 1999 the annual Springforth youth conference was totally overhauled allow an increase in the
number of attendees and to sharpen its focus.  The event is now held at multiple sites in Moncton simultaneously.
By 2001 there had been an attendance increase of 45% (to 1450) and several hundred had to be turned away due
to lack of space. Throughout 2001 plans were developed to again boost the quality level of the event and to begin
consideration of next steps in the continued development of the conference.

Tidal Impact: Working groups have been formed in both Moncton (headed by Rev. Darrell Bustin and Rev. Darren
McHarg) and Saint John NB (headed by Rev. Rob Nylen and Rev. Dale Stairs) to host teams from across Canada,
the US, and Europe for Canada’s largest youth mission project.  The next Tidal Impact will take place August 18-25,
2002. This new model of basing the mission project in two cities simultaneously was developed in order to allow
more groups to attend. A guidebook, called Youth Mission Tours was co written by the director and Rev. Mike
McDonald, to assist leaders prepare for the event. Nearly 1000 copies have been circulated.

National Youthworkers Conference: The director serves as part of a six-member working group of Canadian
Baptist Ministries called the Canadian Baptist Youth Leadership Team. Among other initiatives, this group hosted
a national gathering of Baptist youthworkers in Kananasksis, Alberta in November. Approximately 160 people
attended this gathering and plans are in the works to host another event in Mont St. Anne, Quebec in October 2003.

Atlantic Baptist Youth: A youth executive of 10 people is elected annual by the youth to provide leadership to
select youth initiatives.  This executive meets 5 times annually in locations throughout Atlantic Canada.  In August
2001 the executive hosted “Youth Convention” which focused this time on preparing youth to stand strong for Christ
after graduating from school. Several hundred youth gathered in Wolfville NS for worship, teaching by Sonlife’s Bill
Clem, and workshops on this theme. This academic year, under the leadership of President Jillian Somers, the
Executive is assisting in the preparations for Tidal Impact 2002.

Youth Pastors Summit: The annual gathering of youth pastors for support, encouragement, and networking was
held at First Baptist Church in Charlottetown in September, hosted by Rev. Mike McDonald. 

Sonlife Strategy Seminar: The annual one-day seminar, a “boot camp” for new youth leaders, was held on the
campus of Atlantic Baptist University in October and was hosted by Rev. John Ferguson.

Acadia Divinity College: The director serves as an adjunct faculty member at Acadia Divinity College and oversees
the youth ministry courses that are offered within the Master of Divinity program. In the Fall of 2001 the director
taught a course entitled “Youth Ministry and Short-term Mission”. Future plans call for the development of an Acadia
Youth Ministry Institute (June 2-6, 2003) that will serve as the primary annual multi-day equipping initiative in the
region for those interested in acquiring and sharpening skills to minister to youth.

Family: In the late Fall of 2001 a working group was formed to assist the director develop and prioritise family
ministry initiatives in the region. Members of the working group are: Dr. Ida Armstrong-Whitehouse, Dr. Rob
Nickerson, Rev. Jodie LeBouthillier and Mrs. Beverly Powell. The first two meetings of this group will be held in the
winter of 2002.

Speaking: The director maintains a steady speaking schedule promoting healthy and vibrant ministry to youth and
families. This is done through serving associations and local churches at conference events as well as on Sunday
mornings, at camps, banquets, youth events, and other venues. 
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PUBLIC WITNESS AND SOCIAL CONCERNS UPDATE

With changes in the organization of the CABC, the Social Action Commission has been dissolved but I continue to
serve on a part-time basis (10 hours per week) in the area of Public Witness and Social Concern.  My role is to
provide leadership to the Convention in the area of a biblically-based and culturally sensitive approach to social and
moral issues.  I endeavor to challenge Convention pastors and churches to understand and respond to social and
moral issues in a positive and creative manner, reflecting both biblical principles and a methodology which is
consistent with the model provided in the life and ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ.

My ongoing objective is to assist pastors and their congregations in understanding the factual background
information behind significant political and legal interpretations and decisions.  I believe that it is only as we wrestle
with issues in context that we are able to discern the LordÆs leading for us on any particular issue.  Thus, I attempt
to:

* Research key social and moral issues and provide accurate and reliable information summaries to Pastors; 
* Stimulate dialogue and critical thinking concerning the role of the church as a change agent in a postmodern
society; and 
* Promote an understanding of the connection between ôevangelismö and public witness and model an approach
to ministry which reflects the interdependence of these objectives.

The events of September 11/01 have perhaps heightened our awareness of the very thin veil which separates the
effects of sin on the physical and social world, and the spiritual battles in the heavenly realms.  These are exciting
and challenging days to be involved in church ministry.  As events in our society and around the world cause people
in our Atlantic Canadian communities to seek spiritual answers to lifeÆs challenges and paradoxes, my prayer is
that we will be equipped to provide an answer for the hope that we have, even in the midst of darkness and despair.

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REPORT OF THE ATLANTIC BAPTIST MISSION BOARD

The word “new” characterizes the dynamic changes that have taken place in the year 2001.  First, the Board
has a new name.  The Home Mission Board of the Convention became the Atlantic Baptist Mission Board at the
Annual Meeting of the Board in September 2001.  At that historic meeting, Dr Malcolm Beckett was officially
welcomed as the new Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission.  Also, the Board’s structure changed by expanding to
seven elected members along with the Area and Regional Ministers, the Director of Atlantic Baptist Mission, and
the Superintendent of Home Missions for the UBWMU.  The Board has a new expanded mandate to provide
leadership and the central guiding vision to the CABC in the areas of evangelism, church planting, ethnic
ministries and mission projects.  Another significant change was the revamping of the Discovery Program. 
These are some of the exciting new happenings that took place this past year.

The mission work in Happy Valley Goose Bay is proceeding under the leadership of  Lawrence and Melanie
Peck.  One of the crucial decisions of the Board is to find a permanent building which will enhance ministry
opportunities and  will demonstrate to the community that we are committed to a long term ministry.

Our partnership with the Union of French Baptist Churches was enriched through an annual grant to the work in
Richibucto with Rev. Michel Nadeau.  The French congregation shares the same Church building as the English
congregation which is an innovative approach to reaching the Francophone and Anglophone residents of that
community.

There are approximately 56 students enrolled in the Lay Pastor’s Training Program.  Several of these students
are currently serving in some of our Churches.  Their dedication and commitment to the course of study is very
commendable as they devote time and effort preparing themselves for bi-vocational ministry.

One of the important tasks of the Board is to administer Pastoral Ministry Grants.  In 2001, a total of 38
churches received grants amounting to $278,276.  

The Atlantic Baptist Mission Board is moving ahead with more changes planned in the days ahead keeping in
mind the mission and the mandate that God has given to us.  Each member of the Board and the staff are
committed to the task of evangelism and mission  and I want to thank them for their faithful and fruitful service.

PENSION FUND

The Canadian Baptist Ministries Pension and Insurance Committee has representation from Canadian
Baptist Ministries, the Baptist Union of Western Canada, the Baptist Convention of Ontario and Quebec,
the Union of French Baptist Churches of Canada and the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches. Rev.
Phil Locke, Daryl MacKenzie and Marie Vessey serve as representatives of CABC.

The Canadian Baptist Ministries Pension Plan is a Defined Benefit Contribution Plan, established for the
employees of churches and related agencies affiliated with Canadian Baptist Ministries. At the end of the
year, there were 1,691 members in the plan. The contribution rate is defined as 10% of total salary - 5%
paid by the member and a corresponding amount by the employer.

Members have the option of placing their pension funds in one of four investment strategies; the
Aggressive Fund, the Moderate Fund, the Balanced Fund or the Conservative Fund.

Market conditions weakened in the third quarter of 2001 and weakened even further after the Sept. 11
terrorist attacks. The Pension Fund rates of return were:

Aggressive Fund -6.00%
Moderate Fund  0.10%
Balanced Fund -3.04%
Conservative Fund  1.57%

The combined value of the four funds at December 31, 2001 was $97,399,885.34.

BASIC LIFE INSURANCE

All Members of the Canadian Baptist Ministries Pension Plan are automatically covered under the
insurance program administered by this Board. Premiums are billed to the members' employers. Members
who are covered under another group insurance program are not required to be part of this program.

The following basic insurance benefits are provided:

$25,000. Basic Life Insurance $8.50/month
$25,000. Accidental Death & Dismemberment  0.55/month
$10,000. Spousal & $4,000. Dependent's Life Insurance  2.06/month
Long-Term Disability Insurance  2.24 per $100. of Disability Income

OPTIONAL LIFE INSURANCE

The number of members and spouses in this plan as at December 31, 2001 was:  134 members insured
for $16,225,000. and 108 spouses insured for $8,750,000. Premiums for optional coverage are indicated
on page 3 of the 2002 Church Treasurer's Handbook and are paid by the member unless paid by the
employer as a taxable benefit.

MEDICAL/DENTAL PLAN

Atlantic Blue Cross Care is the carrier of our Medical/Dental Plan. The monthly rates at the time of writing
are as follows:
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Active - Single Coverage $ 67.12
Active - Family Coverage  166.18
Retired with Drug Coverage - Single Coverage  108.61
Retired with Drug Coverage - Family Coverage  218.40
Retired without Drug Coverage - Single    39.59
Retired without Drug Coverage - Family Coverage   79.17

This Plan is a pooling of premiums from which claims are paid. Our claims experience has been high and
premium increases reflect this performance. Members are encouraged to use the plan wisely so that a
reasonable claims experience can be maintained.

RETIREMENT SEMINAR

The Board recognizes the need for members and their spouses to receive information relating to retirement
planning and to that end hosts an annual Financial Planning Seminar in May. All members of the CBM
Pension Plan are encouraged to take advantage of this learning opportunity.

SUPPLEMENT FUND

This Board also administers the Supplement Fund which provides supplemental benefits for retired pastors
or their widow/widower as well as disabled pastors. Through grants received from the Baptist Foundation,
the Board also administers rent subsidization for retired pastors who reside in apartments/houses owned
and operated by the Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens' Homes Inc. Assistance, as well, is provided to those
churches and individuals who are unable to cover the costs, in whole or in part, for the various insurances
and medical/dental plans as outlined above.

In the year 2001, $2,537,375. was received for the United in Mission Fund. This represents an increase of
$90,108. over the year 2000, which is very encouraging and our Committee thanks all churches that
contributed to our UiM fund.

However, we fell $249,575. short of our 2001 budget which was $2,786,950. We actually raised 91.1% of
our budget.

The Convention has not had a Director of Development since April, 2001. Because of this, the Committee
agreed to identify the top 50 contributing churches to the UiM fund and say thank you to them, as well as to
solicit their continued solid support. This will be done through presentations to the leadership groups of
these churches by Senior Convention staff, Area and Regional Ministers and members of our Committee.

Our Committee intends to work closely with the new Director of Development to assist in the promotion of
the United in Mission Fund.

The Convention budget for 2002 is $2,852,100., a 12.4% increase over 2001 actual. Our Committee asks
all our churches to promote the work that we do together as a Convention. We pray that in December 2002
we will be able to distribute 100% of all budget allocations, rather than 91.1% as in 2001.

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REPORT OF THE BAPTIST BOOKROOM COMMITTEE

The year 2001 has presented many challenges, opportunities and blessings. The Committee conducted
a planning session in early spring to review the vision, mission and mandate of the Bookroom and
establish action items to achieve them.

The Vision is; To bring glory to God by making disciples of Jesus Christ and by demonstrating
His love to a hurting world in the power of the Holy Spirit.

The Mission; To provide Christ-centred resources for salvation and spiritual growth.

The Mandate; Market Christ-centred resources in a profitable manner.

First quarter sales grew 27% over the same period in 2000. The new store location helped to achieve
the increase. The size of the new store was not sufficient for the size of the Bookroom’s business. The
Committee recommended to Convention Council that an additional 1000 sq ft be added and Council
agreed. The expansion was completed September 11, 2001. That day also brought tragedy in the USA.
That event has impacted the whole world - even the Bookroom. Within a week the EMO team was called to
the Bookroom when one of our employees discovered a white powder inside a roll of coins. This caused
considerable stress until the results were reported two weeks later. Sales during the Fall and Christmas
season were lower than the previous year as people grappled with fear and uncertainly.

Give thanks that God is in control. Total sales for 2001 were $756,445 compared to 2000 sales of
$715,507. This is a significant amount of Christian material put into circulation and use in Atlantic Canada.
$12,002 in profit was generated. Equity was $168,772. Convention funding as of December 31, 2001 was
$79,945, compared to $124,467 at December 31, 2000.

Thank you for allowing us to serve in the work together to bring glory to God by helping to make
disciples of Jesus Christ and show His love to a hurting world.

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF MINISTERIAL STANDARDS AND EDUCATION

The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education held regular meetings May 14-16, 2001 at Atlantic Baptist
University, Moncton, NB and October 2-4, 2001 at Acadia University, Wolfville, NS. A special meeting was held February
16-17, 2001 primarily to discuss Board policy. 

The following Sub-Committees of the Board have been put in place this year: ÎCommittee re the Internship
Process; ÏCommittee to Develop a Policy re Pastors in Ministry Whose Marriages Fail (where there is no adultery);
ÐCommittee to Develop Better Screening Guidelines for Meeting with the Board; and ÑCommittee to Revise the Moral
Standards Document (including the development of a Code of Ministerial Ethics and a policy re Professional Misconduct).  

Over the past two years a Committee of the Board has revised the application for non-ordained applicants and
developed four new applications: one for the exit interview for non-ordained applicants and three for ordained applicants:
Îcoming from within the BWA Ï coming from outside the BWA and Ðthose ordained in the Convention who went to
another denomination and are seeking re-accreditation. A policy is being worked on re licensing and relationship of the
Board to the Lay Pastors Training Program (which is administered by the Atlantic Baptist Mission Board). An attempt is
being made to develop a common licensing procedure for all Associations to facilitate the transfer of licensees between
Associations. A concern regarding pastors who have repeatedly failed in ministry has been referred to the Council of
Convention. A motion passed at the February meeting recommending revisions to the Educational Standards of the
Convention was given as a notice of motion in 2001 and will be voted on at Assembly 2002.

The primary work of the Board is to interview men and women as potential candidates for ministry. Twenty
people were interviewed in May and nineteen in October. Theology students are normally interviewed in their first and
final year of study. Ordained applicants may be interviewed once or more, depending on their previous ministry experience
and educational preparation. Sub-committees are often appointed to meet with individuals receiving a difficult decision.
Often the Committee will do further investigation and follow-up with the individual. Sub-committees are also appointed to
deal with issues of moral failure which arise from time to time.

The work of the Board is sometimes challenging but most often rewarding as we see candidates proceeding to
ordination and positive ministry. We ask for your prayer support as keepers of the standards of the Convention and the
credentials of pastors on behalf of Convention churches.

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REPORT OF THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE

The Nominating Committee of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches met at the Baptist Convention Office,
1655 Manawagonish Road, Saint John, N.B. on November 14, 2001.  Those present were: Mr. Sterling Gosman, President
(Acting Chair); Dr. Harry Gardner, Executive Minister; Mr. Floyd Saunders, Rev. Gordon James, Rev. John Dunnett, Rev.
Roger Graham, Dr. Lois Mitchell, Mr. John Tufts, Rev. Victor Adams, Rev. Brian Wheaton, Rev. Philip Locke, Rev. Harold
Bentley, Rev. Terry Branscombe, Mr. Glen Gosbee, Rev. Tim McFarland, Rev. Frank Locke, Rev. Kevin Smith, Rev. John
Hannem, Rev. Harold Sparkes, Rev. Moses Adekola, Ms. Carol Bethune, Mr. Rupert Tingley, Ms. Lillian MacLean, Mrs.
Susan Baxter, Ms. Iona Crawley and Mrs. Doreen Paris.

Mr. Sterling Gosman, Acting Chair (President), welcomed the committee members to the meeting noting that this
is one of the most important committees of the Convention and it is all about Jesus.   Mr. Gosman led the devotional period
and read verses from I Chronicles 4.  The President closed the devotional period with prayer.

Mr. Sterling Gosman asked Dr. Harry Gardner, Executive Minister to express regrets which were received from
Rev. Gordon Sutherland (Past President), Dr. Malcolm Card (Vice-President), Mr. Etheren Goreham, Rev. Cecil Symes, Mr.
Clayton Harpell, Mr. Gordon MacLeod and Mr. Kerry Hutchings. 

The Executive Minister welcomed the members to the meeting and guided the committee members through the
process.  Dr. Harry Gardner, Executive Minister, was asked to note the composition of the committee as follows:

All Association Moderators who are in office at the time of each annual Convention, to serve until the
following Convention (or their representatives); and six additional members selected by the President to
correct any clergy-laity imbalance, as well as to provide for representation by the ladies and young
people.  The Immediate Past President, or Vice-President as an alternate, is to be the Chairman of the
Nominating Committee, and the Executive Minister is to be an ex officio member.

The Executive Minister, Dr. Harry Gardner, read the rules and guidelines for the Nominating Committee from the
1985 Convention Minute.  The Guidelines were provided in written form to the committee members.   Attention was
given to the guidelines as the committee proceeded with nominations stressing that members should take
into consideration when making nominations geographical area, ethnic diversity and gender balance.

It was moved (M.Adekola/P.Locke) that in the event of insufficient nominations for a particular office that the
Council or Officers be empowered to present additional names.  Carried.  The letter to the nominee includes the date a
response should be received and that if a response is not received by that date it will be assumed they are unable to accept
the nomination.

There were no nominations from Moderators in absentia, therefore it was not necessary to request a motion to
deal with this.

It was moved (J.Hannem/K.Smith) that nominations received from members at large not be given precedence. 
Carried.

The Executive Minister reviewed the balloting process and asked for two ballot takers.  Floyd Saunders and
Doreen Paris volunteered to be ballot takers.  It was agreed that these two people be the ballot takers.

A letter was received from Rev. Hazen Parent, Chairman, Baptist Historical Committee recommending the name
of Rev. Hugh McNally to fill one of the positions vacated in the Baptist Historical Committee in 2002 to serve a three year
term.    It was agreed that the Nominating Committee will present Mr. McNally’s name as a nomination.

The Executive Minister read a letter received from Steven Campbell, Executive Director of the Atlantic Baptist
Senior Citizens’ Homes, Inc. reminding the Nominating Committee members that their by-laws require a representative on
their Board who lives in each community in which they manage a facility.  The letter also suggested a possible nominee from
the Saint John area.  It was agreed to receive the letter and the Nominating Committee members will keep the letter and
names in mind during the nomination process for that Board.
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The Executive Minister read a letter received from Mr. Ron Johnson regarding the 2001 Nominating Committee
Report concerning the Board of Directors, Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes, Inc.  His letter will be taken into
consideration during the nomination process for that Board.  Agencies and individuals should be encouraged to write letters
to the Moderator of the Association and not directly to the Nominating Committee.  This would strengthen the process.

The Executive Minister read an e-mail that had been received on behalf of the Board of Trustees, Acadia Divinity
College requesting nominations with expertise in the areas of finances, business, education and legal matters.  The Board
would also request the clergy be limited to 25% of the membership.

Regarding the process of when the Nominating Committee report is presented question was raised as to whether
names could be listed alphabetically.  Also, if there is need for a second ballot during assembly, it is strongly encouraged that
names be listed in alphabetical order.

During the time of introduction for nominations it was agreed that no more than one minute be given to speak on
each nomination.

The Executive Minister reviewed the nominating process.  A few minutes will be taken to go through the needs. 
Each Board and Committee will be looked at in terms of geographical, gender and lay representation.

The process will be that the President will ask for nominations, committee members will raise their hands if they
have a nomination, they will be asked to tell a bit about the nominee.  Several extra names will be required for each Board
and Committee.  The President will ask for further nominations (three times) and then declare nominations closed.

One person should not be serving on any more than one Board.  If a person is serving on a Committee, their name
could be nominated to serve on a Board.

Names for the various positions were provided according to the agreed upon process.  The Committee was
dismissed in prayer.

The events of September 11, 2001 have changed our world.  The two massive Towers of economic symbolism lie
in dust in New York, leaving horrible sadness in hundreds of homes in a great nation, and throughout the world.  However,
it has been pointed out that within a few blocks of Ground Zero, both Trinity Church and St. Paul’s Church still stand
practically unscathed.  The Church of Christ stands unmoved amidst the rubble of crumbled “securities”.  With this thought
in mind, the Baptist Historical Committee endeavors to collect, protect and preserve the history of our Baptist churches
and denomination.  Our faith is founded upon the “Rock of Ages”, and can never fall.

We are excited by the number of churches that this year have committed their church records to the archives for
preservation in our Baptist Historical Collection in the Vaughan Library at Acadia University.  We have received a quantity
of materials that we feared had been lost over the years, but have been discovered in some unknown attic or other
unexpected place.  These have helped fill some gaps in our long and exciting history.   We also wish to receive the records
of our “built heritage”, such as church buildings, parsonages, cemeteries and the like. 

A good number of our churches last year observed the last Sunday in October as Baptist Heritage Sunday.  We
encourage our people to do the same this year on October 27, 2002 as we celebrate the rich spiritual heritage upon which
our current labours for Christ are built.
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Our committee is willing to arrange a “workshop” at the request of any Baptist Association, or group of churches,
in order to share information on the value and preservation of materials.  Let us know if we can help.

We continue to receive the untiring contribution of the University Archivist, Mrs. Pat Townsend, and the library
staff.  We specially wish to acknowledge the volunteer labours of Mrs. Isobel Horton, who has worked without pay for
many, many years in our Baptist Collection.  It is estimated that she has given 1,800 hours, the payment for which would
have reached at least $400,000.  Words seem so inadequate, but we sincerely wish to express our loving thanks to her for
her continuing service.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF ATLANTIC BAPTIST MEN

Alexander Mitserlisch once wrote, “Society has torn the soul of the male, and into this tear the demons have fled – demons
of insecurity, selfishness, and despair.  Consequently, men do not know who they are as men.  Rather they define
themselves by what they do, who they know, or by what they own.”

Baptist churches throughout Atlantic Canada are setting their sights on reaching men for Christ.  They’re
recognizing the needs of unchurched men as well as Christian men in their community and are determining to make a
positive difference in the lives of men and their families.  Studies and surveys conducted by Atlantic Baptist Men over the
last two years identified needs among the men of Atlantic Canada in order to help churches, Pastors, and Men’s Ministry
Leaders address the concerns that face the men of today:  the need for understanding, the need for relationship, the need
for help in parenting, the need for practical solutions to the challenging problems of each day, the need to know God, the
need for self-acceptance, the need for guidance and support in the areas of marriage and family relationships, job stress,
sexual matters, and accountability.

In 2001 the Board of Directors of Atlantic Baptist Men actively encouraged and promoted local and regional efforts
to help men grow in Christ and serve Him in the home, church, community and world.  No fewer than 400 men attended
regional and association men’s retreats and men’s gatherings in 2001 throughout the four Atlantic Provinces at picturesque
settings like Green Hill Lake, Kingswood, Wildwood, Tulakadik, Peniel, Jordan, Tatamagouche and Segunakadak Camps. 
Leaders from across our constituency addressed areas of practical and spiritual significance for our men.  Rick Hayden led
the men of Fredericton/Oromocto/Southwest Region of N.B., looking at the theme of “Answering the Call.”  The men of
Annapolis Valley – Kings were addressed by Jaan Ranne on the topic  of “Producing Fruit in our Lives.”   Blair Holden spoke
at the Wildwood Men’s Retreat on the theme  “A Passion for Christ.”   Wayne Fevens addressed the Yarmouth Area Men
in terms of “Spiritual Maturity.”   Paul Leger spoke of “Great Expectations” to the gathering of men of Shelburne
Association.   Pierre Chaisson spoke on the theme “Standing by Grace” to the men of P.E.I.

How many more participated regularly in local church men’s ministries?  We’re still discovering that!
Atlantic Baptist Men’s Pre-Convention Men’s Gathering was hosted in August, 2001, by New Minas Baptist

Church.  Gordon Poley challenged the men of our Convention as he spoke of “Tackling the God-Sized Task.”  Gary Nelson
(CBM) brought words of challenge to help the men face their responsibility to convey the Gospel to today’s world.  A
Concert of Praise entitled “Men of Faith, Rise Up and Sing” involved male soloists and choirs from the various Regions of
Nova Scotia and the African Association.

In the late Fall of 2001 several of our Atlantic Baptist Men joined men of many denominations as participants in the
Promise Keepers “Draw The Line” National Conference held in Dartmouth.

The Board continued to develop its network of Regional and Association Men’s Ministry liaisons (NetMen)
throughout the Convention, with the hope of providing more effective support and promotion of local men’s ministry
events and initiatives.   It is continuing to work on the production of Men’s Ministry Resources to be made available to all
our Convention Churches.
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At the 2001 Annual Assembly of Convention, delegates voted to change the structure of the former 21-member
Board of Baptist Men to the Board of Directors of Atlantic Baptist Men, consisting of 6 members elected by Convention and
2 additional members from each Region of Convention appointed by the Board.  This arrangement will come into effect in
August of 2002 and help to ensure regional representation and networking throughout the constituency, to the end that we
will be “Enabling the Church” to reach our world for Christ.

REPORT OF THE ATLANTIC BAPTIST SENIOR CITIZENS’ HOMES INC.

The recent report of the 2001 census would indicate we are in the right business for this century.  As the general
population ages, demand will continue to escalate for quality housing and service options throughout Atlantic Canada.  The
Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes Inc  served the housing and/or care needs of hundreds of Atlantic Canadians during
the Year 2001.

The PEI Atlantic Baptist Home has required a significant amount of our attention in the past year as we responded to the
opportunity to provide care for additional residents in our Home.  The Sunset Lodge, operated by the Salvation Army,
announced in the spring of 2001 it would be closing.  Our PEI Home was offered additional beds and we were successful in
negotiating with the Department of Health to expand our Home to 100 beds, an increase of nearly 50%.  Timelines were
extremely tight but we were successful in constructing these additional beds and opening them in February 2002.  This
whole process was particularly stressful for all those associated with our PEI Home – the management and staff of this
home are commended for their extra effort and diligence in this endeavor. 

The strategic plan of the Kenneth E. Spencer Memorial Home continues to be implemented. Teams are pursuing the goals
and objectives in the areas of leadership, human resources and resident care, with representatives from board,
management and staff.  As these teams have met over the past number of months we have experienced improvements in
communication, resident care and other work life issues.  One of the greatest concerns of Spencer Home has been staffing
standards.  At the time of writing this report, word from the provincial budget indicates some relief in this area in the
upcoming year.  We await more specific information from the Department of Family and Community Services. 

The Kenneth E. Spencer Memorial Home, PEI Atlantic Baptist Home and Villa Chaleur have each attained accreditation
status with the Canadian Council of Health Services Accreditation. In May 2003, all three facilities will be surveyed at the
same time.  This will be a new experience for all of us but one that we expect will simplify the process and avoid duplication
of resources.

The Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes Inc is also pleased to announce the construction of an apartment complex in
Hillsborough, New Brunswick.  Barring any unforeseen circumstances, it is expected these 27 apartments will be available
for occupancy by late fall, 2002. The persistent efforts of Rev. Dean MacDonald and his local committee are recognized in
bringing this project to reality. 

We continue to monitor the need to expand our services in communities throughout Atlantic Canada, also enhancements
to our own facilities. The demand for additional apartments in Windsor, Nova Scotia is a reality and an issue we are
pursuing.  The availability of land to expand the Gladys M. Manning Retirement Community allows us to respond to such
needs. The continued interest and support of Sheldon & Marjorie Fountain in our Windsor facility is greatly appreciated. In
April 2002 the Board was delighted to sponsor an evening of celebration to honor Mr. and Mrs. Fountain for their ongoing
support and commitment to our facility in Windsor. 

Our other facilities - Church Court, Central Court, Granite Court, Hillcrest Village, Villa Chaleur and Bayview Village – have
each experienced another successful year of operation.  The unionization of the employees at Villa Chaleur has presented
numerous challenges, all of which, we trust, will be resolved over time.

The year 2001 has been another active and eventful year with new challenges for future direction arising from the growth
of the past few years, as well as from the continuation of  research for expanded areas of service to support more effective
Baptist ministry in Atlantic Canada.

In 2001 we were saddened by the death of a friend and Board member, Gordon Manning, who had been associated with
The Foundation and Convention organizations for many years.  We appreciated, and will miss, his friendship, his
enthusiasm, and his genuine interest in people.

The confidence shown in the strength, stability, and competitive ‘Deposit Savings Plan’ of The Foundation attracted many
new depositors during the year, which contributed to The Foundation’s largest annual increase in the Plan to date.

This growth enabled The Foundation to assist Convention churches and agencies with over $1.5 million in financing for
renovations, new construction, and other worthwhile purposes. While loans are usually amortized up to a fifteen year
period, a customized amortization period may be  arranged to meet special needs.

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF PUBLICATION

At our annual meeting in February, the members of the Board of Publication of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches
expressed their satisfaction with operation of the magazine over the past 12 months.

Reader reaction to the various features has been very positive over  the past year. Approximately 300 complimentary
copies of the magazine are regularly sent to various congregations throughout the convention.

A new one-year contract with Gaspereau Press for design, editing, office support, printing and bookkeeping services was
approved at a slightly increased cost. The last increase for most of these services was five years ago.

The magazine's revenues were down slightly over 2000 at $99,867, but we ended up the year with a positive bank balance.
Expenses are well controlled and adequate revenue was generated. Subscription revenue was down by $2,000 largely due
to an aging readership. This is a perennial problem.

As chair of the Board of Publication, I am grateful to the good Lord for all the dedicated board members we have currently
serving.  Lorraine Fenwick, in particular, contributes her financial
supervision, takes minutes as secretary and has denominational history that adds a great deal. Rev. Peter Metcalfe is now
assisting as Vice-Chair. We currently have two temporary board members serving and hope that these positions will be
filled on a more regular basis come August.

Sometime in the coming year the Board of Publication anticipates sitting down with Convention representatives to
thoroughly discuss the recommendations from the Feasibility Study Committee. We have a number of related questions
regarding our role.

We believe that the oldest Baptist publication in this country is operating on a creative, stable basis offering insight to the
faithful. Occasionally the writing stirs up some thought provoking responses and, by this, we believe that we are fulfilling our
mandate. In a denomination and convention that embraces others and is constantly renewing itself, the official publication of
the Atlantic Baptists would be viewed as moribund if it only reflected a single perspective.

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REPORT OF ATLANTIC BAPTIST UNIVERSITY

The year 2001 was one of change, new beginnings, and important “first time” events at Atlantic Baptist University.

On January 1, 2001 Dr. Brian MacArthur assumed full responsibility as President but served part-time with the University
and part-time with the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches until April 30, 2001. His official installation was included as
part of the Convocation program on Saturday, April 28, 2001, and an Inaugural Celebration was held on Thursday, October
18, 2001 to allow for customs normally associated with such an event.

Dr. Ralph Richardson was honored for his fifteen years of service as President of the University at a Recognition Dinner
held on Friday, April 27, 2001. Close to 400 people attended to show appreciation. Following video and personal tributes, a
presentation was made by Rupert Tingley, Chair, on behalf of the Board and the University’s supporting constituency. Dr.
Richardson was formally installed as the first Chancellor of the University on Saturday, April 28, 2001, during Convocation,
and continues to teach part-time and assist with development work.

In January 2001 a new and innovative adult degree completion program was initiated as the Adult Learner Professional
Study program (ALPS). Designed for students who have the equivalent of two years of university education and who are
employed full-time, the program offers weeknight classes year round for two years and leads to a Bachelor of Arts in
Organizational Management. The first cohort began with 10 students and throughout the year two additional cohorts were
added, bringing overall enrollment to 33.

At Convocation 2001 the University was pleased to award degrees to almost 60 students, including the Bachelor of
Education degree to the first three students to complete the program at ABU. It is anticipated that from 35-40 students will
be graduating from this program every year.

On July 6, 2001, ABU hosted an important signing ceremony, that of a partnership agreement with Regent’s Park College of
the University of Oxford in England. Dr. Paul Fiddes, Principal at Regents’s, visited ABU for the signing. The agreement
provides for up to 30 ABU or other Canadian students to be registered as associate students at Regent’s Park. This
arrangement allows access to the study facilities Oxford offers. The courses taken in England are ABU courses, but a
student’s transcript will record that the courses were taken in England while an Associate Student at Regent’s. This unique
arrangement (ABU holds exclusive rights with Regent’s Park College for all of Canada) allows students, for example, to
study Shakespeare in the land of his birth, and to experience an added dimension in study by visiting playhouses and famous
historic sites.

In September 2001 ABU welcomed the largest number of new and returning students in its history, 474 full-time equivalent
students, an almost 25% growth rate over the two-term average of the previous academic year. 

The first Harrison McCain Scholarship to be granted through ABU was awarded in the fall of 2001 to an entering ABU
student as selected by the Foundation itself. The Scholarship has a value of $13,500 over a four-year period.

In July 2001, Dr. Seth Crowell became Vice-President for Academic Affairs by appointment of the Board. The Board also
appointed two new faculty members who joined the University in August 2001. Zhan Yang was appointed Assistant
Professor of Biology and became Dr. Zhan Yang in November 2001, having successfully defended her Ph.D. thesis at
Napier University in Scotland. Dr. Yang was born and raised in mainland China and became a Christian while studying in
Scotland. Mr. Robert MacDonald was appointed Assistant Professor of Business Administration and holds degrees from
Dalhousie University and from Saint Mary’s University where he also lectured. As well the University appointed Mr. Dale G.
Somers as Director of Financial Services late in the year, to take effect January 1, 2002. Mr. Craig Prosser, who had served
the University for 14 years in the Finance office, accepted a new position at an educational institution in Toronto. Mr.
Somers has worked for 28 years with the Modern Group in Moncton, most recently as Vice-President of Finance and
Administration.
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Space does not allow for all the noteworthy achievements of faculty and staff, nor do a few words of appreciation equal the
gratitude deserved by this dedicated group. Without their committed efforts, ABU would not exist.

Atlantic Baptist University continues to depend upon the prayers, the students, and the support provided by the Churches
of our Convention. Your faithfulness in these many ways empowers ABU to fulfill a mission of providing “quality university
education firmly rooted in the Christian faith.”

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REPORT OF ACADIA DIVINITY COLLEGE

Acadia Divinity College is the seminary operated by, and responsible to, the Atlantic Baptist Convention serving with the
Canadian Baptist Ministries.  It is on the campus of, and affiliated with, Acadia University in Wolfville, Nova Scotia.  The faculty
constitute the Faculty of Theology of Acadia University and the College is part of the wider University community.

The College exists for the express purpose of educating, forming and developing men and women for roles as pastors, Christian
education directors, missionaries and chaplains, who are located in various settings including hospitals, military chaplaincies, and
prisons, and especially in the Baptist denomination.

There is much good news to report from Acadia Divinity College this year.  Enrolment figures this year are the best we have
had in the last sixteen years. We already have a number of applicants for the fall of this year and we are thankful to God for this
new surge of interest in theological education, as it bodes well for the future of our churches.  We are still able to keep costs
down and our tuition fees represent some of the lowest in theological education in Canada, while still maintaining quality
theological education.  Goals for enrolment were exceeded in this past year and we give God praise for this increase.  Acadia
Divinity College is grateful for the continued faithfulness and generosity of our churches, both in sending students to us, and in
caring for the financial needs of the College.

We are pleased to announce that Dr. Craig A. Evans has been appointed as the Distinguished Professor of Biblical Studies,
effective July 1, 2002. Dr. Evans brings his outstanding qualifications both as a teacher and as a well-published scholar in his field.
He is one of the leading New Testament scholars in North America.  He has published more than forty books on the New
Testament and just over three hundred articles and essays on biblical themes.  He is also a noted Jesus scholar and has published
significantly in the area of the Dead Sea Scrolls and is the chief editor of the Bulletin for Biblical Research. 

As some of you are aware, this has been a year for transition at Acadia Divinity College. Dr. Allison Trites, who has held the
position of Distinguished Professor of Biblical Studies and has served with distinction over his long career with the College,
concluded his ministry among us on June 30th of this year.

Dr. Timothy Ashley, Associate Dean, will return to a full time teaching role and has stepped down as Associate Dean.  His
outstanding service to the College in this role for more than ten years is acknowledged with appreciation.  Dr. Robert (Bob)
Wilson has been appointed  Associate Dean, effective July 1, 2002. 

A search is underway for the Professor of Pastoral Care and Counselling,  This position was held previously by Dr. Dennis
Veinotte, who retired from the College last year.  We are currently seeking to fill the void that will come this summer as Rev.
Delbert Bannister completes his time with us.  He has made a very positive impact on the College and we wish to acknowledge
his excellent work in recruitment and development on behalf of the College.  We ask for your prayers and guidance as we
conduct these searches.

On April 4th of this year, the annual Commissioning Service was held at the Wolfville Baptist Church .  At the dinner held
immediately prior to the service, Dr. Barry Morrison, Associate Professor of Worship and Homiletics, was installed as the John
Gladstone Professor of Homiletics and Worship.  Dr. Gladstone was in attendance and offered the installation prayer.  This
marked a significant day for the College. A total of $780,000 has already been given for this Chair and it is hoped that the goal
of $l.4 needed to now fully fund this Chair will be achieved.
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During this past year, the Board of Trustees announced the establishment of the Millard R. Cherry Chair in Systematic Theology.
This will be an endowed chair and already a significant amount has been pledged to the chair, but there is a considerable
distance to go to achieve the $l.4 million required to fully support the Chair.  Contributions toward this Chair are  welcome
and will significantly help to advance ministry preparation at Acadia Divinity College.

The Association of Theological Schools in Canada and the United States has noted that the future of theological education will
be with those schools who have established endowments that provide protection in times of economic uncertainty.  Faculty
chairs funded through endowment revenue will help to ensure that  theological education at ADC continues. Endowments also
assist the College in our student bursary program and this is significant in our recruitment program in enabling the College to
provide financial assistance to incoming students.

This fall “on line” courses will be available through the College.  Over a period of two to three years, a student will be able to
complete up to one third of a degree program on line.  Pastors are also invited to participate in this program in any areas of
interest being offered.  This opportunity has come largely as a result of the generous Lilly Foundation  Grant that Acadia Divinity
College received a year ago.  This funding allowed the College to install the various technological equipment that is enabling
us to fulfil this goal.

During the past year, the College has had serious difficulty with air quality involving the removal of mold and asbestos in parts
of our building.  The mandatory cleanup caused an unanticipated expense of close to $50,000.  Additional funds were also
required to begin to address the problem by changing the air filtering system and improving air quality in the chapel and Langley
classroom.  As these matters have placed considerable stress on our budget, your prayers and concern in this regard are
appreciated.

This year we were pleased to welcome Dr. Tony Pappas, Area Minister for the American Baptist Churches USA from
Massachusetts as the visiting lecturer for the Simpson Lectures.  The Hayward Lectures were led  this year by noted scholars
Dr. Richard Longenecker, Distinguished Professor of New Testament Studies at McMaster University; Dr. Kevin Quast, Dean
of North American Baptist College and our own Dr. Roy Wilson, Associate Professor of Systematic Theology.

Finally, the Board of Trustees will complete its current strategic planning process this fall. The Board is also committed to its
current Governance Policy Review and this together with a newly developed Policy Handbook will guide the work of the Board
in the years ahead. The annual Board Evaluation as well as the Principal’s mid-term evaluation have now been completed. This
is in keeping with our Accreditation requirements for the College.
 
On behalf of Acadia Divinity College, we express our appreciation to Acadia University and to the many churches and friends
in our Convention family, for your ongoing support and encouragement to theological education that will continue to strengthen
the churches of our denomination now and in the years ahead.  God bless you in your faithfulness to Christ and the work of
his Kingdom.

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REPORT OF CANADIAN BAPTIST MINISTRIES

       
CBM 2001 Annual Report

It is an exciting time at Canadian Baptist Ministries and it is with great pleasure that I write this annual
report to the Conventions, Unions and Women's organizations of our Federation. I am completing my
second year as General Secretary and it is with a sense of honour that I serve our Canadian Baptist
churches.

CBM is uniquely placed in this time to create a new synergy within our churches in conjunction with the
Conventions and Unions that we serve. Our "mission voice" brings credibility to the call for all churches
in the 21st Century to understand that their role in society has been drastically altered. We are called to
a new mission field here in Canada that we must take seriously. The "Start Local Go Global" material
has struck an initial chord and as it develops, we are seeing the results of actually resourcing local
congregations and supporting the Conventions and Unions.

  
Forging a New Relationship with the Conventions and Unions
       

It has been a joy to be involved in rebuilding trust and connection within our Unions, Conventions and
Women's organizations. Bridges of communication, support and mission are being repaired but the
challenge continues to be working together and moving away from the territorialism of geographical
regions so woven into the Canadian psyche. This will be obtained as we capture a vision for God's
Kingdom mission that is more expansive than our regional distinctives. We are encouraged because an
identity is emerging of a "missional" framework both nationally and internationally rather than simply an
associating framework.

Canada is the Story 
       

As General Secretary of CBM, I have had the privilege of traveling around Canada this last year and in
particular to be the plenary speaker at three of the Convention assemblies (BUWC, UEBFC, and
CABC.)  It was a wonderful time to discover our diversity and a synergy of vision that is emerging out of
the life of our local churches. The transition to the new way of being church in the 21st Century is not
always easy but our churches are responding and it has been powerful to discover what God is doing
through them. It is very much a grassroots movement and we are all just catching up to the movement
of the Spirit in the local church.

       
I have had the opportunity to visit with young creative leaders who are developing new models of being
the church and older established leaders who have ministered and stood the test of time. 
Denominations are most true to themselves when they reflect the life of the churches they represent.
When denominational assemblies mirror the make up and energy of their most alive and dynamic
churches in all that diversity, they are effective. When they don't, they simply reflect a life and a ministry
that is passing away.  We are getting there and God is leading the way.

CBM is developing a new strategy for Canada designed around multiple layers of involvement. Rev.
Cheryl Ann Beals has brought energy and warmth to the Canada Ministry Coordinator's role.  We have
worked together in strategic networking, resource development and spiritual retreats in an effort to
resource and cross pollinate our regions.

       
Cheryl Ann is developing a retreat program called Embracing the Vine that is designed to energize
pastoral leaders throughout Canada. 

       
The Communications Department is developing more resource material building on the new emphasis
of the last year. We continue to attempt to be more "church friendly" in what we produce.  Our video
ministry is evolving and they are already developing three-minute clips that can be used within services
and meetings.       
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International Ministries
       

A Canadian participant in the Kenyan Cmin program made a startling comment last summer. She has
been a participant in Canadian Baptist life for many years but she was surprised by the impact of this
educational initiative. "We are writing history and most of our churches don't even know it," she said.

       
I am continually surprised by how little some people know of CBM in our churches, We need to learn to
tell the story better because the significance of our mission work around the world continues. It is a story
of a mutually transforming influence between overseas partners and our network of churches
throughout Canada.

James Engel in his book Changing the Mind of Mission once said that the most crucial question a
mission organization can ask is "what would not be here if we did not exist?" The answer is found in the
lives of people influenced and in ministries developed around the world because of our partnerships
together- through Bithynia, our work in Indonesia, in Eastern Europe and other places globally. 

The landscape of missions is changing and CBM is seeking to be open to what God is doing through
His church. In Mitaboni, Kenya a group of Canadian teachers from Canadian Baptist churches met with
38 Kenyan public school teachers for resource and teacher development sponsored by the Africa
Brotherhood Church. This Diploma program in partnership with Carey Theological College has been
shaped by volunteers and funded by local churches. Southwest Community Church in Kamloops
continues its intentional involvement with the church in Guatemala. Altadore Baptist Church, Calgary
works in El Salvador. The Chinese Churches of Toronto and members of the Toronto Baptist
Association continue to send volunteers to Venezuela and China to work alongside CBM missionaries
Ivan and Victoria Ho and John and Karen Loh.  A team of volunteers from the Maritimes lead by David
and Florence Watt shared a ministry of encouragement and mission with the French Baptist Union in
France. These are only a few examples of how God is working.

It is a story of partnerships of all kinds. National church bodies around the world such as the the Union
of Evangelical Baptist Churches in Belgium, the Bolivian Baptist Union, the Sichuan China Christian
Council, the Baptist Union of Croatia, The Baptist Convention of Hong Kong, the Africa Brotherhood
Church in Kenya, the Convention of Baptist Churches of Indonesia and the Union of Baptist Churches in
Serbia, to name just a few.  

Appointments
       

During the last year, we made a prayerful commitment to recruitment and it is exciting to see a number
of people responding. We have created a variety of categories for future mission service Missionary,
National, Associate Missionary, Co-appointment, Short Term Mission Worker (more than one year) and
Volunteer. These new categories and a renewed missiological strategy have created a synergy which
doesn't simply place importance for recruitment on place but affirms people in whom we see particular
gifts and who sense a call to a specific mission that might be facilitated as part of the CBM mandate.
The differing configurations of partners and placements represent the new emerging mission world.
Listen to their stories  

  
Darlene Neily grew up in the Maritimes and attended our churches there. She has been a practicing nurse in
Vancouver for the last few years and is a member of West Point Grey Baptist Church. In August she left  to
serve for two years in partnership as a Short Term Missionary sponsored by CBM and in partnership with the
American Baptists in Thailand teaching ESL. 
  
Rev. Babu Rao, influenced by our long work in India is now working alongside David Sarma focusing on
Pastoral and Church Development in India Carolyn Johnson, from the Atlantic Provinces  has gone out as a
Canadian Baptist Volunteer to work alongside the Steepers in Albania. Brian and Lynda Malcolm have also
joined the Steepers and also serve as the The Sharing Way development coordinators  in Eastern Europe. 
They have completed previous terms of service with CBM in Bolvia and Kenya.  Most  recently Jean-David and
Jennifer Herman have joined our work in partnership with the Union of  Evangelical Churches inBelgium.
Jennifer is a Canadian and Jean-David traces his roots to Mauritius. They  met in Belgium when Jennifer was
there as a CBV'er. He will continue the church work at Liege while Patrick Deneut moves to a broader role of
influence in the Francophone world. 
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Recruitment a High Priority
       

A gracious seed gift of $250,000 for recruiting has enabled us to be aggressive in our search for
candidates willing to serve overseas to work alongside our partners. In the next 3-5 years with a number
of retirements taking place we felt we had a window of time in which the seed money would give us an
18 month cushion. We have set a goal of 5 appointments in this first year and 3-5 in the next year.

  
January 4-6, we held a supplementary Conference on Overseas Missions inviting 7 couples to join with
us in a discernment process. Those attending had expressed a deep interest in overseas missions over
the years and felt they were ready for the next step.

COM weekend was a wonderful time of input, story telling, prayer and worship. The response to the
weekend has been wonderful and we hope by May to be able to announce a number of appointments.
Along with the co-appointment of Stéphane Couture in Quebec with the UEBF, possible sites are
Indonesia, China, Bolivia and Eastern European.

  
The Interview Team that was set up last year has worked extremely well and we saw this particularly on
the COM weekend. It creates uniformity and a skilled, sensitive atmosphere so crucial in these times.
The more they meet the better they get at the interviewing process.  We are also using some extensive
testing through the Missionary Health Institute which we feel is both helpful to the candidates as well as
the interview process.

       
Our challenge will be the future and being open to the possibilities God presents.

CBM and L'Union D'Eglises Baptistes Françaises au Canada have begun a new intentional and intimate
partnership together. They have an exciting vision for church planting and leadership development. It is
owned by the leadership of the Union and their vision is exciting! We will work to help them recruit
church planters and broker new partnerships with international missions and denominational
organizations. To this end, we have co-appointed Stéphane Couture to continue work for the French
Union in church planting and strategy development.  He will also represent Canada nationally in the
church planting networks that are springing up. The money freed up from their budget will go directly
into church planting. We are all benefiting from this unique new way of working together. UEBFC are
looking for new church planters do you have any people that have a passion for the Francophone world
and want to serve Jesus Christ and his church in Quebec and New Brunswick?

       
John Keith- Diplomatic Liaison in Ottawa
John Keith has been working very quietly for CBM as our Diplomatic Liaison in Ottawa creating bridges
with Members of Parliament, Ambassadors and Embassies of countries in which we work.  This
position, funded part-time by a special donor, has created a much deeper international dialogue new
possibilities have opened up for mission and ministry (see the story on Joao Matawana below).

  
CBM held its October Board meetings in Ottawa and as part of that time, held a banquet in which Board
members and key leaders from our churches in Ottawa came together with members of parliament and
ambassadors. The Ambassadors of Indonesia, Bolivia, Kenya and the Honourable David Kilgour
Secretary of State for Africa and Latin America addressed the banquet.  In their retirement, John and
Virginia are a mustard seed of ministry for our network of churches proving that you can always grow
deeper into what God is calling you to be and do.

Joao Matwawana- Reconciliation Consultant
In his retirement, Joao has continued his concerns and ministry around the area of reconciliation and
forgiveness. We have named him CBM Reconciliation Consultant enabling him to act in a more official
capacity on behalf of Canadian Baptists overseas and in Canada. One such initiative emerged from
conversations around reconciliation in Central Africa sponsored by CBM and initiated by retired CBM
missionary Charlie Foster and others (see the item below). Angola and Democratic Republic of Congo
will be future possibilities for this emerging ministry.
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Lois Mitchell- Public Witness and Social Concerns Facilitator
We were pleased to announce that Dr. Lois Mitchell has been contracted to become the Public Witness
and Social Concerns Consultant for CBM. CBM has always had a strategic role in networking and
resourcing its regional partners across Canada. While the Evangelical Fellowship of Canada plays a
key role in providing advocacy in the political sector, there is a particular need for resources that touch
the people in the pew. The former Public Affairs Committee of CBM served faithfully in this capacity for
many years, but in a fast paced information age a quicker and more flexible response was required.
Lois will serve both as a resourcer and networker on a 5 hours per week basis complementing the 10
hours a week she already works for the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches. These resources will
be web based as well as hard copy.  Initially this is for a six-month period.

  
New Initiatives

At the time of writing this report there are a number of new initiatives taking shape. When you read this
report many of them will actually be taking place.

       
G.A.P.- Global Awareness Project
We have finally found a way! That is the best way to describe what has taken place. For years we have
been asked by our constituency to develop young adults through short-term mission initiatives. We have
struggled to find a way that supports the way we work with our overseas partners. 

  
With the gracious help of the Baptist Mission Society in Great Britain, we are developing a non-
residential, non-enrollment driven young adult discipleship program with a mission twist. Based on a
similar program in England it includes a one-month training program in Canada and then movement to
various overseas sites in teams of 4 for a six-month mission experience. At the end of the six months
the participants will return for a month of debriefing, discussion and deputation ministry in CBM
churches.

  
This program will be praxis-educationally based, experiential, ministry driven and committed to spiritual
and leadership development. The BMS people in Great Britain have been wonderful in sharing their
resources with us and this has allowed us to move much quicker. We have been meeting with key
people throughout the Conventions and Unions to keep people in the loop as this develops and also to
receive input. Each group has been helpful and we believe that in some cases more formal relationships
will take place in the future. This is a work in process and one that we are very excited about.

       
We believe this will also be a recruitment highway for us as well. All the studies on recruitment confirm
that a great percentage of long-term service missionaries had their lives and spirits shaped through a
significant short-term experience. Dr. Rob Patterson, home after 10 years in Kenya, will be the Director
along with Jennifer Marks-Gibb and they are busily putting together a pilot project for the first year.  12
participants will be involved.

Strategic Analysis
When I began as the General Secretary, it was suggested that we initiate a strategic analysis of the
organization for the purpose of creating an organizational system that would enable us to face the next
chapter of our life as a mission organization. In December, we invited Pat McGee a former board
member and the Moderator of Markham Baptist Church to serve as a management consultant, whose
job it would be to review the operation of the organization with a view to making recommendations
concerning an organizational redesign that would help staff implement vision and strategy.  Along with a
project team of staff members, we have been looking at each department, its function, issues,
frustrations, communication patterns and how it contributes to the purposes of the mission agency.
Especially, how does each department resource our Conventions and local churches to be missional
both locally and globally.

   
Project Team members are Rob Patterson, Carole Phillips, Nancy Edgett, Parkson Wai, Frank Byrne
and Laurena Zondo. They have put in many extra hours to participate in this review and we are grateful.

  
The team has also formed some focus groups from outside the office for further feedback. Our goal is to
have a report emerge from this Strategic Analysis by March that will contain both observations and
recommendations for possible implementation.
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Baptist World Alliance
       

The BWA represents one of those historical associating frameworks that Canadian Baptist have
participated in. Along with our President, Doug Coombs, a number of Canadian Baptist leaders from
across the nation joined with others from around the world to attend the Baptist World Alliance meetings
hosted by First Baptist Church, Charlottetown, PEI. CBM has a unique role to play in this organization
and we need to fulfill that role prophetically and pastorally. For our brothers and sisters around the world
it is an international network that empowers and resources.

  
Denominational organizations from developing countries find great strength in this network of relationships. It
gives them credibility in places where they may have been suspect. For instance the Belgium Baptist Union was
listed as a "sect and cult" by the Belgian government for a number of years. During discussions with the Belgian
government, their membership in the Baptist World Alliance provided  solid ground for a request and
subsequent removal from that listing.
  
BWA, like any denominational organization, must adapt to the changing environment around it but it is a  global
network that illustrates why we are sometimes stronger together than we are apart. CBM has a  unique gifting
and role as a broker between other North American Baptist organizations that tend to be  U.S. dominated and
our European, Latin American, Asian and African brothers and sisters. It will be a  commitment that we must
nurture.

Reconciliation Ministries in Burundi
Joao Matwawana has developed tremendous gifts and abilities in peace and reconciliation. Following the 
conference mentioned above, Joao and Dr. John Keith were invited to Ottawa for further meetings at the 
Department of Foreign Affairs, which again included the Ambassador from Burundi and David Kilgour. At  the
request of the Ambassador of Burundi, and with the full agreement of David Kilgour and the Foreign  Affairs
Department staff responsible for that region, Joao has been asked to travel to South Africa for  meetings with
the Vice President of South Africa and the President of Gabon, the two leaders who were  heading up the UN
peace process in Burundi. These leaders believed that Joao could be instrumental in bringing the two key rebel
leaders in Burundi to the peace table.
  
The Department of Foreign Affairs and the office of the Secretary of State for Africa provided Joao with the
contacts that he required, as well as letters of invitation requesting that he be a part of the process. A  private
foundation that has been very supportive of CBM has agreed to underwrite the costs related to Joao's
involvement in this peace mission. At the writing of this report, I can only say that God's mustard seed is
growing. The latest reports are that the rebel leaders have requested further meetings and that some great walls
have broken down providing fertile ground where reconciliation might take place. 
  
The success of these meetings has opened up incredible new possibilities. Just recently, I received an 
invitation from the Democratic Republic of the Congo for Joao to be involved in a similar process there.  Mustard
Seeds continue to grow!!
  
It really is about mustard seed possibilities. God uses people with small growing mustard seed intentions willing
to be open to what He wants for them both here in Canada and around the world. 

The Sharing Way
  
The Sharing Way has attempted to fulfill two of the international ends statements of Canadian Baptist Ministries
in its relief and development programs.  
  
"Human suffering will be alleviated" and "The quality of human life will be improved".  
In some ways there is overlap of these two ends within The Sharing Way programming, however, relief and
development responses are designated separately below.

One of the issues identified at the Africa partners workshop earlier this year was HIV/AIDS.  Partners
expressed the concern that awareness needed to be raised within their constituencies and training
seminars needed to be made more available. Since AIDS is having such a devastating effect on Africa
and Asia, The Sharing Way is making AIDS awareness/prevention/treatment a priority and is becoming
more intentional with AIDS issues. Assistance in research and strategy development is being given by
our newest Sharing Way Networker, Wayne Monaghan.  The annual project, Building a better Global
Village Together, will help provide funding for AIDS related ministries. Community development
programs in Africa, Asia and Latin America are addressing social issues around HIV/AIDS and are
involved in some form of awareness/prevention/treatment of HIV/AIDS.

       
Brian and Lynda Malcolm and their family left in late August for Albania where Brian will be the
Development Co-ordinator for Eastern Europe. He will be working to see how development initiatives
can assist with the rebuilding of Eastern Europe [particularly the Balkan states] after civil wars have
ravaged many countries. Brian and Lynda bring experience and expertise from both Bolivia and Kenya.

       
Sam Mutisya, Development Co-ordinator for Africa, has led training seminars in Rwanda and Kenya and
continues to give leadership and to bring his expertise in community development to other partners in
Africa. New initiatives have begun in several communities of Kenya with emphasis on water programs
and micro-enterprise development. Sam has also led participatory evaluation workshops in Ethiopia.

       
David Sarma, Development Co-ordinator for India continues to give leadership to the exemplary
development work in Asia. In 2001, TSW was approved for a further three year funding with the
Canadian International Development Agency [CIDA]. John Doran, the CIDA consultant visited David in
India and saw many of the programs supported by The Sharing Way. His evaluation stated that in all his
travels, he had seen no community development any better than what these partners are doing.  He
went on to say that it was highly cost effective and extremely productive in its development impact.  

One of his recommendations was that TSW should develop Organizational and Community Capacity
Indicators to assist partners in a self-assessment of their governance and managerial capacity.  A draft
of both of these is now being shared with partners and their feedback obtained before the final
document is used as an evaluation tool.

       
A Theological Statement and Guidelines for Selecting Personnel which had been developed in previous
years were added to the Strategy and Guidelines Document in 2001.

       
A Partnership Policy is in process and the draft is being studied by a large cross section of CBM/TSW
current partners.

The Chair
reported that constituency giving to CBM from Atlantic Canada was down by $70,288 in 2000 -
$41,712 less from UBCAP and $28,576 less from UBWMU.  This decrease was not made up by an
increase in direct giving through Team Support, Canadian Baptist Volunteers, The Sharing Way, etc.

• On May 11, the Chair met with the Executive of the United Baptist Woman’s Missionary Union in
Saint John to discuss issues related to the merger of CBIM and CBF, membership on the Board, and
policy governance.  

• On September 21, the Chair joined Gary Nelson, CBM’s General Secretary, in leading an hour long
discussion between the members of the Atlantic Section and the members of the Convention
Council, explaining policy governance and seeking their input on the ends policies of CBM.  Ends
policies set forth what CBM wants to accomplish nationally and internationally, for whom, and at what
cost.  The General Secretary, working with the staff, designs and implements the means within the
limits set by the Board.  The Board determines the ends policies.  The Board members want these
policies to reflect the values and aspirations of the moral ownership.  The Atlantic Section is grateful
to the Convention Council for agreeing to set aside time for discussion between the two bodies at
least once a year.  

Service plaques were presented to retiring Board members during the year.  Those receiving plaques in 2001
were Rev. Brian Baxter, Miss Lois Duffy, Rev. Carol Anne Janzen, Dr. Carmen Moir, Mrs. Judy Parsons, Mrs.

Secretary General’s 2001 Report 

March 2002

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
Warmest greetings from French Canada!  On behalf of the French Union we thank God for your love, your
faith and your interest in the work that we do among French Canadians.  We want to express our deep
thanks for your faithful prayers and your ongoing support.  Year after year you have supported us through
your mission grant. 

Exciting changes have taken place this year within our organization. We have adopted a strategic and visionary
plan called  “Dynamic Vision and Synergetic Action“.  Within our denominational family and without – through
our Canadian Baptist partners – we have worked hard to communicate the passion that fills our hearts for our
people.  We want to continue to work with you in building up and strengthening the Church in French Canada.
Here are some highlights.

In October 2001, we had a great meeting with the Board of CBM, during which we shared with them our vision
and passion.  It was inspiring to see our brothers and sisters across Canada reflect that same passion. 

Effective partnership is built on trust, openness, and mutual concern, which is what we experienced during a
meeting in Montreal last January, that brought together the Executive Ministers of our partner organizations.
We discussed the challenges before us and we agreed upon a three-pronged base of collaboration for
evangelization in French Canada: 1) sending out qualified church planters; 2) insuring the financial stability of
our vision; 3) keeping the lines of communication open with all our Canadian partners. Please pray that these
goals – these dreams – become reality!

One of the concrete results of our vision casting was the signing of a formal three-year agreement with CBM
concerning the co-appointment of Stéphane Couture as Director of Church Development of UEBFC. This
agreement frees up much needed monies that allows us to recruit as soon as possible a church planter.  We
celebrate these stronger ties between our two organizations.  We are so encouraged by this development!

Our Church Development department has set up an “Evangelism Action Team” that will talk with our churches
and assist them in the planning, execution and follow-up of evangelism projects.  Our goal is to create a
“denominational culture” that will stimulate evangelism activity among our churches and facilitate the
participation of our youth in the life of their churches.

We have also recruited a new youth leadership team, led by Georges Pierre, whose first mandate is to plan
and organize a youth congress in May 2002 during which the younger generation will share their views, hopes,
expectations and needs. The feedback will help us shape a new strategy that aims to raise up this emerging
leadership.

Our family will also be growing in 2002!  We will receive three new churches during our next annual assembly:
Richibucto, NB (French Union church plant), Maranatha (downtown Montreal) and Smyrne, a large Haitian
congregation in Montreal North.

But that’s not enough!  We have set the goal of planting five new churches within the next five years, which
underlines the urgent need to recruit skilled church planters, a major challenge for our small Union. The most
difficult part of our work is finding the appropriate resources.  In order to meet our growing needs, we are
seeking for a confirmed five-year (2002-2006) financial support from our partner organizations that would allow
us to plan more coherently our short-term and mid-term objectives. 
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Finally, we will work, throughout 2002, on developing a decentralized training program for our lay people that
will facilitate the emergence of a local leadership.
