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Convention Record 

In the Union of 1905-06, three streams of Atlantic Baptists came together to form the United Baptist Convention of the 
Maritime Provinces, which became the United Baptist Convention of the Atlantic Provinces in 1963, and the Convention of 
Atlantic Baptist Churches in 2001. The three streams were the Baptist Convention of the Maritime Provinces, The Free 
Christian Baptist Conference of New Brunswick, and the Free Baptist Conference of Nova Scotia.  The Yearbooks of the United 
Baptist Convention of the Maritime Provinces after the Union continued to date the number of Convention Assemblies, not 
from the date of the Union, but from the founding of the Baptist Convention of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince 
Edward Island.  The Convention Record published in the Yearbooks has made no mention of the two Free Baptist Conferences 
prior to the Union. 

1. The Record of the Baptist Convention of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island,   later called the 
Baptist Convention of the Maritime Provinces (Regular Baptists) - 1846 to 1905. The Baptist Convention was formed through 
the union of the Regular Baptist Association of New Brunswick and the Regular Baptist Association of Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island in 1846.

REGULATIONS CONCERNING THE MINISTRY 

Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches 

Preamble 

It is crucial in our ministry to the contemporary world that we provide various means for our 
churches to set apart people for specific roles in ministry which are recognized by the broader 
Baptist community.  The call of God upon the life of a person to pastoral or specific ministries has 
historically been recognized within Baptist life by the setting apart of that person in the act of 
ordination.  This action is usually associated with full time vocational ministry and is an affirmation 
by a local church of that call. (Vocational is defined as being “officially called” to a particular 
ministry. The particular ministry could be any church, Association, or agency of the Convention of 
Atlantic Baptist Churches, a recognized chaplaincy ministry, or an interdenominational ministry.  The 
call could be for full-time, part-time or interim ministry, whether paid or unpaid.)  In practice, 
ordination is usually sought by those entering pastoral, educational or chaplaincy roles within the 
church. 

There is also the setting apart of a person as a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor.  This action is 
usually associated with those who are involved in bi-vocational ministries or who choose, for various 
reasons, not to seek ordination. 

The spiritual standards for both ordained and lay ministry include: a profession of faith in Jesus 
Christ as Savior and Lord; a conviction of a call to Christian ministry; a recognition of this call by the 
church of which the person is a member; a statement of doctrinal beliefs which testifies to the life of 
faith; and a quality of life in keeping with this faith. Once accepted as a Candidate for Ordained 
Pastoral Ministry or as a Candidate for Recognized Convention Lay Pastor individuals will be held 
accountable to comply with ministerial professional standards adopted by the Convention.  

SECTION 1: GENERAL REGULATIONS REGARDING ORDINATION 

1.1 The Role of the Local Church 
The issuing of a Church License to Minister is an expression of confidence in a person’s call 
to ordained ministry, and their suitability for ministry.  It is important that the church 
exercise the utmost care and be thoroughly satisfied as to the qualities of mind, character 
and Christian experience which would fit the person for the important work of an ordained 
Christian minister. (See Section 2.1) 
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1.2 The Role of the Association 
The granting of an Association License to Minister is an expression of confidence in a 
person’s call to ordained ministry, academic progress, and suitability for ministry. It is 
important that the Association exercise the utmost care and be thoroughly satisfied as to 
the qualities of mind, character and Christian experience which would fit the person for the 
important work of an ordained Christian minister. (See Section 2.4) 

1.3 The Role of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education (“the Board”) 
A. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education interviews prospective ministerial

Candidates who are experiencing a call to ordained Christian ministry and who hold a
Church License to Minister from a Baptist church in fellowship with Canadian Baptist
Ministries or an Association License to Minister. The Initial Interview is usually near the
conclusion of their first year of theological studies, and the Exit Interview is normally
during the last year of theological studies.

B. In the Initial Interview, the Board will determine if the individual is to be accepted as a
Candidate for Ordained Pastoral Ministry based upon their fitness for the pastoral office 
including conversion, calls to ministry, educational background, theology, overall
suitability for ministry in this Convention, and alignment with the Convention’s core
values.  The Board determines the appropriate standard of academic training applicable 
to the Candidate; considers with them the financial obligations involved; and assists in
any way that lies within the jurisdiction of the Board.

C. In the Exit Interview, the Board will determine if the individual is to be recommended to 
proceed to a year of Internship and then appear before the Examining Council for
Ordination based upon the completion of the academic requirements, their personal
and pastoral readiness, their style of leadership, their theology, and their spiritual gifts.

D. The Board:
1. may review the progress of the preparation of an applicant or a Candidate from

time to time and report the same to the appropriate Association committee;
2. Will receive and process appeals regarding Board decisions from persons

previously interviewed.

E. The Board will receive applications from pastors seeking Recognition of a Prior
Ordination. (See Section 3)

F. The Board will respond to allegations of professional misconduct in accordance with its 
protocol in the Ministerial Standards Document. Decisions of the Board relating to
professional misconduct may be appealed as outlined in the Ministerial Standards
Document.
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G. If for a period of three or more consecutive years an Accredited Ordained Minister is no 
longer engaged in vocational ministry with a church, Association, or agency affiliated
with the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches; or a recognized chaplaincy or
interdenominational ministry; or actively pursuing further ministerial/theological
studies, that individual’s accreditation will no longer be held by the Convention. This
three-year rule does not normally apply to Accredited Ordained Ministers who are
retired or on long-term disability. Accredited Ordained Ministers nearing the three-year
deadline who fall in this category who believe their circumstances warrant the retention 
of their accreditation may submit a written request to the Board of Ministerial
Standards and Education to consider an extension of their accreditation.

If an Accredited Ordained Minister accepts a call to serve in a church (other than on an
interim basis) that is not affiliated with the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches that 
individual will be expected to transfer his/her credentials to the new church or its
denomination. If a process of transferring credentials to a new church or its
denomination has been initiated by the Accredited Ordained Minister, their credentials 
will continue to be held by the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches until notified by 
the Accredited Ordained Minister that the transfer is complete. In any case, the
Accredited Ordained Minister’s credentials will be held for no longer than three years.

Previously accredited Ministers who wish to renew their accreditation may apply to the 
Board of Ministerial Standards and Education.

H. The Board shall include nine elected members, together with the Executive Minister of 
the Convention and/or designate, the President of Acadia Divinity College or designate, 
the President of Crandall University or designate, and the Director of Atlantic Baptist
Mission or designate. The Board shall also include the Regional Ministers who shall be
members without vote.

1.4 The Role of the Examining Council for Ordination of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist 
Churches (“the Examining Council”) 
A. Function of the Examining Council

1. The Examining Council shall convene at such a time and place as appropriate at the 
call of the President of the Convention with at least six months notice being given
to the churches. Candidates shall be scheduled for a specific time and to appear at 
stated intervals.

2. At the opening session of the Examining Council, a Chief Examiner shall be
appointed from members of that Council.

3. It shall also be made clear at the opening session of the Examining Council to the
members of that Council, that the Bible is authoritative, and the 1905/06 Basis of
Union is the foundational statement of agreed doctrine and church polity for the
Convention.

4. Following the examination by the Examining Council and the presentation by the
representatives from the Candidate’s church, an in-camera session will be held.
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5. A two-thirds majority of Examining Council members voting shall be required to
recommend a person for ordination and accreditation. Persons with a conflict of
interest shall so declare it and subsequently remove themselves from the voting
process. All votes shall be by secret ballot.
In considering the evidence, Council members will make a free decision under the
leadership of the Holy Spirit. The Examining Council may recommend that a
Candidate be ordained; it may recommend that a Candidate be deferred pending
further training and/or counselling; it may recommend that a Candidate not be
ordained, as being unsuited for the ministry at this time.

6. Each Candidate will be informed by the Examining Council of the results of their
examination immediately after the vote is taken and will be provided with
appropriate guidance and direction.

7. The names of those Candidates recommended by the Examining Council for
ordination by their churches shall be reported to the Convention.

8. The vote of the Examining Council and its recommendation shall be reported both
to the church requesting the examination and to the Candidate. A copy of the
Candidate’s written statement to the Examining Council shall also be forwarded to 
the church.

9. The Examining Council at its Annual Meeting shall elect members to an Appeal
Board.  (See section 7.1 of the Ministerial Standards Document).

B. Composition of the Examining Council
1. The Examining Council shall consist of the representatives of each Association on

the following basis: one representative for each Association and a further
representative for each Association having a total resident membership of 3,000 or 
more, except for Prince Edward Island, which has 2 representatives, the same
privilege to be granted to Newfoundland and Labrador when the church
membership reaches 2,000. Where there are two members from an Association,
preferably one shall be male and one female. Each elected representative shall be
elected for a period of three (3) years and shall not be eligible for re-election at the 
close of that period. A retiring member shall be eligible for re-election after a lapse 
of one (1) year. Associations are to name official alternates to act in the event of
the unavoidable absence of the appointee.

2. No ordained minister shall be eligible for appointment to the Examining Council
until at least three years after their own ordination, nor shall any licensed person
proceeding to the ordained ministry be eligible to serve.

3. No lay person shall be eligible for appointment to the Examining Council until they
have served for at least three (3) years in a leadership position in a local church
and/or Association.

4. In addition, the President, the Past President, the Vice-President and the Executive 
Minister of the Convention, plus the President of Acadia Divinity College, the
President of Crandall University, the Regional Ministers and the Chair of the Board 
of Ministerial Standards and Education shall be ex-officio members, entitled to
speak but not to vote.
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5. Normally the Past President and the Ministry Secretary of the Convention shall be
respectively Chair and Secretary of the Examining Council. In case of either not
being able to act, the Examining Council shall appoint a replacement.

6. Up to two church members, appointed by the church requesting the examination,
are expected to attend the examination of their Candidate by the Examining
Council. They should present a letter of recommendation for their Candidate from
their church. They shall be expected to speak on behalf of the church regarding the 
ministry of the Candidate.

7. Observers may attend, but will not have the privilege of questioning, discussing, or 
voting on any Candidate.

8. Fifteen voting members shall constitute a quorum for a regular meeting. A special
meeting can only be called with the permission of a two-thirds majority of the
members.

9. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education serves as the Ministerial
Credentials Committee for the Examining Council.

SECTION 2:  CANDIDATE’S PROCESS TOWARD ORDINATION 

2.1. Church License to Minister for Persons Preparing for Ordained Ministry 
A. The first step on the part of persons desiring to enter the ordained ministry of the

Church is to secure from that church of which they are a member a Church License to
Minister.

B. The Church License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a recommendation. It 
is required that a person being considered:
1. tell of their conversion, their call to ministry, their faith and life in Jesus Christ and

their view of Christian doctrine with reference to the Bible and their understanding 
and substantial agreement with the 1905/06 Basis of Union, the foundational
statement of agreed doctrine and church polity for the CABC;

2. give evidence of biblical knowledge and spiritual growth;
3. have preached, taught and/or given leadership in the ministries of the church to

determine their gifts for ministry;
4. demonstrate an ethical lifestyle appropriate to a pastoral leader, including family

relationships;
5. give an account of their ministries in the church, how they have related to people,

and how they have honored their commitments; and
6. Articulate their understanding of pastoral ministry and basic Baptist beliefs.

C. A Church License to Minister should not be granted until the person has been a member
of that church for at least one year.
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D. A Church License to Minister must be renewed yearly. It remains valid as long as the
church which grants it considers it valid, but may be rescinded by the church for just
cause. It is the responsibility of the recipient to request a yearly endorsement by the
church until such time as an Association License to Minister is granted.

2.2 Educational Standards for Ordination 
A. Prior to appearing before the Examining Council for Ordination of the Convention all

Candidates shall be required to complete the course of study entered upon in
agreement with the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education. There is a three year 
statute of limitations for completion of these educational requirements. Each Candidate 
must demonstrate acceptable progress during this period. If they are unable to
complete their program of study in this time frame, they shall report to the Board, or
meet with the Board, for consideration of extending their Candidacy and their statute of 
limitations.

B. Basic Educational Requirements
1. A Bachelor of Arts degree (or its equivalent) from Crandall University or other

recognized university, followed by a Master of Divinity degree obtained from Acadia
Divinity College or from another seminary accredited by the Association of
Theological Schools.

2. For those seeking to be ordained to Church Music/Worship Ministry, the minimum
standard shall be the completion of a recognized undergraduate degree plus a
minimum of 30 semester hours of theological education at the masters-level
selected in consultation with the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education to
be completed at Acadia Divinity College or another seminary accredited by the
Association of Theological Schools. The Candidate must also show competence in
church music, normally demonstrated by the successful completion of a minimum
of 30 semester hours of post-baccalaureate education in church music or by some
other means acceptable to the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education.

3. Any exception to these requirements may be considered only when the Board of
Ministerial Standards and Education regards such action as warranted and in the
best interest of the local church and the broader Convention life.

C. Exceptions to the Basic Educational Requirements
1. On occasion the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education may deem it

appropriate to allow a modification of the basic requirements of study leading
toward ordination. Under special circumstances such as inadequate educational
preparation, age, family circumstances, and qualifications for professional ministry, 
one of the following exceptions to the basic educational requirements will be
acceptable:



Regulations Concerning the Ministry A-15

i. Approved Candidates who are a minimum of 35 years of age at the time of
their first application to the Board may, on the recommendation of the Board
of Ministerial Standards and Education, be considered for entry into the
Bachelor of Theology program at Acadia Divinity College, which requires 30
semester hours of Arts courses plus 60 semester hours of theological study.

The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education may deem a Bachelor of
Theology or Bachelor of Religious Education degree from a Bible College in
good standing with the Association for Biblical Higher Education that is
comparable to the Acadia Bachelor of Theology degree an appropriate
qualification for ordination. Candidates may also be required to complete up to 
30 semester hours of theological studies (normally taken at Acadia Divinity
College), or up to 30 semester hours in Arts and Sciences (normally taken at
Crandall University). The Board will evaluate each academic transcript on its
own merits and recommend the manner in which any educational deficiencies 
may be addressed.  The Board will require Candidates to complete a course in
Baptist History and Polity, with specific emphasis on Canadian and Atlantic
Baptist History and Polity.

ii. Approved Candidates who are 55 years of age or older may be admitted, with
the approval of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education, to a two-year
non-credit, non-graduating program at Acadia Divinity College leading to a
Certificate of Ministerial Studies.

2. If a Candidate fails to take advantage of time and opportunity to complete the basic 
educational requirements for ordination and reaches an age at which lower
academic demands may be allowed for ordination, they need not expect that their 
age will necessarily qualify them for the reduced educational requirements.

2.3 Acceptance as a Candidate for Ordained Pastoral Ministry 
A. A ministerial student proceeding toward ordination shall apply to appear before the

Board of Ministerial Standards and Education for an Initial Interview normally near the 
conclusion of the first year of their theological education to be considered for
acceptance as a Candidate for Ordained Pastoral Ministry. (For application forms, please 
contact the Executive Minister’s office.)

B. In order to appear before the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education, the
applicant shall have a current Church License to Minister from a Baptist church in
fellowship with Canadian Baptist Ministries or a current Association License to Minister.
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2.4 Association License to Minister for Persons Preparing for Ordained Ministry 
A. A person who is commended by a church to prepare for ordained ministry and has held 

a Church License to Minister for at least one year may apply to obtain an Association
License to Minister.

B. The Association License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a
recommendation.  It is required that a person being considered:
1. tell of their conversion, their call to ministry, their faith and life in Jesus Christ and

their view of Christian doctrine with reference to the Bible and their understanding 
and substantial agreement with the 1905/06 Basis of Union, the foundational
statement of agreed doctrine and church polity for the CABC;

2. give evidence of biblical knowledge and spiritual growth;
3. have preached, taught and/or given leadership in the ministries of the church to

determine their gifts for ministry;
4. demonstrate an ethical lifestyle appropriate to a pastoral leader, including family

relationships;
5. give an account of their ministries in the church, how they have related to people,

and how they have honored their commitments; and
6. Articulate their understanding of pastoral ministry and basic Baptist beliefs.

C. An Association License to Minister may be granted when:
1. one year has elapsed since the applicant was granted an un-rescinded Church

License to Minister;
2. the applicant is a member of a church in fellowship with the Convention of Atlantic 

Baptist Churches;
3. The applicant has given evidence of satisfactory ministry; and
4. The applicant is making progress toward the completion of the academic

requirements required for ordination.

D. A Committee appointed by the Association shall examine the applicant personally on all 
the above and concerning their commitment to the aims, core values and activities of
the Association and the Convention.

E. Application for renewal of an Association License to Minister is to be made annually
until the applicant has been ordained. Application for either the granting or the renewal 
of an Association License to Minister may be made to the Association in which the
applicant received a Church License to Minister or to the Association where the
applicant is residing at the time of application. Failure to renew the Association License 
to Minister will require that a person secure a letter of commendation from the
Deacons of the church of which one is a member. Before being interviewed for the
purpose of having the Association License to Minister reinstated, this letter must be
presented to the Association Licensing Committee.
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F. Each person seeking renewal of an Association License to Minister must apply to appear 
in person before the Association Committee and shall furnish satisfactory evidence of
progress in studies, plans to continue them, active participation in the life of a church
and continued commitment to the aims, core values and activities of the Association
and the Convention.

G. Each Association License to Minister granted or renewed by an Association shall be
signed by its Moderator and Clerk.

2.5 Recommendation to Internship 
A. A Candidate for Ordained Pastoral Ministry shall apply to appear before the Board of

Ministerial Standards and Education for an Exit Interview, normally near the conclusion 
of their theological education, to seek the Board’s approval to proceed to a year of
supervised Internship. (For application forms, please contact the Executive Minister’s
office.)

B. Subsequent to approval by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education, and a call 
to full-time ministry (i.e., at least 25 hours/week) the Candidate for Ordained Pastoral
Ministry may begin the year of supervised Internship. The Internship Supervisor/Mentor 
shall be an ordained Baptist minister recognized and accredited by the Convention of
Atlantic Baptist Churches and appointed by the Executive Minister or designate.

2.6 Application to Appear before the Examining Council for Ordination of the Convention of 
Atlantic Baptist Churches (i.e., “the Examining Council”) 
A Candidate for Ordained Pastoral Ministry within the Convention of Atlantic Baptist 
Churches must appear before the Examining Council. 

A. Eligibility
1. Each Candidate appearing before the Examining Council shall be recommended by 

the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education, having completed the required
steps toward ordination.

2. They shall be pastors or pastors-elect of a member church of the Convention of
Atlantic Baptist Churches or shall be under appointment for evangelistic,
chaplaincy, educational or missionary service within, or approved by, the
Convention.

3. Theological students, having completed the requirements for ordination, seeking
post-graduate study in another country and likely to be called to a church during
this period of studies, may be permitted by the Board of Ministerial Standards and
Education to appear before the Examining Council.

4. Each Candidate shall give evidence of having rendered satisfactory service during
one year of supervised Internship or acceptable alternative as approved by the
Board of Ministerial Standards and Education.

5. Both male and female Candidates shall be examined for ordination.
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6. Heterosexuals engaging in sexual activity outside of marriage (as defined in the
resolution “Statement Affirming a Christian View of Marriage adopted by Assembly 
in 1999) and practicing homosexuals (including lesbians), shall not be eligible to
appear for examination for ordination.

B. Application
1. A letter requesting that a Candidate appear before the Examining Council must be

submitted to the Executive Minister by the church of which the Candidate is pastor, 
pastor-elect or a member; the letter having been duly authorized by the church.
The letter should normally be forwarded to the Executive Minister of the
Convention six months before the Examining Council meeting so that the members 
of that Council can be notified not less than three months before the Examining
Council assembles.

2. The Candidate shall submit a Candidate Application Form which includes a written
statement of not less than 2,000 words and not more than 2,500 words (excluding
Scripture references from the word count) setting forth clearly their conversion,
their call to ministry, their concept of ministry, their Statement of Faith, including
Baptist beliefs, supported by reference to the Scriptures, and their relationship to
the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches whose foundational statement of
agreed doctrine and church polity is the 1905/06 Basis of Union. The application is
to be forwarded to the Executive Minister at least three months prior to the
meeting of the Examining Council.

C. Appearance before the Examining Council
1. Baptists have always viewed the Scriptures as the sole rule in matters of faith and

practice and the norm in questions of doctrine. Therefore in matters of doctrine all 
Candidates must substantiate their position by primary reference to the Scriptures. 
The key is “What do the Scriptures say?” Candidates must accept the claims which
the Scriptures make with respect to their own inspiration and authority (e.g., 2
Timothy 3:14-17).

2. Candidates shall demonstrate to the Examining Council their understanding and
substantial agreement with the 1905/06 Basis of Union, the foundational statement 
of agreed doctrine and church polity for the Convention of Atlantic Baptist
Churches.

3. Each Candidate shall satisfy the Examining Council as to their academic preparation 
and their general fitness for the Baptist ministry.
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2.7  The Ordination Service 
A. The Candidate for ordination is eligible to be ordained to the Christian ministry by the

local church upon completion of the year of supervised Internship and the
recommendation of the Examining Council for Ordination.

B. It is desirable both from the standpoint of the Candidate for ordination and the church 
that normally the ordination service be conducted at the hands of the local church from 
which the letter came.  It is recognized that in exceptional circumstances it may be wise, 
at the discretion of the applying church, to hold the ordination service in some other
location.

C. Normally, the Candidate for ordination and leaders of the local church, in consultation
with the Moderator of the Association, or designate, arrange the ordination service. The 
Candidate for ordination is free to select the participants, and shall normally include the 
Moderator of the Association or designate.

D. Within the context of worship, the service of ordination normally includes: the reading 
of the Letter of Recommendation from the Examining Council; inquiries of the
Candidate for ordination and the congregation by the Moderator of the Association as
suggested in the manual (or exchange of vows); the Laying on of Hands; an Ordination
Prayer; and either a charge to the minister and a charge to the church or a sermon
containing both elements.  A form of service can be found in the most recent edition of 
A Manual for Worship and Service published by Canadian Baptist Ministries.

E. It is the responsibility of the newly ordained minister to notify the Executive Minister
that the Ordination Service has taken place. Then the Executive Minister will forward a
Certificate of Ordination, and place the minister’s name in the list of Accredited
Ordained Ministers.

SECTION 3: RECOGNITION OF PRIOR ORDINATION 

3.1 Within Canadian Baptist Ministries 
Ordination within the framework of the Conventions/Unions comprising Canadian Baptist 
Ministries carries with it full transfer privileges to the list of Accredited Ordained Ministers, 
providing the minister is recommended by a letter of transfer from that Convention/Union. 
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3.2 Within the Baptist World Alliance 
Ministers who are ordained, and recommended by a body in fellowship with the Baptist 
World Alliance, shall submit an application to meet with the Board of Ministerial Standards 
and Education. The application shall include their Statement of Faith. Upon receiving the 
approval of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education their name may be placed on 
the list of Accredited Ordained Ministers. If they have not met the Convention’s educational 
requirements, the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education shall recommend a 
program of study consistent with the prevailing standards. (For application forms, please 
contact the Executive Minister’s office.) 

3.3 Within Other Church Bodies 
Ordained ministers coming from church bodies not affiliated with the Baptist World Alliance 
shall submit an application to appear before the Board of Ministerial Standards and 
Education.  The application shall include a statement of their conversion, their call to the 
ministry, and their Statement of Faith; and commitment to the aims, core values and 
activities of the Convention. A course in Baptist History and Polity with specific emphasis on 
Canadian and Atlantic Baptist History and Polity will be required if this has not been a part 
of their training. If they have not met the Convention’s educational requirements, the Board 
shall recommend a program of study consistent with the prevailing standards. They shall be 
required to serve in their church(es) for at least one year prior to accreditation.  During this 
one-year waiting period, they shall be listed as Ordained Ministers Awaiting Accreditation.  
When the above requirements have been met, they may be placed on the list of Accredited 
Ordained Ministers.  Re-ordination is not recommended.  (For application forms, please 
contact the Executive Minister’s office.) 

3.4 The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education shall not recognize the ordination of 
heterosexuals engaging in sexual activity outside of marriage (as defined in the resolution 
“Statement Affirming a Christian View of Marriage” adopted by Assembly in 1999) and 
practicing homosexuals (including lesbians). 

3.5 Each minister accredited by the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches must be a member 
of a constituent church.  Full-time pastors shall be a member of a church they serve. 

SECTION 4:  GENERAL REGULATIONS REGARDING RECOGNIZED CONVENTION LAY PASTORS 

4.1 The Role of the Local Church 
The issuing of a Church License to Minister is an expression of confidence in a person’s call 
to lay pastoral ministry and their suitability for ministry.  It is important that the church 
exercise the utmost care and be thoroughly satisfied as to the qualities of mind, character 
and Christian experience which would fit a person for the important work of a Recognized 
Convention Lay Pastor (see Section 5.1).

4.2  The Role of the Association 
The granting of an Association Lay License to Minister is an expression of confidence in a 
person’s call to lay pastoral ministry, their academic progress, and their suitability for 
ministry.  It is important that the Association exercises the utmost care and be thoroughly 
satisfied as to the qualities of mind; character and Christian experience which would fit the 
person for the important work of a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor (see Section 5.4). 

4.3 The Role of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education (“the Board”) 
A. The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education interviews only those prospective

ministerial Candidates who are experiencing a call to become a Recognized Convention 
Lay Pastor and who are intending to have their name circulated among churches for
possible service as a lay pastor upon completion of the Lay Pastors Training Program.
Prospective Candidates must hold a Church License to Minister from a Baptist church in 
fellowship with The Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches or an Association Lay
License to Minister prior to meeting with the Board. The Initial Interview is usually held
during their third year of the Lay Pastors Training Program, and the Recognition
Interview usually takes place once the Candidate has graduated from the Lay Pastors
Training Program and has accepted a call to serve as a lay pastor of a Baptist church in
fellowship with The Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches.

B. In the Initial Interview, the Board will determine if the individual is to be accepted as a
Candidate for Lay Pastoral Ministry based upon their fitness for lay pastoral ministry
including conversion, call to ministry, life and ministry experience, theology, overall
suitability for lay ministry in The Convention, and alignment with the Convention’s core 
values (see Section 5.3).

C. In the Recognition Interview, the Board will examine the Candidate to determine if the
individual is to be accepted as a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor based upon the
completion of the academic requirements, their concept of ministry, their statement of 
faith, and their giftedness and suitability for lay pastoral ministry (see Section 5.5 B).

D. The Board may receive and process appeals regarding Board decisions from persons
previously interviewed.

E. The Board will respond to allegations of professional misconduct (see Ministerial
Standards Document, Sections 5-6). Decisions of the Board relating to professional
misconduct may be appealed (see Ministerial Standards Document, Section 7).

F. The Board may receive and process letters requesting the renewal of lapsed recognition 
(see Section 5.5 H).
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SECTION 5:  CANDIDATE’S PROCESS TOWARD APPROVAL AS A RECOGNIZED CONVENTION LAY 
PASTOR 

5.1 Church License to Minister for Persons Preparing for Lay Pastoral Ministry 
A. The first step on the part of persons desiring to be considered as a Recognized

Convention Lay Pastor is to secure a Church License to Minister from the church where
they are a member.

B. The Church License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a recommendation.
It is required that a person being considered:
1. tell of their conversion, their call to lay ministry, their faith and life in Jesus Christ

and their view of Christian doctrine with reference to the Bible and their
understanding and substantial agreement with the 1905/06 Basis of Union, the
foundational statement of agreed doctrine and church polity for the CABC;

2. Give evidence of biblical knowledge and spiritual growth;
3. Have preached, taught and/or given leadership in the ministries of the church to

determine their gifts for ministry;
4. Demonstrate an ethical lifestyle appropriate to a pastoral leader, including family

relationships;
5. Give an account of their ministries in the church, how they have related to people,

and how they have honored their commitments; and
6. Articulate their understanding of lay pastoral ministry and basic Baptist beliefs.

C. A Church License to Minister should not be granted until the person has been a member 
of the church for at least one year.

D. A Church License to Minister must be renewed annually. It remains valid as long as the
church that grants it considers it valid, but may be rescinded by the church for just
cause.  It is the responsibility of the recipient to request an annual endorsement by the 
church until such time as an Association Lay License to Minister is granted.

5.2 Educational Standards for Acceptance as a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor 
A. Those wishing to become a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor shall successfully

complete the requirements for the Lay Pastor Diploma in the Lay Pastors Training
Program. If comparable course work has already been completed then the individual 
shall be required to complete those portions of the Lay Pastors Training Program
recommended by the Lay Pastors Training Program Committee. Up to one-third of the 
courses offered in the Lay Pastors Training Program may be completed through other 
educational programs.
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5.3 Acceptance as a Candidate for Recognized Convention Lay Pastoral Ministry 
A. A person proceeding toward becoming a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor shall

normally apply to appear before the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education for
an Initial Interview during the third year of their Lay Pastors Training Program. At this
Initial Interview the person will be considered for acceptance as a Candidate for Lay
Pastoral Ministry. (For application forms, please contact the Executive Minister’s office.)

B. In order to appear before the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education for an Initial 
Interview, the applicant shall have a current Church License to Minister from a Baptist
church in fellowship with the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches or a current
Association Lay License to Minister.

5.4 Association Lay License to Minister 
A. A person who as a first step has held a Church License to Minister for at least one year

and is sensing a call to prepare for lay pastoral ministry, whose intention is not set
toward ordination, and who has some ministry experience as a supply preacher, interim 
minister, youth director, or in some other similar ministry, may apply to obtain an
Association Lay License to Minister.

B. The Association Lay License to Minister is in effect both an affirmation and a
recommendation. It is required that a person being considered:
1. tell of their conversion, their call to lay ministry, their faith and life in Jesus Christ

and their view of Christian doctrine with reference to the Bible and their
understanding and substantial agreement with the 1905/06 Basis of Union, the
foundational statement of agreed doctrine and church polity  for the CABC;

2. Give evidence of biblical knowledge and spiritual growth;
3. Have preached, taught and/or given leadership in the ministries of the church to

determine their gifts for ministry;
4. Demonstrate an ethical lifestyle appropriate to a pastoral leader, including family

relationships;
5. Give an account of their ministries in the church, how they have related to people,

and how they have honored their commitments; and
6. Articulate their understanding of lay pastoral ministry and basic Baptist beliefs.

C. Such a License may be granted on the following conditions:
1. One year has passed since the applicant was granted an un-rescinded Church

License to Minister;
2. The applicant is a member of a church in fellowship with The Convention of Atlantic 

Baptist Churches; and
3. The applicant has given evidence of satisfactory lay ministry, including their ability

to lead a worship service.
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D. The Licensing Committee of an Association will examine all applicants for an Association
Lay License to Minister according to the standards and requirements contained in the
above paragraphs and their commitment to the aims, core values and activities of the
Association and the Convention.

E. Application for renewal of an Association Lay License to Minister is to be made annually
unless the applicant has been approved as a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor. Failure 
to renew the Association Lay License to Minister will require that the person secure a 
letter of commendation from the Deacons of the church of which they are a member. 
Before being interviewed for the purpose of having the Association Lay License to 
Minister reinstated, this letter must be presented to the appropriate Association 
committee.  

F. Upon renewal by an Association, the Association Lay License to Minister is to be signed 
again by the Moderator and Clerk of the Association.

5.5 Becoming a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor 
A. A person within the Convention who has been accepted by the Board of Ministerial

Standards and Education as a Candidate for Lay Pastoral Ministry may seek approval by 
the Convention through the Board as a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor. This
recognition of an essentially part-time, bi-vocational ministry should not be confused
with accredited ordained ministry and should not be regarded as a stepping stone to
ordained ministry. Ordained ministry requires more extensive training and higher levels 
of demonstrated professional competency than is required of people who complete the 
Lay Pastors Training Program.

B. A church whose pastor has successfully completed the requirements for the Lay Pastor 
Diploma in the Lay Pastors Training Program, following a vote of the members or
appropriate board, may make application to the Board for their pastor to be granted a
Recognition Interview with a view toward becoming a Recognized Convention Lay
Pastor.  The Candidate, who must have served as the church’s pastor for a period of at 
least six months, shall complete a Recognition Interview Application Form that includes 
a written statement (maximum 2,500 words, excluding Scripture references from the
word count) setting forth their Statement of Faith, including Baptist beliefs (supported 
by references to the Scriptures), and their relationship to the Convention of Atlantic
Baptist Churches whose foundational statement of agreed doctrine and church polity is 
the 1905/06 Basis of Union. This application shall be submitted to the Board at least five 
weeks prior to a second meeting with the Board. This Recognition Interview, which will 
normally take place within the first year of a Candidate being called to pastor the
church, will include both an examination of the Candidate’s statement as well as an
assessment of the Candidate’s giftedness and suitability for ministry based on their
service in their current congregation.
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C. In the event that a person has successfully completed the Lay Pastor Training Program
and feels called to serve in a Convention recognized ministry setting other than as the
lay pastor of a local church (i.e. nursing home chaplaincy, itinerant preaching, interim
pastoral ministry etc.), the church of which that person is a member, following a vote of 
the members or appropriate board, may make application to the Board for the person
to be granted a Recognition Interview with a view toward becoming a Recognized
Convention Lay Pastor.  The Candidate, who must have served the equivalent of six
months pastoral ministry, shall complete a Recognition Interview Application Form that 
includes a written statement (maximum 2,500 words, excluding Scripture references
from the word count) setting forth their Statement of Faith, including Baptist beliefs
(supported by references to the Scriptures), and their relationship to the Convention of 
Atlantic Baptist Churches whose foundational statement of agreed doctrine and church 
polity is the 1905/06 Basis of Union. This application shall be submitted to the Board at 
least five weeks prior to a second meeting with the Board. This Recognition Interview,
which will normally take place within the first year of the Candidate serving in the
ministry setting, will include both an examination of the Candidate’s statement as well 
as an assessment of the Candidate’s giftedness and suitability for ministry based on
their service in their current ministry setting.

D. In order to appear before the Board for a Recognition Interview, the Candidate shall
have a current Association Lay License to Minister.

E. Both male and female Candidates will be eligible to become a Recognized Convention
Lay Pastor.

F. Heterosexuals engaging in sexual activity outside of marriage (as defined in the
resolution “Statement Affirming a Christian View of Marriage” adopted by Assembly in 
1999) and practicing homosexuals (including lesbians), shall not be eligible to become a 
Recognized Convention Lay Pastor.

G. Following the Recognition Interview the Board will determine whether or not the
Candidate qualifies to become a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor.  The decision of the 
Board shall be sent to the Candidate in an official letter from the Executive Minister
with a copy to the church in which the Candidate is serving as a lay pastor.

H. The names of those whom the Board approves shall appear on the Convention’s list of
Recognized Convention Lay Pastors, and they shall be commended to the churches of
the Convention as a person approved for lay pastoral ministry, including preaching, the 
administration of the ordinances and the carrying out of pastoral or other kinds of
ministry.
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I. If, for a period of five or more consecutive years, a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor is
no longer engaged as a lay pastor, interim pastor, or supply preacher, or other forms of 
lay ministry (cf., 5.5C) that individual’s credentials shall no longer be held by the
Convention. Those who have formerly been Recognized Convention Lay Pastors who
reengage in lay pastoral ministry may apply in writing to the Board to have the
recognition reinstated. This five-year rule does not normally apply to Recognized
Convention Lay Pastors who are retired or on long-term disability.

Recognized Convention Lay Pastors nearing the five-year deadline who believe their
circumstances warrant the retention of their recognition may submit a written request 
to the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education to consider an extension of their
credentials.

If a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor accepts a call to serve in a church (other than on
an interim basis) that is not affiliated with the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches
that individual’s credentials will no longer be held by the Convention.

J. A Recognized Convention Lay Pastor will be held accountable to comply with the
Ministerial Professional Standards adopted by The Convention of Atlantic Baptist
Churches (see Ministerial Professional Standards within The Regulations Concerning the
Ministry).

K. An allegation of professional misconduct against a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor
will be dealt with by the Board in accordance with Section 5: Protocol for Cases of
Alleged Professional Misconduct found in its Ministerial Standards Document.

MINISTERIAL PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS 

SECTION 1:  BOARD OF MINISTERIAL STANDARDS AND EDUCATION (BMSE) 

1. The Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches (CABC) has given the BMSE authority to oversee 
all matters pertaining to ministerial credentials.

2. The CABC authorizes the BMSE to create policies and procedures for the handling of matters
involving credentials which shall include the handling of complaints against persons holding
credentials with the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches (CABC) which policies and
procedures shall be published in the Yearbook and presented to all new pastors.  These
policies and procedures shall apply to all persons who hold or who have held credentials with 
the CABC.

3. In discharging its mandate of overseeing all matters pertaining to ministerial credentials, the
BMSE shall be guided by the following Foundational Statements and Code of Ethics.
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SECTION 2:  FOUNDATIONAL STATEMENTS 

2.1 Theological Foundation 
The Holy Scriptures speak of the Church as the Body of Christ1 and call its members to live lives that are 
rooted in Christ2 and to grow together in love, thanksgiving and service to God and neighbour.3 To be a 
Christian is to be a new creation, and part of a new humanity guided and empowered by the Holy 
Spirit.4 The Church is called to exemplify a community of truth, justice and mercy, compassion and 
reconciliation, mutual service and steadfast faithfulness.5 
Recognizing both the importance of leadership in the church and the accountability of leaders to the 
CABC, the BMSE as the credentialing body acknowledges that godly standards are expected of those 
who serve as spiritual leaders. 
Accordingly, we affirm that every person is created in the image of God6 for loving, covenantal 
relationships with God, others and the world. We believe that peace arises out of right 
relationships.7 Personal dignity, freedom and sexual integrity are ensured by faithfulness to 
just covenants of mutual trust, care and respect. Such covenants undergird the moral 
framework of our communal life, responsibilities and entitlements. 

Professional misconduct cannot be treated by the Church as a private matter since others’ 
attitudes and relationships are bound to be affected. Great care is expected to be exercised in 
relationships in order to avoid abuses of trust, power, confidentiality and the responsibility of 
authority. 

Because children, adolescents, the infirm and elderly are more vulnerable to the tragic 
consequences of broken covenants and abusive treatment, special care must be taken to 
protect them.8 

In instances where professional misconduct has occurred it is the responsibility of those in 
leadership (i.e. the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education) to offer assistance to fallen 
pastoral leaders in order to help them regain personal, spiritual and familial health. 
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In addition, where repentance has been demonstrated and to the degree that credibility has 
been regained, the possibility may exist for fallen pastoral leaders to be restored to a position 
of ministerial leadership as an accredited or recognized pastoral leader. (Footnote Galatians 
6:1-2) 

2.2 Nature of Pastoral Ministry 
For a proper understanding of the policy and guidelines set forth in this document, two things 
must be highlighted about the nature of the pastoral relationship. 

A. The pastoral relationship is built on trust. Where this trust is betrayed or compromised by 
professional misconduct, or even questioned by rumour, damage follows in all areas of
the church's ministry. Church members, counselees, colleagues and adherents must be
able to expect dependable pastoral oversight without the intrusion of professional
misconduct.

B. By virtue of education, ordination, recognition, title, status and/or reputation, the
pastoral leader is in a position to exert power. Therefore, no sexual liaison/contact
outside the marital relationship is proper, whether or not the pastoral leader is
functioning in a ministry role. Pastoral leaders must view themselves as holding their
professional status continually.

NOTE:  Pastoral leaders who are single must demonstrate discretion in any dating relationship. 

SECTION 2A:  EXERCISE OF PASTORAL MINISTRY REGARDING SAME SEX MARRIAGE 

Pastoral leaders accredited by the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches shall not officiate 
or co-officiate at a same-sex marriage ceremony. 

A complaint that a pastoral leader accredited by the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches 
has officiated or co-officiated at a same-sex marriage ceremony will be investigated by the 
Board of Ministerial Standards and Education according to the Board's protocol (Section 5-7). 
If the complaint is proven to be true, the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education will 
revoke his/her authorization by the Convention to perform marriages. The Board will also take 
appropriate disciplinary measures according to its protocol (Section 5.6), which could 
ultimately lead to the loss of the individual's standing as an accredited minister within our 
Convention. 
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SECTION 3:  CODE OF ETHICS 

3.1 Preamble 
The call to Pastoral Leadership is a high and sacred calling, expressed through a life of 
service and modelled after the life of Jesus Christ.  Implicit in the call to ministry are 
biblically-based prescriptions for relationships with God, His family and the world.  Jesus 
clearly and succinctly outlines the basis for Christian character and integrity in Mark 12:30-
31 when He summarizes the commandments:  “Love the Lord your God with all your heart 
and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength” [and] “Love your 
neighbour as yourself”  

Pastoral leaders recognized or accredited by the CABC, while not expected to be without 
fault, must maintain a high standard of integrity in the church, the home and the 
community (1 Timothy 3:2).  

3.2 Rationale 
Every Christian is ultimately accountable to God.  Those serving as pastoral leaders are also 
accountable to the local church(es), ministry or agency in which they serve. Because the BMSE has 
been mandated by the CABC to oversee all matters pertaining to ministerial credentials, all pastoral 
leaders within the CABC will be held accountable to this code of ethics. Written allegations of non-
compliance with the Code of Pastoral Ethics will only be considered by the BMSE when they are of 
such a serious nature that they fall with the definition of professional misconduct. (See the Protocol 
for Cases of Alleged Professional Misconduct).  

3.3 Pastoral Ethics 
Section 3.3 is written in the first person for strength of emphasis. 

3.3.1 Relationship with God 
Soul Care: 
Called as a servant of God to pastoral leadership (Matthew 4:19, Ephesians 4:11), I 
understand the primary importance of my relationship with Christ. This call is reflected in 
who I am in Christ, as well as in what I do.  

Therefore, I will seek God in humility and actively cultivate my relationship with Him 
through such spiritual disciplines as: 

• worship (Romans 12:1, Revelation 5:12-13, John 4: 23-24)
• study of the Word of God (II Timothy 3:16, Luke 11:28)
• prayer (Matthew 6:5, Luke 11:2-10)
• confession of sin (I John 1:9, James 5:16)
• repentance and a willingness to seek reconciliation (Acts 3:19, Luke 17:3)
• a willingness to forgive (Matthew 5:14-15, Matthew 6: 14-15)
• fellowship (I John 1: 3, 6, 7)
• sacrificial service (Philippians 2:1-11)
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Self Care: 
Seeking to be a vessel for God’s use, I will endeavour to: 

• put on the character of Christ (Romans 13:14, Colossians 3:1-17)
• maintain physical and mental wellness (1 Corinthians 6:19-20)
• be sexually pure (Ephesians 5:3, I Corinthians 6:18)
• practice sound financial management (1 Timothy 6:5-10, 2 Corinthians 9:6-7);
• be truthful (Ephesians 4:15)
• be a person of integrity (Ephesians 5:8-10, I Peter 1: 13-16)

3.3.2 Relationship within the Family Unit 
 The call to Christian ministry affects the whole family and not just the one called.  Thus, 
whether I am married or single, with children or without, I will strive to be sensitive to the 
needs of those in my household.  

As far as it depends on me, and as God enables me, my relationship with my spouse will be 
modelled after the sacrificial love of Christ.  I will uphold the vows of marriage and will 
honour the principle of mutuality, submitting to my spouse out of reverence for Christ 
(Ephesians 5:21-33).   

If I am married and have children, I will, together with my spouse, heed God’s clear 
instructions concerning my responsibility for the nurture and instruction of my children 
(Deuteronomy 6:4-7, Ephesians 6:1-4).  

3.3.3 Relationship With Those Among Whom I am Called to Serve 
When Dealing with a Search Committee: 

• I will candidate with only one church at a time;
• I will not knowingly compete with another pastor for a call;
• I will honestly present my strengths, weaknesses and challenges and will decline any call for 

which I am not suited.
While Serving:
Believing that God has called me to be a pastoral leader within the CABC, I will, in the power 
of the Holy Spirit:

• be a person of consistent Christian character and integrity;
• love the people whom God has called me to serve, ministering impartially to their

needs and refraining from behaviour that may be divisive;
• help the people of my congregation and/or in my care, to identify, develop, and use 

their spiritual gifts for ministry for the edification of the Body of Christ;
• endeavour to lead the congregation to practice evangelism, compassion and service 

to the community and the world;
• consider confidences as a sacred trust not to be divulged without consent of the

person involved, or unless there is danger to an individual, their family or society;
• be accountable to those whom I am called to serve, not using my position to exert

undue power or influence;
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• pray for the specific needs of those whom I am called to serve, as well as for needs
in the local community and broader society;

• avoid giving any impression that suggests that I am qualified beyond my level of
training, competence, and experience;

• act with integrity in all financial matters;
• responsibly exercise the freedom of the pulpit, speaking the truth of God’s Word in 

love and acknowledging any extensive use of material prepared by someone else;
• encourage the congregation to enjoy fellowship and ministry opportunities with

other churches, especially through the Association, Region and Convention;
• refrain from causing or using a conflict within the church I am presently serving to

plant a new church;
• Not use my influence to alienate my congregation, or any portion of it, from

support of the governing body(ies) of the congregation or from support of the
denomination.  If my convictions change from those held by those with whom I
minister, I will voluntarily resign my position, taking no person from the fellowship;

• Avoid any perception of conflict of interest, legal or otherwise, by holding no other 
elected office in the congregation I serve nor acting as a signing officer nor voting at 
any meeting of a congregational council, board or committee unless otherwise
authorized by the church. As a member of the congregation, I am permitted to vote 
at congregational business meetings.

When Resigning:
• I will give adequate notice, and will ensure that I deal fairly with the congregation

throughout my departure;
• I will encourage the congregation to be open to new directions under the guidance 

of the Holy Spirit;
• Recognizing that problems may be raised by my staying, if nonetheless I remain in

this congregation as a worshiper, I will neither say nor encourage any critical
remarks concerning my successor. Instead, I will affirm the pastor. I will see my role 
as a supportive and committed lay person, and will submit to the authority of
present congregational leadership.

3.3.4 Relationship with Colleagues in Christian Ministry 
In General: 
God calls various people to provide ministry in diverse ways and settings.  In submitting to 
God’s authority, 

• I will respect the ministries of pastoral colleagues as, together; we seek to fulfil the
Great Commission (Matthew 28:19-20) in the spirit of Matthew 22:37-39.

• Once I have left a particular ministry setting, I will respect the need of that
community of faith to bond with others who will serve them. I will not normally
participate in events such as weddings and funerals, or provide pastoral care which 
would normally be handled by the current pastor. If invited to so participate, I will
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only do so with the blessing of the current pastor. 
• I will not entertain or make use of criticisms of a predecessor or of another pastor

and will abide by the principles as outlined in Matthew 18:15-17 for resolving any
conflict.

• I will be supportive and caring of other pastors and will seek some form of peer
support and accountability.

 Within Pastoral Staff: 
As a member of a pastoral team, 

• I will act and speak with confidence in the other members of the team and will
communicate openly and respectfully with them;

• I will respect the corporate wisdom of the staff team;
• I will receive constructive criticism graciously and remain open to suggestions from 

other members of the team;
• When conflicts arise within the team, I will engage in due process with other team

members to seek resolution.

As a Senior Pastor, 
• I will encourage all staff members and allow them to excel in their work;
• I will assist each staff member to grow in the Christian life and ministry;
• I will allow other staff members to encourage my growth.

As an Associate Pastor, 
• I will support the leadership position of the Senior Pastor.  If circumstances change 

and I can no longer, in good conscience, support the Senior Pastor, I will either
resign or, if unethical or unprofessional conduct is involved, I will seek the counsel
of my Regional Minister.

3.3.5 Relationship with Association and Convention 
The principle of association is based on the belief that some ministries may be accomplished 
more effectively by combining the gifts and resources of a number of churches, than by 
churches working independently.  Insofar as any congregation I serve is a member of an 
Association of Churches, who together comprises the Convention of Atlantic Baptist 
Churches, I will: 

• be supportive of the mission and objectives of the Association and of the CABC;
• make every effort to work in harmony with the Officers, Council and pastors of the 

Association in which I serve and with the Officers, Council and Staff of the CABC and 
its agencies;

• consider my responsibilities in the Association/Convention as part of my ministry
duties and manage my time to include such involvement;

• promote the Association/Convention and related agencies to my congregation;
• Take advantage of opportunities provided through the Association, Region or

Convention, to fellowship with other Christian ministers and lay people and to
participate in a network of mutual accountability.

3.3.6 Relationship to Community 
God’s call to His church is to be salt and light (Matthew 5:13-16).  Each local congregation, 
under the servant leadership of the pastor and other Christian leaders, is the embodiment 
of Christ to the community in which it serves.  In order to be a witness of Christ’s love for all, 

• I will strive to have a positive and visible presence in the community;
• I will seek to understand the community and its history;
• I will seek to contribute to the life of the community beyond the church;
• I will also support, whenever possible, the broader fellowship of Christians within

the community, recognizing that my church is an interdependent part of the
universal church of Jesus Christ. Where I disagree with the view or position of
another pastor or church on a particular issue, whether theological, doctrinal, or
social, I will nonetheless remain committed to maintaining the bond of peace.

3.4 Church Ethics:  Congregation to Pastor Relationship 
The relationship between congregation and pastor is vital to the witness and ministry of any 
local church. While the BMSE has no authority over individual churches, we offer the 
following recommendations and urge congregations to honour the unique bond God 
intends for them to have with each pastor He provides. 

• The congregation will undergird their pastor, through prayer and encouragement,
in the discharge of all pastoral duties. The church will avoid comparison with other 
pastors, and will support the pastor in endeavours to witness to the Kingdom of
God through community and denominational service;

• The congregation will ensure that the pastor has adequate time for study,
continuing education experiences, and personal spiritual growth;

• The congregation will recognize the pastor’s need for physical, emotional, and
spiritual renewal by providing opportunities for weekly rest and annual vacation;

• The congregation will encourage the pastor to maintain wholesome marital and
family relationships.  They will respect the pastor’s family and place no expectations 
upon the family that they would not place upon themselves;

• The congregation will allow the pastor to exercise the freedom of the pulpit
responsibly, for the edification and instruction of the people of God;

• The congregational leadership will work together with the pastor in a relationship
of mutual accountability;

• The congregation will respect and honour the freedom of the pastor to be present
and give input at meetings of all standing and special committees, commissions,
boards, or assemblies convened by the congregation to transact congregational
business.  However, except for the meetings of the general membership, the pastor 
will not have voting rights (unless otherwise authorized by the church);

• At each stage of the process of preparing the Budget for the pastor’s salary, the
church will ensure the pastor has the full right to present his or her needs.
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SECTION 4:  POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR AMENDMENT OF THE DOCUMENT 

The policies and procedures developed by the BMSE may be amended from time to time in 
accordance with the following procedure: 

4.1 Amendments proposed by the BMSE 
(a) If the BMSE wishes to amend the policies and procedures, it shall:

(i) Give notice of its intention to amend the policies and procedures to all
persons holding credentials with CABC by regular mail or email. This notice 
shall include the actual amendment sought and notice of when the
amendment will be considered by the Board which shall be at least sixty
days after the date of the notice; and

(ii) Mail notice of the intended change to the policies and procedures to all
churches in the CABC.

(b) Any person wishing to comment on the intended change to the policies and
procedures may do so in writing to the Chair of the BMSE or may attend and speak 
to the proposed amendment at the BMSE Meeting identified in the notice.

(c) After hearing from all persons, if any, who wish to speak to the proposed
amendment and after considering all written submissions, if any, the BMSE shall
reach a decision concerning the proposed amendment and shall give notice of its
decision:
(i) By mail or email to all persons who hold credentials with the CABC and
(ii) By mail to all CABC churches.

(d) Any person wishing to appeal the BMSE decision to amend its policies and
procedures pursuant to this subsection may do so by giving a written notice to the
Chair of the BMSE within sixty days of the notice of the amendment in the policies
and procedures being sent to the Churches of the CABC.  If no such written appeal
is received by the Chair of the BMSE, the amendment shall be considered final and
binding.

(e) If a notice of appeal is received by the Chair of the BMSE within sixty days of the
notice being sent to the Churches of the CABC:
(i) The Chair of the BMSE shall pass the notice of appeal on to the President of 

the CABC for consideration by the Council of the CABC at its next scheduled 
meeting.  The President of the CABC shall, upon receipt of a notice of
appeal, request a written response from the Chair of the BMSE, which
response shall be copied to the person filing the notice of appeal.

(ii) The Council shall consider the notice of appeal at its next scheduled
meeting and shall permit both the person seeking to appeal the BMSE’s
decision and the Chair of the BMSE or designate to present oral
submissions to Council.
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(iii) If the Council elects not to disturb the decision of the BMSE to amend its
policies and procedures it shall advise the person who submitted the notice 
of appeal in writing but no further notice is required and the decision of
the Council is final and binding.

(iv) If the Council elects to vary or rescind the decision of the BMSE to amend
its policies and procedures the decision of Council is also be final and
binding. Notice of this decision of the Council shall be given as follows:
(a) By mail or email to all persons who hold credentials with the CABC 

and
(b) By mail to all CABC churches.

4.2 Amendments proposed by members of CABC churches or persons who hold or who have 
held credentials with the CABC 

(a) Any person who holds or who has held credentials with the CABC or any member of 
a CABC church may request that the BMSE amend its policies and procedures by
submitting a written notice of the requested amendment, together with the
reasons for the requested amendment, to the Chair of the BMSE.

(b) Upon receipt of the requested amendment the Chair of the BMSE shall notify the
person requesting the amendment that the requested amendment shall be
considered at the next scheduled meeting of the BMSE and invite the person
seeking the proposed amendment to attend that meeting to provide oral
submissions to the BMSE regarding the proposed amendment.

(c) After hearing from the person requesting the amendment, if that person wishes to 
address the BMSE, and after considering the written request for the amendment,
the BMSE shall reach a decision concerning the requested amendment.

(d) If the BMSE elects not to amend its policies and procedures it shall notify in writing
the person seeking amendment and shall give reasons as to why it chose not to
amend its policies and procedures.

(e) If the BMSE elects to amend it policies and procedures as a result of the request for
an amendment it shall give notice of its decision to amend;
(i) By mail or email to all persons who hold credentials with the CABC
and
(ii) By mail to all CABC churches.

(f) Any person wishing to appeal the BMSE’s decision to amend its policies and
procedures pursuant to this subsection may do so by giving a written notice to the
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Chair of the BMSE within sixty days of the notice being sent to the churches of the 
CABC.  If no such written appeal is received by the Chair of the BMSE within sixty 
days of the notice being sent to the churches, the change shall be considered final 
and binding. 

(g) If a notice of appeal is received by the Chair of the BMSE within sixty days of the
decision to amend its policies and procedures being sent to the churches of the
CABC;
(i) The Chair of the BMSE shall pass the notice of appeal on to the President of 

the CABC for consideration by the Council of the CABC at its next scheduled 
meeting.  The President of the CABC shall, upon receipt of a notice of
appeal, request a written response from the Chair of the BMSE which
response shall be copied to the person filing the notice of appeal.

(ii) The Council shall consider the notice of appeal at its next scheduled
meeting and shall permit both the person seeking to appeal the BMSE’s
decision and the Chair of the BMSE or designate to present oral
submissions to Council.

(iii) If the Council elects not to disturb the decision of the BMSE to amend its
policies and procedures it shall advise the person who submitted the notice 
of appeal in writing but no further notice is required and the decision of
the Council is final and binding.

(iv) If the Council elects to vary or rescind the decision of the BMSE to amend
its policies and procedures the decision of the Council is also final and
binding. Notice of this decision of the Council shall be given as follows;
(a) By mail or email to all persons who hold credentials with the CABC 

and
(b) By mail to all CABC churches.

4.3 A committee appointed by the BMSE shall review and propose revisions to the policies and 
procedures every three (3) years or as necessary. 
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GUIDELINES PERTAINING TO GRANTING OF PERMISSION TO PERFORM MARRIAGES 

1. Accredited Ordained Ministers (serving in churches, in chaplaincy, on staff, retired or not currently serving a
church) are automatically registered to perform marriages by this Convention through the Executive Minister
while on our list of accredited ordained ministers.

2. Ordained pastors whose credentials are not held by this Convention (but who are accredited and are in good
standing with another denomination) are registered because of serving one of our Baptist churches if they are
not already registered under another denomination. (Note: A copy of their ordination certificate and a letter of
good standing from their denomination must be provided.)

3. Non-ordained pastors in the ordination track: The following motion was passed at the 1988 Convention
Assembly to amend the 1970 motion: “Pastors in full time service who have held Association Licenses to
Minister for two years and have concurrently served two years in full time pastorates should be granted
licenses to perform marriage ceremonies. Full time is to be interpreted as 25 hours per week or more. This
privilege is to be accorded on a year to year basis.” The following motion was passed at the October 2011
meeting of the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education: “these pastors must hold licenses toward
ordination have met with the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education and have been approved as
Candidates for Ordained Pastoral Ministry.” (Notes: The Candidacy requirement is not retroactive. This
registration is “permanent” only so long as Candidacy, an Association License and a ministry placement remain
current; this privilege may be withdrawn if these requirements are not maintained.)

4. Non-ordained pastors who are ready to begin the year of Internship may be registered to perform marriages
once their Internship is arranged with the Supervisor, upon request to the Executive Minister’s office. In some
cases the Candidate may already be registered under #3 above.

5. Recognized Convention Lay Pastors: In June 2004 and October 2011 motions were passed to allow a Pastor to
be registered after being approved by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education as a Recognized
Convention Lay Pastor and after receiving a pastoral ministry placement in a local church. Both requirements
must be met before permission is granted.

Because of provincial government regulations, permission to perform marriages is automatically revoked when a pastor 
moves from the province in which he/she is registered. If a pastor moves to another Atlantic Canadian province, he/she 
will be registered in that province upon request to the Executive Minister’s office. 

Registration is on a permanent basis within the provinces of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island, until 
a pastor moves to another province. Pastors in Newfoundland must make their own arrangements with the government 
authorities. Ordained ministers not accredited by the Convention will cease to be registered when they are no longer 
serving a Convention church. It is the responsibility of the pastor to ensure that he/she is properly registered to perform 
marriages before performing a wedding and should contact the Executive Minister’s office to ensure that these 
arrangements are made. Those not registered may assist a pastor who is registered in performing a wedding ceremony, 
as arranged with the registered pastor.

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SCHOLARSHIPS AND BURSARIES AVAILABLE TO PASTORS AND STUDENTS 

Grants Administered by the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education 

Ebenezer Moulton Bursary 
This Bursary, named in honour of the first Baptist minister in Canada (1761), is valued at up to $1,000.00, the amount of 
the yearly grant or grants to be determined by the administrating body, which is the Board of Ministerial Standards and 
Education in consultation with the Dean of Theology. The Purpose of the bursary primarily is to enable qualified full time 
pastors of Convention Baptist Churches, who are married, to enter Acadia Divinity College to pursue work leading to a 
degree in theology. The bursary is awarded for one year. A person receiving it may be eligible for the succeeding year 
upon application, and an eminently qualified candidate may be given preference over others for successive granting at 
the discretion of the administrating body. 

Some service, not necessarily commensurate with the value of the award, will ordinarily be required of the successful 
candidate, the administrating body specifying the type and sphere of service. The grants will be made only when a 
candidate meeting the requirements can be found and surplus amounts will not be accumulative. At the discretion of the 
administrating body, when a candidate is given an amount less than the potential, another qualified candidate may be 
awarded the balance. 

Although the primary purpose of the bursary is to encourage married men, who are serving as full time pastors and who 
have not completed degree work to undertake studies to that end. Married men who are already in course at the 
Divinity College may be considered eligible in circumstances of special need, but they will have secondary precedence. 
The bursary shall be considered always as an educational aid and not as financial assistance to secondary interests. 

Bursaries to Pastors 
A grant up to $350.00 towards the cost of taking summer courses at Acadia Divinity College. Application should be made 
through the Executive Minister. 

A grant covering tuition fees in undertaking courses by correspondence from Acadia Divinity College is available to 
pastors working towards ordination. Applications should be made through the Executive Minister. 

Bursaries to Ministerial Students 
A grant based upon need and available funds may be available to qualified ministerial students undertaking regular 
pastoral education courses at Acadia Divinity College and Atlantic Baptist University. Application shall be made through 
the administrative officer of the respective College/University. 

Grants Administered by the UBWMU 

In recognition of substantial gifts to Acadia University by the United Baptist Woman's Missionary Union in 1923-28 and 
1952-57, bursaries totalling not more than $4,000.00 in any one academic year are available, on the recommendation of 
the UBWMU to women students at Acadia Divinity College. Bursaries are awarded first to young women preparing for 
overseas service with Canadian Baptist Ministries or to missionaries on home assignment who wish to pursue further 
studies at Acadia Divinity College; then bursaries may be available to young women enrolled in any ADC degree program. 
These latter awards are made by the UBWMU in consultation with the Principal or designate of ADC. 

A bursary amounting to $75.00, being the interest on a legacy bequeathed by Mrs. Jacob (Annie Bucknane) Smith of 
Saint John, NB, to the UBWMU, and held in trust by Acadia University, is available annually to a woman enrolled in one of 
the degree programmes at Acadia Divinity College. The award is made by the UBWMU in consultation with the Principal 
or designate of Acadia Divinity College. 
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MINUTES OF THE 169th ANNUAL ASSEMBLY (OASIS) 
of the  

Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches 
Acadia University, Wolfville, Nova Scotia, August 20-23, 2015 

Thursday Afternoon, August 20, 2015 

A Pastors Leadership Forum, with the theme, “Inside-Out: The Perils, Pitfalls, and Potential of the 
Church Engaging the World,” was led by Dr. Anna Robbins in the Auditorium at K. C. Irving Centre, 
Acadia University from 2:00 p.m. – 3:30 p.m. Dr. Peter Reid extended a warm welcome to everyone 
present, and introduced Dr. Robbins. A presentation of the Logos Bible Software was made by Greg 
Monette. A free copy of the software was given away. 

Thursday Evening, August 20, 2015 

Rally #1 commenced at 6:30 p.m. in University Hall with a video introduction called “Believer’s Creed.” 
Dr. Peter Reid extended a welcome to all in attendance, and introduced Mi’qmaw elder Agnes Potter 
from the Bear River First Nation who offered a word of welcome to Mi’qmaw land and a drum song. 

Worship was led by Fraser Campbell & Band of Victoria, BC, including the song “Build Your Kingdom 
Here” with actions led by Pastor Jennifer Smith. Dr. Peter Reid came to the podium to introduce Dr. Ray 
Ivany, President and Vice-Chancellor of Acadia University, who extended a warm welcome to the Acadia 
campus. A video-based ministry spotlight on Rooftop Community Church was played. A live ministry 
spotlight on Tidal Impact, with video, was given by Rev. Renée Embree and Rev. Adrian Gardner. 

Dr. Peter Reid introduced and offered prayer for keynote speaker, Dr. Ed Stetzer, and his message 
entitled, “Encouraging God’s People in Mission.” Ed is the Executive Director of LifeWay Research, a 
prolific author, and well-known conference and seminar leader. Stetzer has planted, revitalized and 
pastored churches; trained pastors and church planters on six continents; holds two masters degrees 
and two doctorates; and has written dozens of articles and books. 

Having shared the primary biblical text, 1 Peter 4:10-11, Ed stated that “the majority of God’s people are 
not engaged in God’s mission.” With various illustrations he showed how many Christians show up for 
church services and events, but fail to be engaged in God’s mission.  With a reference to John 20:21 he 
reminded those in attendance that Jesus said, “As the Father has sent me, I am sending you.”  He then 
developed his theme with four points from the primary biblical text. 

1. All have gifts (cf. 4:10a & 1 Corinthians 12:7)
2. God intends all to serve (cf. 4:10b & 1 Corinthian 12:18)
3. God empowers us for the glory of God and the good of people. (4:11a)
4. Bring glory to God (4:11b & Ephesians 4:11-13)

Ed concluded by noting that “service leads to unity;” and that we need to experience a transmissional 
church change from being consumers to being co-laborers.” 
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Rev. Kevin Vincent came to the podium to thank Dr. Stetzer for his challenging message, and to 
invite those present to present their evening offering. 

Fraser Campbell and Band sang while the evening offering was being received. 

Dr. Peter Reid explained that the Examining Council for Ordination met on Tuesday, August 18th and 
Wednesday, August 19th. The following Candidates, who were examined on their statements of faith and 
Christian commitment and are being recommended to their churches for ordination at their hands, were 
introduced, and a prayer offered for them, by Dr. Reid: 

Brent Clark – Senior Pastor of Grafton Baptist Church, Grafton, NB 
Carlos Concepcion – Director of Community Life, Union Street Atlantic Baptist Church, St. Stephen, NB 
Dustin Day – Associate Pastor, Florenceville Baptist Church, Florenceville, NB 
John Knight – Community Outreach Pastor, RiverCross Church (formerly Main Street Baptist), Saint John, NB 
Wanda Lawrence – Interim Senior Pastor, Victoria Road United Baptist Church, Dartmouth, NS and 
called as Senior Pastor effective September 7, 2015 
Craig Woodcock – Associate Pastor, Woodstock Baptist Church, Woodstock, NB 

Since Oasis 2014 one person has completed the process with the Board of Ministerial Standards and 
Education toward becoming a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor. She has completed the Lay Pastor 
Training Program and has successfully met with the Board of Ministerial Standards and Education on 
two occasions. At the recognition interview (which was requested by her church) she successfully 
defended her statement of faith.  Therefore, Jean Wood, Pastor of Spiritual Care at Immanuel Baptist 
Church, Truro, NS is now a Recognized Convention Lay Pastor. 

Since Oasis 2014 one person has completed his process with the Board of Ministerial Standards and 
Education toward recognition of his prior ordination; therefore, Rev. Kevin Matthews, Senior Pastor of 
The Point Church (formerly Newcastle Baptist), Miramichi, NB, is now an Accredited Ordained Minister 
of our Convention. 

Dr. Peter Reid invited people to take in tonight’s after-hours event: The 8:45 p.m. – 10:00 p.m. Executive 
Minister’s Kitchen Party at Fountain Commons with musical guest, Chelsea Amber. 

Mi’qmaw elder Agnes Potter closed the rally with the Lord’s Prayer in Mi’qmaw. 

Friday Morning, August 21, 2015 

Friday morning began with the 7:30 a.m. CABC President’s Breakfast in the Board Room, K. C. Irving 
Centre with CABC officers and denominational representatives in attendance. 

By 8:00 a.m. Rev. Dr. Frank Guinta led the group that gathered at the Manning Memorial Chapel in early 
morning prayers. 

By 8:45 a.m. in University Hall those present viewed a video opening called “YHWH.” Dr. Peter Reid, the 
Executive Minister, welcomed those present. Dr. Reid introduced and offered prayer for the devotional 
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speaker, Rev. Dr. Harry Gardner, President of Acadia Divinity College and Dean of Theology for Acadia 
University since January 2008. 

Dr. Gardner’s devotional message titled, “Jesus Christ: The Door,” was based on John 10:1-10. At the 
conclusion of his message, he challenged those present to view themselves as being gifted by God to 
serve with great liberty like the man who once was blind, but now can see.  He said, “You should be free 
to use the gifts that God has given.”

Rev. Michael A. Palmer, President, called the meeting to order at 9:20 a.m. and declared the business 
session of the 169th Annual Assembly of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches to be open, and led 
in an opening prayer. 

Rules of Order 
Rev. Michael A. Palmer called on the Executive Minister to read the Rules of Order.  Dr. Peter Reid read 
the General Operating Bylaw, APPENDIX B, RULES OF ORDER. 

Dr. Reid announced that cameras and recording devices are not permitted in the business sessions, and 
that the Vice-President, Mr. James Allison (Al) McIsaac, will be the time keeper. 

Appointment of Parliamentarian 
Rev. Michael A. Palmer called for a recommendation from the Executive Minister regarding the 
Parliamentarian. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Rev. Martin Zwicker that Mr. Dan Ingersoll be 
appointed by the Convention Assembly as the Parliamentarian for the business sessions of 
Oasis 2015.  Motion Carried. 

Rev. Michael A. Palmer invited Mr. Dan Ingersoll to the table. 

Adoption of Agenda and Reading of Minutes 
Rev. Michael A. Palmer informed the Assembly that he was prepared to entertain a motion to adopt the 
agenda. 

It was moved by Rev. Wayne Murphy and seconded by Mrs. Shannon Skafte that the agenda 
be adopted as presented.  Motion Carried. 

Rev. Michael A. Palmer requested direction from the Assembly regarding the reading of minutes, 
whether all items will be read or only action items. Rev. Palmer noted that in recent years, only action 
items have been read. 
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Ms. Martha Ross moved and Lic. Sarah Merrick seconded that only action items from today’s 
minutes are to be read at the next business session.  Motion Carried. 

Welcome to First Time Attendees and Visitors 
Rev. Michael A. Palmer extended a special welcome to First Time Attendees and Visitors and requested 
that they stand.  By applause they were welcomed.

Dr. Reid reminded the Assembly that Rev. Donald Dunn was appointed as Chief Scrutineer by the 
Assembly during the business session at the Assembly in 2014. 

Tabling of Reports 
Rev. Michael Palmer invited Dr. Peter Reid to comment regarding the Yearbook Reports. 

Dr. Reid indicated that the Yearbook Reports are accessible on the CABC website, and that the Yearbook 
has not been printed in its entirety for Assembly registrants in recent years.  Only those reports listed on 
the agenda are printed. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Rev. Randy Stanton that Yearbook Reports 
be tabled and taken up as occasion demands except those listed on the agenda and items 
arising out of the Convention Council, and that motions coming from that Council be put forth 
from time to time.  Motion Carried. 

Report of the Nominating Committee: Part A – Re: Vice Presidential Nominee 
Rev. Michael Palmer called on the Past President, Mrs. Goldye L. H. Smith, as Chair of the Nominating 
Committee, to present the Nominating Committee Report. 

Mrs. Goldye L. H. Smith, Nominating Committee Chairperson, explained why there is only one name 
presented on the ballot for Vice-President of the Convention. Mrs. Smith outlined that there should be 
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five names on the ballot and that the Nominating Committee contacted a number of Ordained Pastors 
from either Nova Scotia or Newfoundland and Labrador for this position. Once they completed their 
work, they were left with only one candidate. It was decided that this name would be presented to the 
Convention Assembly for their consideration. 

Rev. Michael Palmer reminded the delegates that any further nominations must have been in the hands 
of the Chair of the Nominating Committee or the Executive Minister no later than twelve (12) hours 
prior to the beginning of the annual Meeting of Members in accordance with the guidelines set forth in 
Section 8.04 (e) of the General Operating Bylaw.  He noted that there were no further nominations. 

Rev. Michael Palmer declared that with no other nominations having been received, Rev. 
Norman Pearce is the incumbent Vice-President by acclamation. 

Rev. Michael Palmer invited Rev. Norman Pearce and his wife, Shirley, to the platform.  After he 
welcomed them, Norman addressed those in attendance. The President then offered prayer for Norman 
and Shirley. 

Report of the Nominating Committee: Part B – Re: Boards and Committees 
Rev. Michael Palmer called on Mrs. Goldye Smith, Chair of the Nominating Committee, to present this 
report. 

Mrs. Goldye Smith informed the Assembly that no further nominations were received under the twelve-
hour rule.  She explained that in recent years the report has been presented as a whole. 

Mrs. Goldye Smith asked the Assembly “Are you agreed that the Nominating Report be presented as a 
whole?” 

The Assembly agreed that the Nominating Committee Report be presented as a whole.

It was moved by Mrs. Goldye Smith and seconded by Mrs. Rebecca Moore that the 
Nominating Committee Report be accepted as presented.  Motion Carried. 

Introduction of President-Elect, Canadian Bible Society Presentation, and Prayer 
Mrs. Goldye Smith invited Mr. James Allison (Al) McIsaac, President-Elect, and his wife, Mary, to the 
podium to be recognized by the Assembly. 

Mrs. Goldye Smith invited Mrs. Shirley Giberson, the Canadian Bible Society Representative, to present 
the incoming President with a Bible. Mrs. Giberson spoke briefly and presented the Bible to Mr. 
McIsaac. 

Rev. Michael Palmer offered prayer for Mr. McIsaac and his wife, Mary. 

Treasurer’s Report/2014 Audited Financial Statements/Auditors 
Rev. Michael Palmer called on Mr. Daryl MacKenzie, Director of Operations, to give the Treasurer’s 
Report and to present the 2014 Audited Financial Statements as printed in the Book of Business.  This 
was done. 
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It was moved by Mr. Daryl MacKenzie and seconded by Rev. Carl Price that the audited 
Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches Financial Statements, December 31, 2014, be adopted 
as presented.  Motion Carried. 

Rev. Michael Palmer called on Mr. Daryl MacKenzie to make a recommendation to appoint auditors for 
the coming year. 

It was moved by Mr. Daryl MacKenzie and seconded by Lic. Sarah Merrick that Teed, 
Saunders, Doyle and Co. Chartered Accountants be appointed as the auditors for the fiscal 
year 2015.  Motion Carried. 

Proposed 2016 CABC Budget Presentation 
The President, Rev. Michael Palmer, invited the Vice-President, Mr. James Allison (Al) McIsaac, to 
assume the Chair. 

Rev. Michael Palmer presented the proposed 2016 CABC Budget. 

It was moved by Rev. Michael Palmer and seconded by Rev. Dale Greer that the proposed 
2016 CABC Budget in the amount of $2,376,218 be adopted as presented. 

Mr. Daryl MacKenzie responded to several questions, listened to opinions expressed and gave an update 
on the current status of the CABC finances.  When the question was called, Mr. J. Allison McIsaac 
conducted the vote and declared the Motion Carried.  

The President, Rev. Michael Palmer, reassumed the Chair. 

Introduction of new Associate Executive Minister 
Rev. Michael Palmer called on Dr. Peter Reid, Executive Minister, to introduce Rev. Kevin Vincent, the 
newest Associate Executive Minister, and his wife Sandra. When Kevin and Sandra had reached the 
platform Dr. Peter Reid expressed appreciation for Kevin’s continuing ministry as part-time Senior 
Minister with the Atlantic Community Church in both Apohaqui and Hampton, NB, and his willingness to 
assume his new part-time responsibilities as an Associate Executive Minister who is the Director of the 
Centre for New Congregations for our Convention.  Dr. Reid offered prayer for Rev. Kevin Vincent and 
his family. 

Farewell to Rev. Adrian Gardner 
At the request of Dr. Peter Reid, Rev. Renée Embree, Director of Youth and Family Ministries, came to 
the platform with Rev. Adrian Gardner whom she thanked for his good work with the CABC as the 
Associate Director of Youth & Family Ministries. She wished him God’s blessing as he, Nicole and their 
family move to Ontario so that he may serve as the Global Discipleship Facilitator with Canadian Baptist 
Ministries beginning September 1, 2015. Dr. Peter Reid offered prayer for Adrian and his family. 
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Prayer Circles and Break 
Rev. Michael Palmer requested that the Assembly gather in groups of two, three or four persons to pray, 
and then to have a break and return for further business at 10:30 a.m. 

Crandall University Presentation 
Rev. Michael Palmer called on the team from Crandall University to give the Crandall University 
Presentation. Mrs. Sheila Cummings, a member of the Crandall University Board of Governors, 
highlighted Dr. Bruce Fawcett’s exceptional leadership, the growth in the student body, a growing and 
thriving chapel program with students coming to Christ, the athletic programs, and the achieving of a 
balanced operating budget. She reminded the body that all Crandall University funding comes from 
private sources, not from public funds. 

Dr. Bruce Fawcett emphasized the university’s purpose: “Transforming lives through quality university 
education firmly rooted in the Christian faith.” He also referenced a number of additional changes and 
highlights, including the appointment of Dr. John Stackhouse, Jr., as the Samuel J. Mikolaski Professor of 
Religious Studies and Dean of Faculty Development effective July 1, 2015. Dr. Fawcett invited available 
faculty and staff members, as well as Board of Governors members to join him on the platform so he 
could introduce them. 

Dr. Robert Knowles, Vice-President for Advancement, concluded the presentation with a prayer of 
thanksgiving. 

Discussion and Vote on the Sale of the Convention Office Building 
Rev. Michael Palmer invited Mr. James Allison (Al) McIsaac, Vice-President to take the Chair. 

Rev. Michael Palmer invited all of the Convention Council members to assemble behind him on the 
platform.  President Palmer read the following prepared statement to the Convention delegates 
regarding the rationale for the proposed sale of the building at 1655 Manawagonish Road, Saint John, 
NB: 

CABC OFFICE BUILDING SALE RATIONALE 

Background and rationale for the sale of the Convention office building and moving the office to 
Moncton New Brunswick: 

The Convention family took a great step of faith over 30 years ago when it built our current offices and 
opened the building in 1980. In 2012, the Council of Convention began to discuss the viability of the 
present office building in Saint John. There were numerous factors considered. The building has served 
the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches well for more than thirty years but is showing signs of aging 
and has a number of serious issues to be addressed. All of the windows and doors need to be replaced. 

There have been air quality issues over the years and a great deal of money has been spent attempting 
to address these difficulties. The building is not wheelchair or handicap accessible posing a real problem 
for variously-abled people who are unable to advance beyond the reception area of the first floor. The 
building, which is approximately 15,000 sq. ft. in size, is also much larger than really necessary. In 
addition, travel costs are continuing to increase and Saint John is no longer a convenient and central 
location to connect with our entire constituency. In the course of deliberations the question was asked; 
“If we were starting with a clean slate, is this the building we would build and is this the location we 
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would build it?” 

Council decided it was extremely important to study the matter carefully and get professional help. Two 
separate engineering studies were completed on our current facilities and detailed information along 
with several proposals, were presented to Council in September of 2014. The findings of these reports 
concluded that it would cost well in excess of $500,000 to renovate and repair our current building to 
bring it to code and make it a safe and accessible building for the future. 

As Council discussed these issues it became evident that a more central location would be wise 
especially if it were in partnership with one of our sister organizations and could provide synergy both 
with staff and ongoing business costs. Council discussed moving to Moncton in general and Crandall 
University in particular for a number of reasons. First of all, Moncton is a central location from which 
staff would be able to fan out to most of the major points in Atlantic Canada. Moncton airport is close 
by and offers greater flexibility and additional carriers with more flights to more destinations than the 
Saint John Airport. 

Crandall’s location is also ideal because of its proximity to a major highway with hotels, restaurants, 
campus housing and other amenities available to groups that come for meetings, seminars, conferences, 
etc. In discussion with Dr. Bruce Fawcett and after inspecting facilities at Stultz Hall it is believed that 
leasing office space in one of Crandall’s buildings is an incredibly good option. When Stultz Hall was built 
the university deliberately “overbuilt” foreseeing growth and future options. What this could mean is 
that the CABC would not have to build its own building or carry a mortgage and would be able to 
mitigate some of the risk incurred in building ownership, in the foreseeable future. A lease arrangement 
with Crandall would mean the CABC would be able to take advantage of facilities, parking, snow 
removal, utilities, custodial services, services, etc. on an ongoing basis. 

One of the complexities in relocating the CABC office is our current human resources. The Council 
recognized that not everyone would be prepared to make the move to Moncton. Included in a potential 
relocation would be a plan to mitigate the effects on our current human resource capital.  Steps would 
be taken to work out arrangements in a fair and equitable way with any staff affected by a future move. 

After a great deal of discussion, prayer and debate concerning the various options, Council arrived at a 
series of decisions at its September 2014 meetings. Knowing full well these recommendations must 
come to the delegates at Oasis to be voted on Council passed the following motions: 

1. Considering the circumstances of the building at 1655 Manawagonish Road, Saint John, New
Brunswick, we recommend the building be sold.

2. Considering the result of the studies on the present premises Council recommends that we
move to a more central location.

3. That the Executive Minister pursues a possible lease agreement for office space with Crandall
University.

In speaking of the possible move, Rev. Mike Palmer, CABC President commented, “We all know that 
there are many challenges for the local church in todays’ culture. Dwindling numbers, tighter budgets 
and buildings that present many challenges seem to be at the top of the list. Yet, in the midst of it all, 
there is a sense of excitement and anticipation of what the Lord is doing in Atlantic Canada. Council is 
thrilled about the 2025 goals that our Executive Minister, Dr. Peter Reid and his team are striving for. 
We feel that this potential move will greatly assist our leadership in reaching these goals. We also see 
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the sale of the office building in Saint John, and relocating to a more central area, as a key step in 
supporting the work of the local church.” 

Mr. James Allison (Al) McIsaac invited the delegates to turn to page 11 of the Book of Business, which 
states: 

MOTION OF MEMBERS OF THE CONVENTION OF 
ATLANTIC BAPTIST CHURCHES 

Whereas the Council of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches has determined that given the 
age, condition and location of the Convention owned property at 1655 Manawagonish Road, Saint 
John, New Brunswick that the investment of Convention money to maintain and where necessary 
upgrade the Manawagonish Road property is not responsible stewardship of the funds entrusted to 
the Convention. 

The Council of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches shall move or cause to be moved the 
following motion: 

The President went on to read the four part motion and then explained that the Delegates could deal 
with the motion as a single unit with four parts, or they could consider a motion for each part. 

Mr. McIsaac sought the will of the Assembly, asking, “Are you agreed that the Motion be voted upon as 
one four-part motion?” 

 The Assembly agreed that the Motion be voted upon as one four-part motion. 

It was duly moved by Rev. Michael Palmer and seconded by Rev. Marshall Thompson that: 

1. the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches (the “Convention”) be and is hereby authorised
and directed to sell its real property situate at 1655 Manawagonish Road, Saint John, New
Brunswick (the “Property”) at a price and upon such terms as the Council of Convention
(the “Council”), in their opinion, considers appropriate.

2. Following the sale of the Property that the head office of the Convention which was
formally located at Property be relocated to such a location as Council, in their opinion,
consider to be necessary or advisable.

3. following the sale of the Property that Council be and is hereby authorised and directed to
enter into such leasing arrangements in respect of a location to serve as the head office of
the Convention at a price and upon such terms as Council, in their opinion, consider to be
necessary or advisable.

4. Council be and is hereby authorized and directed to do all acts and things, and to execute
and deliver, whether under the corporate seal of the Convention or otherwise, all
documents and instruments in writing which may, in their opinion, be necessary or
advisable to give full force and effect to the foregoing.
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The Vice-President opened the floor for discussion of the motion, and several delegates did address the 
motion and had their questions addressed and their opinions heard.  The following amendments were 
dealt with: 

It was moved by Rev. Jamie MacArthur and seconded by Rev. Robert Nickerson that the word 
“head” (“head office”) be struck from parts 2 and 3 of the Motion. Motion Carried. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Mrs. Jan McGuire that the word “main” 
(“main office”) be added to parts 2 and 3 of the Motion. Motion Carried. 

The Main Amended Motion was carried. 

The President, Rev. Michael Palmer, reassumed the Chair. 

Notice of intent to give a Notice of Motion regarding proposed changes to the Regulations Concerning 
the Ministry and launch of the Lay Leader Certificate Program 
Rev. Michael Palmer explained to the delegates that a “Notice of Motion will be prepared in early 2016” 
(cf. p. 13 Book of Business), and as such there will be no discussion or vote at this time. This item will 
come to Oasis for discussion and vote in 2016 [on the basis of the 180 day rule (cf. 17.02(b)]. 

The President invited Dr. Garth Williams to introduce and explain the Rationale for the Joint Notice from 
the Council of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches and the Board of Ministerial Standards and 
Education regarding proposed changes to update and bring clarification to the language of the 
Regulations Concerning the Ministry and to launch the Lay Leader Certificate Program in place of the Lay 
Pastor Training Program. 

Dr. Williams acknowledged the Lay Pastor Training Program, its impact, and all involved. He invited 
current and past students, instructors, mentors, and host churches to stand for appropriate recognition. 

Dr. Williams presented the following statements of rationale as printed in the Book of Business, pages 
12-13: 

1. Rationale for the Proposed Change from the Lay Pastor Training Program to the Certificate in Lay
Leadership (to be granted by Acadia Divinity College)

Initially, the Lay Pastor Training Program was implemented to meet the pressing need to provide 
theological training for lay-people serving in our churches as bi-vocational pastors and as such could not 
leave their physical location for seminary training in Wolfville. 

An audit of the Lay Pastor Training Program polling both teachers and students revealed two related 
observations: 

1. After the first few years there was a noticeable shift in the typical student who enrolled in the
program. Fifty percent of graduates did not pursue appearing before the Board of Ministerial
Standards & Education. The assumption was that these individuals attended the Lay Pastor
Training Program to sharpen their ministry understanding for the purpose of serving as a lay
person in their local church ministry rather than serving as a lay pastor. While this was true,
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conversely, some who became Recognized Convention Lay Pastors were later called to a local 
church in a full-time capacity, which was never an intention of the program, and for which 
seminary training would be the preferred course. 

2. Secondly, the teaching was described as, “a mile wide and an inch deep”. While not a
criticism of the individual instructors it was a reflection on the broad scope the program
attempted to incorporate and the limited amount of time available to cover the material.

Along with these observations regarding the Lay Pastors Program, it is also important to note that there 
are new dynamics within the context of formal education at both our university (Crandall) and seminary 
(Acadia Divinity College) that need to be highlighted. 

• First, the new Crandall-Acadia Bachelor of Theology partnership is an excellent theological
training program for lay workers as well as for those who intend to go on to seminary training
for pastoral ministry.

• Second, delivery of theological training by Acadia Divinity College has significantly changed
over the last few years. With both the New Brunswick Extension and “virtual seats”,
individuals seeking theological training do not need to relocate to take advantage of the
expertise of our seminary.

• Third, our seminary recognizes the need for theological training, not only for our pastors but
also for our lay people. ADC sees theological training as something for everyone. Their robust
MA program is one of the indicators of this focus.

We have entered a day in which theological training is much easier to access from our Seminary, 
emphasized by the expansion of ADC’s mission to train our lay people. The Board of Ministerial 
Standards and Education and the Council of the CABC, as joint movers of this motion, are seeking to 
utilize the expertise that we already have at our Seminary as a vehicle for training our lay people and 
potential lay leaders through a new initiative, the Certificate in Lay Leadership. 

The proposed program will provide strong exposure to biblical and theological thinking that will equip 
the student with tools to continue learning beyond the classroom. For those who believe that God is 
calling them to leadership beyond their own local churches, the CABC may offer some type of listing, yet 
to be determined, to help facilitate this. Those seeking to pastor a church would be better served by 
studying in a degree program at Acadia designed with that goal in mind. The list of Recognized 
Convention Lay Pastors will remain as it is for now, with the understanding that the credentials of those 
not serving in a pastoral capacity will lapse after five years, in keeping with the Regulations. 

2. Rationale for Amending the Regulations Concerning the Ministry

Amendments to the Regulations Concerning the Ministry were last made in August 2009. The necessity 
for the proposed new amendments to the Regulations has arisen because: 

• the CABC has undergone a number of changes in its organizational structure,
• changes have occurred in the offering of seminary and lay training, and
• Our professional misconduct investigative process has been modified.
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A notice of motion will be prepared in early 2016 with specific recommended amendments and will be 
made available to the constituency. The CABC will provide an avenue to receive feedback on the notice. 
Amendments to the notice may be brought to Oasis in August 2016. 

Call for Motions under the 24-Hour Rule 
Rev. Michael Palmer reminded the body of the 24-Hour Rule and asked whether there were any 
additional motions to be presented to the Assembly. 

Dr. Peter Reid indicated that there were no additional motions to be presented to the Assembly at this 
time. 

The President proceeded to the next item of business. 

Adoption of Reports 
Rev. Michael Palmer called on the Executive Minister for direction regarding the remaining reports in 
the 2015 Yearbook. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Mrs. Alma Johnson-Tynes that all reports not 
adopted be lifted from the table.  Motion Carried. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Rev. David DuBois that all remaining reports 
found in the 2015 Yearbook and any that have been distributed be adopted.  Motion Carried. 

Permission for Council to Adopt Remaining Minutes 
Rev. Michael Palmer requested permission (by motion) from the Assembly for the Council to adopt the 
minutes for today’s meeting. 

It was duly moved by Rev. Sterling Gosman and seconded by Mrs. Wendy DuBois that the 
CABC Council be granted permission to adopt the 2015 Assembly Minutes.  Motion Carried. 

Date and Location of Assembly 2016 
Rev. Michael Palmer invited the Executive Minister to present a motion concerning the 2016 Assembly. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Rev. Dale Greer that the 2016 Annual 
Assembly be held at Crandall University in Moncton, New Brunswick from August 25-28, 2016. 
Motion Carried. 

Dr. Peter Reid announced that Dr. Anna Robbins has been confirmed as the keynote speaker for Oasis 
2016. 

Appointment of Chief Scrutineer for Assembly 2016 
Rev. Michael Palmer invited the Executive Minister to address the matter of Chief Scrutineer for the 
2016 Annual Assembly. 

It was moved by Dr. Peter Reid and seconded by Dr. Moses Adekola that Rev. Donald Dunn be 
appointed the Chief Scrutineer for the 2016 Annual Assembly.  Motion Carried. 
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Appreciation of Help 
Rev. Michael Palmer expressed appreciation on behalf of the Delegates to all those who helped with the 
Oasis 2015 program. 

Adjournment of Business Session and Prayer 
The Executive Minister, Dr. Peter Reid, reported that the number of participants duly registered for 
Oasis 2015 was 788: 477 delegates, 229 visitors, 32 youth, 39 kids, and 11 in the nursery. 

Dr. Reid offered a prayer of healing for former AUBA Pastor, Blair Grosse, who is currently in hospital in 
Vancouver, BC. 

Rev. Michael Palmer and Dr. Peter Reid together reminded the delegates of the remaining program 
options. 

The President sought a motion to adjourn the business session of the 169th Annual Convention Assembly 
(Oasis). 

It was moved by Mr. George Powell and seconded by Rev. David DuBois that the Business 
Sessions be adjourned.  Motion Carried at 11:48 a.m. 

The President then closed this session in prayer. 

Friday Afternoon, August 21, 2015 

At 12:00 p.m., the Crandall University Alumni & Friends gathered in the K. C. Irving Centre for a BBQ. 

After lunch, Dr. Stephen McMullin introduced Ministry in Motion Dance Academy whose members 
performed in University Hall from 2:00 – 2:45 p.m. Under the direction of Pastor Jennifer Smith, the 
Academy’s mission is, “To reach out to children and youth who do not know Jesus and through dance 
teach them about who they are to God and how to worship and praise him through this art form.” 

By 3:15 p.m. people assembled in University Hall until 4:30 p.m. for The Exchange: Oasis Edition with Ed 
Stetzer. During the Q&A session, Ed addressed pre-submitted questions that Dr. Peter Reid raised with 
him. 

At 5:00 p.m., the Acadia Divinity College Alumni & Friends gathered in the Garden Room of the K. C. 
Irving Centre for a celebration of education and fiscal generosity, and for individual boxed dinners. 

Friday Evening, August 21, 2015 

Rally #2 commenced at 6:30 p.m. in University Hall with a live ministry spotlight on the Syrian refugee 
crisis. Rev. Paul Carline, CABC Director of Intercultural Ministries, presented a promotional video and 
interviewed Gordon & Carol Hay and Rev. Mark Reece, all being members of “Paradise Refugee 
Support” of the Paradise United Baptist Church, Paradise, NS. 

Dr. Peter Reid extended a welcome to all in attendance. Worship was led by Fraser Campbell & Band, 
including the song “My Lighthouse” with actions led by Pastor Jennifer Smith. Following a video called, 
“Unlike Christ,” Dr. Peter Reid came to the podium to introduce and offer a prayer for keynote speaker, 
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Dr. Ed Stetzer, and his message entitled, “5 Factors of a Disciple.” 

Having read the primary biblical text, Philippians 2:12-15, Ed reminded his listeners that a disciple is a 
follower; and is also a participant in the life and ministry of the one who is being followed.  He then 
went on with many fascinating illustrations (including his daughters “Little Donnie,” “Little Eddy,” and 
“Little Mystery”) to develop the following five factors of a disciple: 

1. Persistent faithfulness (cf. 2:12a) as illustrated by people who are:
a. Personally living for Christ;
b. Engaged in spiritual formation;
c. Daily reading the Bible - which is a key to spiritual growth.

2. Intentional efforts (cf. 2:12b-13) Remembering that gospel shares what Jesus did, and keeping in
mind that grace is opposed “to earning” not “to effort;” therefore, continue to study God’s
Word under the influence of the Holy Spirit in order to gain a fuller appreciation of your
salvation, for God continues to be at work in his people.

3. Radical Reliance on God (cf. 2:13; 1:6 & Ephesians 2:8-10) Realizing:
a. That God starts and maintains a disciple’s life in Christ;
b. That participation in small group Bible study is important.

4. Christ-like Transformation (cf. 2:13-14)
a. Look like Jesus
b. Act like Jesus
c. Engage in spiritual disciplines like Jesus

5. Open and Obvious Difference (cf. 2:15)
a. Since we also live in a perverted and corrupt culture that is moving in a different

direction, “be aware that the darker the culture, the brighter our light.”
b. “You shine like stars in the universe as you hold out the word of life” (cf. Philippians

2:15b-16a).
c. “When people see people changed by Christ, people are likely to choose Christ.”
d. “Intentional engagement of your neighbors is vital.”
e. “You lead what you live.”

Ed concluded by emphasizing the importance of engaging God’s people in spiritual growth. 

Rev. Cheryl Ann Beals came to the podium to thank Dr. Stetzer for his challenging message and to invite 
those present to present their evening offering. 

Fraser Campbell and Band sang while the evening offering was being received. 

Terry Smith, Deputy Executive Director & Director of International Partnerships, and Jennifer Lau, 
Director of Global Discipleship & Canadian Engagement for CBM, assembled on the platform to give the 
Canadian Baptist Ministries Presentation. 

A concluding worship song was led by Fraser Campbell and Band. 

Dr. Peter Reid invited to the platform Rev. Dr. Joao Matwawana. Joao and his wife, Nora, provided 
leadership for Canadian Baptist Ministries in Africa for 10 years. He currently works as a conflict 
management consultant and lives in Lower Sackville, NS. Rev. Dr. Matwawana offered a Benediction in 
Kikongo. 

The invitation to the 8:45 – 10:00 p.m. after-hours events was given by Dr. Peter Reid. These included a 
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Canadian Baptist Ministries Reception in the K. C. Irving Centre, and an Oasis Café with Sonlight 
Ministries in the Fountain Commons. 

Saturday Morning, August 22, 2015 

By 8:00 a.m. Rev. Dr. Frank Guinta led the group that gathered at the Manning Chapel for early morning 
prayers. 

Rally #3 commenced at 8:45 a.m. in University Hall with a video opening called, “The Skinny on Truth & 
Grace.” Fraser Campbell issued a call to worship, and together with his Band led a time of worship. 

Rev. Dr. Lois Mitchell, CABC Director of Public Witness & Social Concern, and Rev. Paul Carline, CABC 
Director of Intercultural Ministries, offered a live ministry spotlight on the Truth & Reconciliation 
Commission. A video, “Churches Helping Churches,” was presented on the role of St. George Baptist 
Church, NB in supporting Rev. Darren Millett and New Life Community Church, in Hatchet Lake, NS. A 
live ministry spotlight on Northern Cross Community Church, Happy Valley-Goose Bay, NL was hosted by 
Rev. Greg Jones, CABC Associate Executive Minister, who interviewed Revs. Jonathan & Kim Beers, the 
pastoral couple. 

Dr. Peter Reid introduced and offered prayer for keynote speaker, Dr. Ed Stetzer, and his message 
entitled, “The Commissions of Jesus.” The commissions of Jesus remind us “what we are all about, we 
are mission minded.” Ed gave a biblical text for each point: 

1. We are sent (cf.  Isaiah 6:8). Ed drew attention to the three stained glass window panels above
the altar in the Manning Memorial Chapel.  He drew attention to the third panel with an image
of Silas Rand who had devoted himself to translating the Bible into the language of the Micmac
(now Mi’kmaq).  Just as Silas Rand was called to serve, so “we are called to be on mission.”
Consider also the image in the first panel of a hot coal against the lips of a man, and remember
Isaiah 6:1-8.

2. To all different kinds of people (cf. Matthew 28:18-20).  Ed’s illustration of the waffle helped his
listeners appreciate that local churches may be radically different while still being an expression
of the church where Jesus Christ is Lord, and the Great Commission is exercised.

3. With a message (cf. Luke 24:46-48). There are all kinds of churches where mission is central and
witness is given to Jesus as Saviour and Lord.

4. Empowered by the Holy Spirit (cf. Acts 1:6-8). As Ed stated so clearly the fact is that biblically
“church is not a room of customers.” He reminded his audience that “People never change until
the pain of staying the same is greater than the pain of change.”  He pointed out that “Gospel
proclamation is resisted by people.”  “Nevertheless,” he said, “We are called to be on mission
with Jesus.”  He concluded his final message with this question: “Will you be the people who
say, ‘YES,’ to being on mission with Jesus?”

Dr. Peter Reid came to the podium to thank Dr. Stetzer for his challenging message, and to present him 
with a gift bag of Maritime treats. A hearty standing applause was offered by those present. 

A concluding set of worship songs was led by Fraser Campbell and Band. 

Dr. Peter Reid invited to the platform Samuel Auler. Samuel is a student at Acadia Divinity College 
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earning a Master of Arts in New Testament. He is also a worship leader. Samuel offered a Benediction in 
both Portuguese and Spanish. 

Dr. Peter Reid informed those present that a short break would proceed the next session: “When you 
hear the music, come back in.” 

At 10:55 a.m. Fraser Campbell & Band offered a worship song for gathering. 

As no additional family business was required, a series of Ministry Highlights was offered: 

Rev. Cheryl Ann Beals, CABC Director of Clergy Formation & Health, spoke on “Emotionally Healthy 
Spirituality” and made it known that a discounted membership rate is available from Goodlife Fitness for 
pastors. 

Rev. Renée Embree, CABC Director of Youth & Family Ministries, spoke on Child Abuse Response & 
Prevention. 

Rev. Dr. Harry Gardner gave a passionate update on the Ministry of Acadia Divinity College. 

A video highlighting the CABC’s “Three Centres” was played:  

Centre for New Congregations – to encourage and train individuals and churches to engage in 
mission and evangelism;  
Centre for Congregational Renewal – to encourage and equip churches to help make the shift 
toward revitalization and resurrection; and  
Centre for Leadership Development – to develop leaders through training opportunities, 
promoting formation and wellness, and providing tools to respond to cultural trends. 

Dr. Peter Reid concluded the session by inviting those present to attend the afternoon events.

The afternoon began at 2:00 p.m. with attendees having the opportunity to assemble in University Hall 
for a Concert featuring the East Preston Baptist Church Youth Choir. 

Between 3:15 and 4:30 p.m. a variety of Seminars were offered in various rooms in the Beveridge Arts 
Centre (BAC). 

By 4:30 p.m. folk could have supper at the Wheelock Dining Hall. Those who were being honoured for 
specific anniversaries of their ordination were invited to attend an Ordination Milestone Leadership 
Dinner in Clark Commons. These persons were each presented with a copy of Nearing Home: Life, Faith, 
and Finishing Well by Billy Graham.

Saturday Evening, August 22, 2015

“How Do We Grow?” 
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Dr. Peter Reid extended a welcome to all in attendance. Dr. Reid acknowledged having shared the 
annual “Ordination Milestone Leadership Dinner” today with a number of our Convention’s veteran 
pastors.

Worship was led by Fraser Campbell & Band. A video-based ministry spotlight on eXpendable, a new 
musical about sex trafficking in North America under the leadership of Rev. Joanna Doak, was played. 

Dr. Peter Reid came to the podium to introduce and offer a prayer for the evening’s speakers: Rev. Kevin 
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Vincent, CABC Associate Executive Minister and Senior Pastor of Atlantic Community Church, Apohaqui 
and Hampton, NB; and Rev. Rob Nylen, Senior Pastor of RiverCross Church, Saint John, NB. 

Revs. Vincent and Nylen shared a message entitled, “Creating a Culture for God to Move.” Kevin Vincent 
concluded the presentation with a powerful challenge centred on the question, “Can we be them?” He 
said: “Someday, I want generations to look back and say, ‘Can we be them?’ I want the ‘them’ that 
they’re talking about to be us. . . . I want them to look back in a few generations, or in another 
generation, and look back to this generation and say, ‘Can we be them? Because they made a difference 
in this community.’ Are we willing to choose the pain of change and leave a legacy in our communities?”

By 8:00 a.m. Rev. Dr. Frank Guinta led the group that gathered at the Manning Chapel for early morning 
prayers. 

Between 8:45 and 10:00 a.m. a variety of Seminars were offered in various rooms in the Beveridge Arts 
Centre (BAC). 

Rally #5 commenced at 10:30 a.m. in University Hall with a slideshow featuring photos of the Oasis 2015 
week by Rev. Al Kirkbride. A video-based ministry spotlight on Oasis Youth called “It all began here!” was 
played. 

Dr. Peter Reid extended a welcome to all in attendance, and introduced Alexander (Sasha) Cheprosov, 
Youth Pastor of Forest Hills United Baptist Church, Saint John, NB, who offered an opening prayer in 
Russian. 

Dr. Reid shared with those present that there would be no offering received for already $11,360 had 
been contributed.  However, those who had come prepared to provide an offering were encouraged to 
leave their offering in an envelope with a Convention staff member at the table in the foyer when they 
left the auditorium. 

Dr. Reid explained the practice of observing a Memorial Moment for Deceased Clergy, and invited those 
present, as one is able, to stand as the names and pictures of the thirteen accredited persons who had 
died since the 2014 Convention Assembly appeared on the screen.

Following a time of silence, Fraser Campbell & Band led those assembled in worship music. 

Rev. Michael Palmer, CABC President, introduced and offered prayer for the speaker, Dr. Peter Reid, 
CABC Executive Minister, and his message entitled, “153 Reasons to be Hopeful!” 

Peter Reid welcomed those who were viewing Rally #5 via Live Stream, and also welcomed the Atlantic 
Baptist Youth who chose to attend this Rally. Peter then read the morning lesson from John 21:1-14. 

He shared a memory of a trip to the Holy Land when his tour group stayed overnight in Nazareth, but 
they were scheduled to move on early the next morning.  Since he was determine to dip his feet in the 
Sea of Galilee he got up very early and walked to the shore of Galilee with his Bible in hand and as the 
sun brought light to the sea and land he read John 21 and dipped his feet in the frigid water and 
watched as two fishermen passed by in their boat with nets on board ready to go fishing. 

When Simon Peter declared, “I’m going fishing!” (cf. John 21:3a) he was weighed down with many 
concerns; however, his friends were quick to declare, “We’ll go with you!” (cf. John 21:3b).  There are 
times when leaders and pastors get discouraged.  Such was Peter Reid’s case by June of this year.  
Fortunately, earlier in the year he had booked time for a seven day spiritual retreat.  Surely, a time for 
DIVINE INTERVENTION! 

Having fished all night and having caught nothing one can easily imagine that these disciples were 
discouraged as they approached the shore and one can only imagine the expressions on their faces and 
the thoughts in their minds as a man on the shore shouts, “Throw your net on the right side of the boat 
and you will find fish” (cf. John 21:6a)  “When they did, they were unable to haul the net in because of 
the large number of fish” (cf. John 21:6b). 

When John, “the disciple whom Jesus loved, said to Peter, ‘It is the Lord!’ Peter wrapped his outer 
garment around him, jumped into the water,” and ran to shore where he found “a fire of burning coals 
with fish on it, and some bread” (John 21:7-9).  “Jesus said, ‘Bring some of the fish you have just caught.’  
[So] Simon Peter climbed aboard and dragged the net ashore.  It was full of large fish, 153” (John 21:10-
11a).  “Jesus said to them, ‘Come and have breakfast” (John 21:12a) Jesus came, took the bread and 
gave it to them, and did the same with the fish” (John 21:13). 

Peter Reid reminded his listeners that: 
• True ministry is a divine/human partnership;
• God’s provision is always super-abundant – 153 large fish!
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• Jesus plus intimacy equals restoration.
Indeed, Jesus hasn’t given up on his disciples or on you; God is not through with them, or with you; so 
don’t quit.  Furthermore, “There are challenges coming, but don’t despise your calling; find a healthy 
perspective in ministry.” 

Peter Reid recommended that his listeners take time to “go away and be with Jesus; for God does 
restore hope; and God is not through with you.” 

A video called “Communion: In Remembrance” was played following Dr. Reid’s message. 

The Communion service was led by Rev. Dan Pyke, Pastor of Children & Youth at the Douglas Baptist 
Church, Douglas, NB, with members of Oasis Youth serving the bread/cup vessels to those in attendance 
while contemplative music was offered by Fraser Campbell & Band. 

Following the celebration of the Lord’s Supper, Dr. Peter Reid went to the podium on the platform to 
invite Rev. Michael A. Palmer and Mr. James Allison (Al) McIsaac to join him. Once they were with him, 
Dr. Reid invited Michael Palmer to the podium in order to thank him for his year of service as President 
and presented him with a Presidential Plaque.  Michael expressed his thanks for the privilege that was 
his to serve with members of the Convention Council.  He thanked his wife, Sheila, and their family for 
their love and support; and he noted specifically how significant it had been to him to receive the 
communion elements from his son today.  The outgoing President, Michael Palmer, then invited the 
incoming President, Al McIsaac, to the podium and presented the gavel to him, and Dr. Reid offered 
prayer for him. Mr. Al McIsaac, with the gavel in hand, declared the 169th Convention Assembly (Oasis 
2015) closed, and struck the podium with the gavel. He then pronounced the Benediction. 
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UBWMU / ATLANTIC BAPTIST WOMEN 
2015 Report 

In 2015 the UBWMU / ABW was led by President, Jemell Moriah and five Officers: Vice President - D. J. 
Moore,  General Treasurer - Rev. Annette Wells, Secretary - Debbie James,  Home Mission 
Superintendent - June Little, Corresponding Secretary - Lisa Lohnes.  Executive meetings were held 
April 16-18 at Riverview Baptist Church, NB and September 17-19, at Grace Memorial Baptist Church, 
Fredericton, NB. 

Approximately 400 women attended the 2015 Convention held at Crandall University, May 22-24.  
Theme: God’s Masterpiece ~ broken & beautiful. Theme verse, Ephesians 2:10  

A quilt presentation was part of the convention program. Four Acadia Divinity College 
women graduates received a handmade quilt.  The quilts are made and donated by  
WMS / ABW groups. They were given to show our support to the women in ministry.  In 
September bursaries were distributed to 15 women students at Acadia Divinity College.  

During July and August two teams led DVBS in churches in NS, NB and PE. 
Baptist Camps were given grants for their summer ministry.  The mission project for 
DVBS and Camps provided funds to help send children in Rwanda to school. 
Children’s mission groups; Global Adventures and Little Lights, also participated in this 
project throughout the year. 

WMS / ABW groups participated in an annual Home Mission project.  The 2015 project, 
“Encourage a Child – Affect a Life”, provided gift cards and craft supplies for New Life 
Mission, a non-profit organization in the Moncton, NB area that offers an afterschool 
drop-in for youth ages 5-18.  This ministry has four sites. 

Baptist women from the Atlantic Provinces participated in a short term mission trip.  
.A group of four women traveled to Thailand Nov. 9-24 to encourage, learn from 
and serve with CBM Global Field Staff, Conrad and Fiona Kwok.  For stories and pictures 
see Facebook page, “Thailand 2015 STM”.  In October three women traveled to Cape 
Breton, NS to visit with Dianne Friesen, former CBM Strategic Associate and the 
community of Eskasoni. 

The president and executive director are members of the Canadian Baptist Women’s  
(CBW) Committee.  CBW met in Mississauga, ON, in May and October.  Our UBWMU  
/ABW president was also the president of CBW in 2015.  CBW has three important 
projects that are supported by Baptist women across Canada:  The annual Great 
Canadian Bible Study the International Student Scholarship and Canadian Assistance for 
Women in Leadership (CASIL), awarded once every five years.  In January Canadian 
Baptist women shared a Bible Study and supported a mission project.  The 2015 Bible 
study was, “The Legacy of Eve”.  The mission project supported the women of Democratic 
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Republic of Congo who have suffered rape and sexual violence.  Our CBM partner, the Baptist 
Community in Central Africa is making a huge difference in the lives of women who have found hope 
and support.  A student at the Arab Baptist Theological Seminary, Lebanon, is receiving support from 
the International Student Scholarship which will help her complete her studies so that she can return 
to her home country and be involved in ministry.  The CASIL fund provided funding for two women 
leaders from Kenya to attend the 2015 Baptist World Alliance Women’s Department leadership 
conference, July 18-21, Johannesburg, South Africa. 

North American Baptist Women Union (NABWU) board meeting was held in April in 
North Carolina. The president and executive director are members of this board.  
“Wage war against human trafficking!” was the urgent message to the 17 member bodies of the North 
American Baptist Women’s Board.  eXpendable, a musical by Chameleon Jo Productions, set in the real 
world of sex trafficking in North America, helped to educate and give insight into the issue of human 
trafficking.  This production was well supported by the 2015 convention walkathon as well as by a 
NABWU day of prayer grant.  Two groups also welcomed the opportunity to host presentations on this 
issue. 

NABWU connects us to the Baptist World Alliance women’s department. November 2 was 
the designated Baptist Women’s World Day of Prayer, theme “Arise Shine!” Isa 60:1.  Our 
Baptist women of the Atlantic Provinces join with Baptist women throughout the world to 
pray and to support mission projects that will encourage and enhance women’s lives and 
those of their families. Two ministries, supported by UBWMU / ABW that received a Day 
of Prayer Grant were: eXpendable and the Pregnancy Resource Center of Moncton, NB. 

Rev. Joanna Doak serves as the Youth and Creative Outreach Coordinator.   The purpose of this 
ministry is to empower young women and girls in the Atlantic Provinces by raising their understanding 
of God’s love for them.  Events planned by women of our CABC churches and led by the YCOC help girls 
and young women recognize how much God values them and has a plan for their lives.  These 
experiences will provide teaching and relationships that will help girls and young women make healthy, 
wise life-style choices.  

The inspiring story of Hannah Maria (Norris) Armstrong became the foundation of the Strategic 
Planning Meeting held in February.  Fifteen women from the four Atlantic Provinces met together to 
discuss, pray, plan and create a strategy for the future.  “Impacting the World for Christ” became the 
new vision statement; “Partnering to serve Christ in communities at home and around the world - 
learning and growing together”, became the new mission statement.  Both were agreed upon at the 
Spring Executive Board meeting and by the Convention Business Session on May 22. 

Tidings magazine, in full colour, was printed 10 times during the year and the On Line Newsletter, was 
sent out 10 times during the year.  These two items, the Facebook page, “Atlantic Baptist Women” and 
the website, www.atlanticbaptistwomen.ca, are the main communication tools.

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CABC COUNCIL 
2015 Report 

It has been an honour and privilege for me to serve as Chair of the CABC Council and President of  CABC since 
August 2015.  It has been a pleasure to serve with Past President, Rev. Michael Palmer, Vice President, 
Rev. Norman Pearce, our Executive Minister Rev. Dr. Peter Reid, and the Council consisting of twelve 
men and women who are dedicated to their own churches and serve effectively and diligently on the CABC 
Council on your behalf.  

The Council meets four times per year in person and by teleconference as needed.  We look after business on 
behalf of the Convention and monitor the work of the Executive Ministers, Convention staff, and the 
Convention Boards and Committees.  

A teleconference call was held in February to review and approve motions that will be considered at OASIS 
2015 and any other business that has to be looked after at least 180 days before OASIS.  

The April Council meeting was held at the CABC office in Saint John, NB.  Compliance Reports were reviewed 
and accepted from, the Executive Minister, the Atlantic Baptist Foundation, Atlantic Baptist Senior 
Citizens' Homes Inc., and Pension and Insurance Board.  The Treasurer’s and the Financial  Auditor's reports 
were approved.  Council followed up the compliance report from the Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens' Homes 
Inc.  (ABSCHI) by requesting that ABSCHI develop and implement a strategic plan and to provide Council 
with a copy of audited financial statements.  ABSCHI has responded to the request.  Business regarding the 
operation of OASIS 2015 was transacted; that is, the Parliamentarian for 2015, the Chief Scrutineer for 
2016, and the dates and location for OASIS 2016 were approved as recommendations for OASIS 2015.  

Council reviews and approves reports that will be included in the annual report, and approves appointments 
to various positions, and recommends motions and the nominating committee report for approval at OASIS.  

At OASIS 2015, the assembly approved a motion that authorized Council to make decisions on their behalf 
to sell the office building in Saint John and make arrangements to move the office to a suitable location in 
the Moncton area.  

In September, since Rev. Adrian Gardner had resigned from the Associate Director of Youth and Family 
position, and the decision had been made to staff the position on a half-time basis, Council appointed a search 
Committee to fill the position.  As the result, Andrew Glidden accepted the position.  We are blessed to be able 
to recruit someone with the talent, vision, and energy that Andrew has.  At the September meeting, Council 
appointed two of its members to work with Rev. Paul Carline and  Dr. Lois Mitchell on developing a proper 
response to the Final Report of the Truth and Reconciliation  Commission.  Also, two Council members were 
appointed to review the work being done by Ron Baxter on updating the Council Policies Manual.  

The sale of the CABC office building in Saint John was discussed and the draft lease arrangement with 
Crandall University was reviewed.  There will be further discussions with Crandall on the details of the 
draft lease agreement.    
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The highlight of the November meeting was the educational component which consisted of a talk by  
John G. Stackhouse Jr., Ph.D., Samuel J. Mikolaski Professor of Religious Studies and Dean of Faculty 
Development, Crandall University.  He spoke on “Citizens and Neighbours: How to Engage Canadian  
Society Today”.  

In the fall, monitoring reports were received and discussed from Crandall University and Acadia Divinity 
College.  The work being done by these institutions is impressive.  We are blessed to be associated with them.  

Throughout the year, Council has impressed on the staff to keep our vision statement and goals in front of 
them and to always be reminded what we are trying to achieve together.  I would like all the churches in our 
Convention to remind ourselves of:  

Our Vision: Healthy Churches, Missional Churches;  
Our Mission: Together we Impact Leaders, Infuse Culture and Ignite Mission to bring our communities to 
Christ;  
Our Goals: for 2025, 65 new congregations; 80% churches displaying missional culture; developing 
healthy and effective leaders; stronger, effective churches sharing resources with others.  

We are strong because we work together.  We can be stronger by branding ourselves by using our logo more 
and showing others that we are part of a larger team.  

We are privileged to have a great staff under the strong and able leadership of our Executive Minister, Rev. Dr. 
Peter Reid.  The Lord has blessed us in so many ways and greater things are yet to be done.  Thank you staff for 
all the work that you do on behalf of all the Atlantic Baptist Churches.  The number and caliber of volunteers 
involved in the various boards, committees, and organizations that help make CABC a great organization, is 
outstanding.  Thank you, everyone, for your dedicated work on behalf of CABC.  May each one continue this 
great work for the Glory of God.

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EXECUTIVE MINISTER 
2015 Report 

The purpose of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches is being and making disciples of Jesus 
Christ, who are integrated into the life and ministry of healthy, growing churches, committed to 
fulfilling the Great Commission and the doing of God’s will on earth.   

I love Paul’s greeting to the Philippian Church. He writes, “I thank my God every time I 
remember you. In all my prayers for all of you, I always pray with joy because of your 
partnership in the Gospel from the first day until now, being confident of this, that he who 
began a good work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus.” 
(Philippians 1:3-6 NIV) There are four words or concepts in this greeting that I think are so 
powerful and remind me of what I wish for our CABC family.  

First, Paul thanks God for the Philippian believers. I too am deeply thankful for all of the people 
who worship Sunday after Sunday in our churches. I thank God every time I remember you. Next 
Paul talks about praying for the Christians at Philippi with joy. As ���� staff we pray for our 
Pastors and churches every day at our mid-morning devotional time and it is very meaningful to 
hear the concerns and prayer requests that come to us. Third, Paul talks about their partnership 
in the Gospel, what a delight to know we are not alone but together we have partnered to serve 
Christ in Atlantic Canada. As a committed family of churches we are able to accomplish so much 
more together than we could on our own. Finally, Paul talks about the incredible confidence he 
has in Christ to finish the work, which He began in the church at Philippi. I too have confidence 
in our risen Saviour to do a wonderful work in our churches in Atlantic Canada. So, I give thanks 
for you as I remember you in my prayers for the partnership in the Gospel and the wonderful 
power of Christ to expand his Kingdom through your faithful ministry.  

Let me begin by saying that everything we do as staff is in support of our overall Purpose. I 
regularly report to the Council of the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches to show how 
together with a great staff team we are finding ways to enhance the ministry and mission of our 
four hundred fifty churches. This includes; ministries like Spring Forth, Tidal Impact, Pastor’s 
Spiritual Retreats, Ministry Wives Retreats, Mission Grants to churches, retreats for Clergy teens 
and New Pastor’s Orientation. We provide Deepening the Conversation Workshops along with 
many other seminars and consultations. These are just a few of the ways we impact leaders and 
churches in the CABC. We are involved in church planting, identifying leaders and financially 
assisting new congregations and new initiatives.  
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We assist Churches when they are searching for a new Pastor and provide support to Pastors 
during times of transition and, we give financial aid to Pastors in crisis. We provide training in a 
number of areas including things like Congregational Renewal and Welcoming Refugees. We are 
involved in Credentialing Pastors and, we walk with those who are exploring a call to ministry. 
Our staff provides assistance with Pension & Benefits and Financial Planning. Through our 
Website, Online Newsletter and Social Media we constantly communicate in ways to provide a 
link and a sense of family togetherness.  

God is doing something in Atlantic Canada that is stretching our faith to new proportions. We 
originally set a goal of welcoming 50 Syrian Refugee families. Something amazing has happened 
and we now have over 100 churches requesting information about how to sponsor a refugee 
family. We have approximately 50 churches that are engaged at some stage in sponsoring a 
family and we have had several families arrive in Atlantic Canada already. We are partnering 
with other denominations as well as community groups and various agencies. The Anglican 
Bishop in our area met with Paul Carline and handed him a check for $9,000 from the diocese to 
assist in our work of bringing Syrian families. Municipal Government agencies are asking for our 
help and Paul has made presentations with many different organizations. Since we are one of 
only a few Sponsorship Agreement Holders in our area we have signed formal agreements with 
other Denominations to assist them. Due to the high volume of requests we have had to 
allocate additional administrative support to Paul Carline and he has trained several volunteers 
to make presentations on behalf of the CABC.  

In May 2015, Rev. Kevin Vincent began his work with us in a half time position as Associate 
Executive Minister and Director of New Congregations. Kevin is actively engaged in networking 
with Church Planters and with churches that are in the early stages of planting new 
congregations. Kevin brings great experience as well as enthusiasm to this position and he is 
currently in conversation and consultation with about twenty churches that are in some stage of 
birthing a new congregation or a new sight. We have been helping to resource Church Planter 
Assessments and Kevin is currently in negotiations around doing a Church Planters Conference 
in Atlantic Canada.  

New Beginnings Church in Dartmouth has been working on a launch of a second site located in 
the Highland Park/North End area of Dartmouth. Pastor Matthew Thomas is transitioning from 
being New Beginnings’ youth pastor to becoming the site pastor of this new congregation. 
Matthew has a lot of connections and a deep love for this part of Dartmouth where thousands 
of people live both in single dwelling homes but even more so in huge numbers of apartment 
complexes. His family has already moved to the Highfield Park/North End area of the city. An 
advisory team is in place. A core team is working, bi-weekly training is happening and there is 
growing interest in the community. Plans are well under- way and Matthew and Alyssa are 
anticipating great things!  

Kevin has a number of other things in the works and I am happy to say that Council has given 
approval for Kevin to move to full time with the CABC beginning in March, 2016.  
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It seems an increasing number of churches have been contacting Rev. Greg Jones for 
assistance in strategic planning and guidance in the area of congregational renewal. Greg has 
been working with a number of congregations during the year. This has provided an outside 
voice to speak into the congregation around issues of identity, history, congregational aging, 
and vision for the future. It gives the CABC an opportunity to provide guidance and to 
challenge the church to become missional in its context. In November Greg Jones launched our 
first training opportunity for Intentional Interim Pastors. Rev. Gordon Sutherland has had 
extensive training and been involved in Intentional Interim Ministry facilitated and led the 
sessions.  

Rev. Cheryl Ann Beals and Dr. Garth Williams helped us re-launch the New Pastor’s Orientation 
with the goal of making this a Continuing Education opportunity focusing on best practices and 
sustaining the call to Pastoral Ministry. Seventeen Pastors and six spouses attended the two-day 
event; it was a great time of sharing and building relationships. We focused on Best Practices & 
Pastoral Ethics, Avoiding pitfalls, Clergy health and wellness, Caring for ourselves in 
Ministry, Being Effective Pastoral Leaders, Next Generation Ministry, Pension & Benefits, and, 
Things I wish they had told me in Seminary. The feedback and appreciation for the event and for 
the contact with CABC staff was very positive. Here is one of the comments we heard, “It was a 
great chance to get to know the CABC staff and share experiences with them.”  

Dr. Garth Williams, Rev. Greg Jones, Wendy Jones and Rev. Cheryl Ann Beals offered an Explore 
event for those trying to decide if God might be calling them to full time pastoral ministry. As 
well as exploring what it means to be called it is an opportunity to assess the emotional/spiritual 
health of the individual utilizing an EQI Assessment.  

Garth provides excellent leadership and support to the Board of Ministerial Standards and 
Education. This Board is very active as we meet with and interview Students and others who are 
sensing a call to full time ministry. The Board is not only involved in credentialing pastors but 
receives complaints of professional misconduct and annually is involved in a number of 
investigations.  

In August the delegates at Oasis voted unanimously to sell our building and move the office to 
Moncton. Currently the building is for sale with Stephanie Turner of Partner’s Global. 
Stephanie’s strengths lie in her communications & organization skills. Her professional approach 
has won her an extensive & loyal client base. She is a strong marketer and savvy on how to use 
social networking & other mediums to promote her listings. We have had some interest in the 
building but no firm offers yet. Our hope is that sometime in the next year we will make the 
move to Moncton. We plan to lease office space at Crandall University in Moncton.  

Oasis is really the signature event we offer our churches. Each year we gather to update the 
CABC family on our shared mission and encourage each other in our journey. As an event for the 
whole family, our hope is that all who attend Oasis are personally challenged and find 
inspiration for ministry. Dr. Ed Stetzer challenged us biblically toward engaging our culture with 
the Gospel in a clear, articulate and welcoming stance. I had the privilege of sharing an honest 
message with our Pastors and leaders about discouragement and the need for finding hope in 
Jesus to persevere in ministry.   
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So many other elements of Oasis challenge and encourage those who attend, whether they 
have come for years or are there for the first time. Some Oasis 2015 highlights included Fraser 
Campbell Band, Leadership Forum with Dr. Anna Robbins, prayers in various languages, 
livestreaming & more. Our prayer each year is that our CABC family is strengthened and 
challenged to go back to their communities and extend the Kingdom of God in their region.  

Youth and Family continue to provide excellent leadership and encouragement to our Youth 
Pastors and to our churches. Renee Embreé is giving great direction as the department envisions 
the future of Youth Ministry in Atlantic Canada. We were saddened to see Adrian Gardner resign 
as Associate Director of Youth and Family but excited for Adrian as he pursues ministry with 
Canadian Baptist Ministries. I believe Adrian will be an excellent fit in the ministry to which he 
has been called. After going through a thorough search process Andrew Glidden was called to 
replace Adrian with the Youth and Family Department. I am thrilled with this appointment and 
believe that Andrew brings a fresh perspective and a lot of creativity to this position.  

I continue to serve as Ex Officio member of many of the Convention Organizations and have 
attended meetings with Canadian Baptist Ministries, Acadia Divinity College, the Board of 
Ministerial Standards and Education, Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizen’s Housing, the Atlantic 
Baptist Foundation, the Pension and Insurance Board, and Crandall University. I bring greetings 
at Crandall’s Convocation and at the Acadia Divinity College Commissioning service.  

In the Spring of 2015 we took a number of our Senior Staff to meet with their counterparts from 
across Canada. It was a rich time of fellowship, learning and sharing ideas with one another. 
Staff continues to network together and we are planning another get together.  

In the past year I have preached at many of our churches on special occasions/anniversaries and 
spoken at other events and at Acadia Divinity College Chapel services. It was a privilege this past 
year for Lottie and I to attend the African Association Annual Assembly where I gave a report for 
the CABC. I met with pastors, committees, churches and Association leaders this past year to 
provide counsel, guidance and sometimes to listen to the concerns of others. 

I am incredibly grateful to my assistant Lottie Reid who provides excellent and professional 
support to the ministry I do. Lottie’s diligent attention to detail and her deep commitment to 
serving the constituency make my job much easier and undergirds everything I do. I am deeply 
indebted to her tireless service.  

I am privileged to work with the President and the Council of the Convention to provide overall 
direction and leadership. I have a wonderfully diverse staff team and I thank God for the many 
ways in which they serve our churches throughout the four Atlantic Provinces.

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YOUTH AND FAMILY MINISTRIES 
2015 Report 

The Youth and Family team of the CABC challenges and equips leaders to join God’s mission in their 
neighbourhoods with children, youth, young adults and families. We’ve been challenging leaders, groups 
and churches with one question “Will you join God in changing Atlantic Canada one neighbourhood at a 
time?” We believe God is stirring a resurgence of people who will show and tell the Good News in the 
places where they live, study, work and play. We believe ministries, groups and churches are being 
called to be God’s blessing and agents of transformation in their communities. In 2015 the Youth and 
Family team has sought to equip and encourage leaders so that they know how to join God in this work.  

We are excited to report many have taken up the challenge to join God’s work in their neighbourhoods. 
Youth Groups, children’s ministries, young adults and churches have been joining God in creative ways – 
partnering with schools, joining activities at nursing homes, serving refugees, running youth Alpha, 
serving in food banks, raising awareness and money for Kamp Tumaini, joining in the She Matters CBM 
campaign, volunteering in the community, training students to show and tell the Good News and more. 
We pray God continues to show us how to fan into flame a passion to join His mission in changing lives 
and neighbourhoods.  

CABC Youth and Family Team 

Adrian Gardner left the Youth and Family team August 31, 2015. We were sad to see him go, as he 
played an important role in building youth and family ministry, equipping leaders and leading life-
changing events in Atlantic Canada. Adrian helped us recognize how we could join God’s mission right 
here in Atlantic Canada. We are thankful Adrian began working with Canadian Baptist Ministries and is 
continuing to help us see how we can join God’s mission around the world.   

Andrew Glidden has been called to join the CABC youth and family team starting in January 2016 as the 
Associate Director of Youth and Family. Andrew will bring rich experience in youth ministry, team 
ministry, church planting, event planning and missional living. We are thankful he’ll be joining us. 

Jacqueline Derrah continued to provide excellent part-time administrative support to the Youth and 
Family Ministries. She acts as the registrar, event-planner, history-reminder and book keeper for most of 
our events. Jacqueline also believes in and carries the CABC vision at a very high level. She is a gift to our 
team. 

It has been a fulfilling, but busy, year for the team given these staff changes. In 2015 the Youth and 
Family team invited and equipped churches, groups and leaders to join God in changing Atlantic Canada 
one neighbourhood at a time by: investing in our leaders, providing catalytic gathering points, 
encouraging service and mission opportunities and resourcing our leaders, churches and camps.  
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Investing in leaders 

We sought to encourage and equip leaders, both paid and 
volunteer, in a number of significant ways in 2015.  

Training opportunities for youth leaders were provided 
through partnering with the Canadian Youth Workers 
Conference as they came to Moncton, the Springforth 
leaders track, the Children’s Pastor’s Summit and Youth 
Pastor’s & Camp Director’s Summit. Training for children’s 
leaders was provided through the NEXT conference in 
Truro, Nova Scotia with guest speaker Sam Luce and various 
leaders from around Atlantic Canada leading workshops. 

Ten leaders from Atlantic Canada were chosen to go on a 
mutual mentoring and learning trip to the Czech Republic from May 22 to June 5, 2015. Fourteen 
European students welcomed the Canadians, as everyone learned together how to engage this 
generation meaningfully and reflectively 
with the Gospel. The European students 
then welcomed the Canadian students to 
their homes and communities so that they 
could observe local ministry in action. The 
trip was a rich time of mentoring, learning 
and community.  

Training for our emerging leaders was provided through the Springforth Internship Program, an 
exchange with the CBOQ for Blizzard and through Potential Impact, an event for grade 12 students to 
discover God’s call on their life.   

In 2015 the Youth and Family team 
intentionally gathered leaders in Liverpool, 
Halifax, Wolfville, Fredericton, Saint John, 
Moncton and in Prince Edward Island (this 
one took place virtually). The purpose of 
these gatherings was to thank these Youth 
and Children’s Pastors for their work, 
connect them with each other, hear a little 
how they are doing in their context and share the heart of the Youth and Family team for God’s work 
among children and youth in Atlantic Canada. These gatherings proved an important connecting point. 

Renée intentionally mentors a handful of Associate Pastors in Atlantic Canada, challenging them to grow 
in their walk with God and in their leadership. Renée also Directs the Youth and Young Adult Ministry 
program at Acadia Divinity College and in 2015 worked towards refreshing each course to better 
prepare our leaders for ministry today.

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Catalytic Gathering Points 

We value gathering people from across Atlantic Canada 
together, to remind them of Christ’s calling on our lives 
and our mission together. Students and leaders were 
gathered together in 2015 for LINK, a retreat for clergy 
teens to be encouraged and challenged. This year’s 
special speaker was Zach Hapeman who came and shared 
from his own personal experiences of growing up in the 
home of a pastor. His theme was “The Zombie Survival 
Guide” where he shared about finding peace, purpose and 
the fullness of life through Jesus Christ. He said, “The world is 
slowly being overtaken by a mindless, consuming horde, the 
living dead, restless souls hungering for direction and 
fulfilment in their lives. But Christ calls us to come alive in 
Him, offering peace, purpose and life abundant to those who 
will first die to themselves.” 

Springforth 2015 invited middle school and high school 
students to take a leap forward in their journey with 

God. The theme was “Greater.” Mike Gordon spoke to the high school students, challenging them to 
find their “greatness” in Christ. Randy Carter challenged middle schoolers to trust Christ, in the good, in 
the bad, and in the in-between, knowing God is greater than all. 

In 2015 we challenged people and churches to join in a National Day of Prayer for Youth 
(www.prayforyouth.ca) with our brothers and sister across this country. On June 14, 2015 many 
churches, youth groups and children’s ministries prayed for the youth of this nation.

Tidal Impact 2015 took place in Saint John and Moncton, New Brunswick. Eight hundred and seventy 
one participants were a part of Tidal Impact, seeking to impact self, church and community. Visiting 
youth groups joined host youth groups doing a wonderful variety of community projects – building 
playgrounds, cleaning up an area that locals had used as a dump, building a deck for a family in need, 
running children’s programs, visiting seniors, repairing 
homeless shelters, preparing meals for others and much 
more. It was a beautiful site to see teenagers serving 
together. The media even took notice! Stories about Tidal 
Impact were shared on CBC radio and in the Telegraph 
Journal. During the evenings rallies students worshipped 
together and were challenged by the preaching of Jason 
Ballard and Ben Woodman. Our hope, prayer and intention 
was that Tidal Impact 2015 prepared the participants to 
continue to impact their churches and their communities 
every day of the year. 

Springforth started a three-year partnership with Kamp Tumaini in Kenya. Kamp Tumaini is a CBM 
Guardians of Hope Project. The camp offers hope for kids whose families have been affected by HIV and 
AIDS in some way. These children can regularly go hungry, do not get proper medical attention and lack 
other basics, which we take for granted, such as: a warm bed to sleep in, access to clean water, a friend 
to talk to, time to play, opportunities to go to school and, importantly, the knowledge that God loves 
them and that they can have a relationship with him through his son Jesus. Through caring for the whole 
child Kamp Tumaini offers hope. Springforth raised $3987 for the camp, but also challenged youth 
groups, children’s ministries and churches to take on learning about Kamp Tumaini and raising support 
for the camp throughout the year. In 2015 we started a website (springforth.cbmin.org) to help groups 
with this endeavour. A number of groups have taken up the challenge, seeking to send as many kids to 
camp as they can and raising money in creative ways – coffee houses, lemonade stands, spaghetti 
dinners and more. Plans are under way to take of team of students to Kamp Tumaini in 2017. 

Resourcing 

As we challenged leaders and groups to join God in changing 
Atlantic Canada one neighbourhood at a time, we recognized 
they need relevant, helpful resources to equip them to move in 
this direction. This is an area where we will need to continue to 
grow and provide more resources as the CABC Youth and Family 
team. In 2015 we provided a number of workshops around 
Atlantic Canada on topics such as: growing your children’s 
ministry, starting a youth ministry from scratch, bridging 
generational gaps, fighting pornography and training for youth 
leaders. We preached and spoke at churches, youth retreats, 
camps and conferences (e.g. Canadian Youth Workers

• 871 join in impacting lives and communities at Tidal Impact

• 35,841 lbs of food was collected during the Tidal Impact Food Drive, which
translates into 14,993 meals

Safer Church workshops were given in over ten 
churches; helping churches begin the process of 
writing or re-writing their policies and plans for 
child abuse response and prevention.  

The Youth and Family Director, Renée, worked 
with Lois Mitchell in providing “Deepening the 
Conversation” forums around Atlantic Canada, 
inviting leaders to consider how we can more 
effectively welcome and minister to the LGBTQ 
community while still holding that homosexual 
practice is a sin. A LGBTQ resource team has 
been formed to begin working on resources for 
our churches to help them have healthy 
conversation around the issues LGBTQ raises for leaders, churches, youth groups, camps and for 
bridging connections between churches and the LGBTQ community. 

The Youth and Family continued the One Neighbourhood blog in 2015, posting weekly blogs to 
encourage and equip our leaders in Atlantic Canada. In addition, the Youth and Family team gave out 
books, met for numerous chats with leaders, had many conversations and prayers on the phone, all to 
encourage and support the leaders in our churches.  

Thank you for your partnership in ministry in Atlantic Canada.  
God has been so good to us and is doing more than we can ask or imagine (Ephesians 3:20).

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PUBLIC WITNESS AND SOCIAL CONCERNS 
2015 Report 

 
I continue to be excited by the opportunities for our churches to be beacons of hope in our 
communities as we join God in loving and changing our neighbourhoods. I firmly believe that the 
true effects of secularism and post-modernism are (and will be) nudging many people toward a 
consideration (or reconsideration) of Christian faith and practice.  As we embody the fruit of the 
spirit and bear witness through word and deed to the love and grace of God, we will infuse our 
culture with hope.  
 
My work in 2015 as the Director of Public Witness and Social Concern has been focussed on 
three priority areas:  
� homosexuality (and other sexual orientation and identity issues),  
� Canadian legislation around physician-assisted suicide/death, and  
� A response to the recommendations of the Truth and Reconciliation Commission.  

 
Each of these areas of concern represents opportunities for us to have meaningful engagement 
with people at points of vulnerability.  
 
Homosexuality 
Renée Embree and I have been holding Deepening the Conversation Forums throughout the 
Atlantic Provinces over the past 2 years. To date we have held 6 forums (Saint John, Moncton, 
Fredericton, Woodstock, Halifax and New Minas). We plan to go to PEI this spring/summer and 
perhaps also to the Yarmouth area. 
 
Our Convention’s position on homosexuality could be summarized as “welcoming but not 
affirming”. While not all participants at the forums would agree that this is the best posture for 
us to have, we believe that there is general agreement that this is the approach which best 
captures our understanding of biblical orthodoxy and orthopraxy.  
 
The questions that Renée and I want to address in these forums could be summarized as 
follows:  
� How do we live out the ‘welcoming but not affirming’ posture?  
� Are we really as “welcoming” as we intend to be? 
� From the point of view of people of LGBTQ orientation, and their friends and families, 

how do we respond to the argument that if we’re not affirming, we can’t be welcoming? 
 
Recognizing that the forums are but one important step in providing leadership on this issue, 
and especially in light of our 2025 goals, we have also developed an LGBTQ Working Group that 
will be providing practical resources for pastors and churches. 
 
Physician-Assisted Suicide/Death 
In my opinion, one of the most important issues that we will face as a society in the near future 
is the rapid movement toward legalization and public acceptance of physician-assisted 
suicide/death.  It seems that we have been influenced, to some extent, by the culturally 
persuasive (but biblically spurious) arguments around avoiding suffering, not being a “burden”; 
assumptions concerning quality of life being tied to independence, and “dying with dignity”. 
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The recommendations of the Joint Committee on Assisted Death are, frankly, very disturbing. 
And yet I believe that they may create a moment in our history where biblical truth, if well-
articulated and lived out by Christians across the land, will penetrate to the very marrow of 
Canadian society and reveal the in-humanity of a view rooted in individualism and utilitarianism. 

I am working with a small group to provide leadership and resources on this issue. 

Recommendations of the Truth and Reconciliation Commission 
Following Oasis 2015, Paul Carline and I were tasked with forming a working group around our 
CABC response to the recommendations of the Truth and Reconciliation Commission.  We are 
now in the process of pulling this working group together and hope to have a first meeting in 
the near future (end of March or early April). 

I see this as a very important area of concern. I have spent much of my time since September 
learning about First Nations culture and history in order to be in a position to help lead this 
working group. My past experience as a member of the Racism Working Group (2000-2010) 
highlights the importance of engaging in this work with the proper tools and an attitude of 
humility. The learning curve has been quite steep for me and I expect that it will be steep for the 
working group and for all of our churches as we grapple with the effects of government policy 
and the Residential School system on our First Nations neighbours.  

Conclusion 
I continue to be committed to the following general objectives: 

1. to improve transparency around discussions of sensitive issues
2. to highlight the opportunities for us to engage positively with our communities and the

broader society
3. to give leadership on specific issues
4. to model a positive engagement that is biblically rooted, Spirit-led and holding grace and

truth in healthy tension
5. to help to articulate a theological basis for a missional mindset

There is no doubt that these are challenging times for our denomination and for Christians 
generally in our very secular society. But I remain confident that every challenge is also an 
opportunity for us to infuse our communities with the power of the Gospel. To God be the glory!

Recognizing that local churches are the key to effective evangelism and development of new 
congregations, the role of the Atlantic Baptist Mission Board is to: 
- Work in cooperation with the Associations, to make decisions regarding the Ministry Initiative
Grants,
- Work closely with the Council, resourcing funds to help achieve the goals of the Convention of
Atlantic Baptist Churches, and
- Assume responsibility for the property matters, trusts, and investments of the previous Home
Mission Board.

It is the responsibility of the Board to develop Ends Policies that comply with the Global Purpose of the 
Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches (CABC).  The ABMB exists so that the churches of the CABC will 
be healthy, growing congregations, committed to the Great Commission and the building of God’s 
Kingdom.  To achieve this outcome, the ABMB utilizes available resources and enters into strategic 
partnerships.  Evidence that this outcome is being achieved, will be  shown through the making and 
nurturing of disciples of Christ, new churches being planted, and new people groups being reached for 
Christ.  Through the Interim Director, Rev. Greg Jones and the new Director, Rev. Kevin Vincent 
resources and funding have been directed toward the accomplishment of the Board’s Ends. 

Director of ABMB: 
2015 was another year of transition for the Director of ABMB.  Rev. Greg Jones served as the Interim 
Director until June 2016 when Rev. Kevin Vincent was named as the Director of the ABMB. The Board 
appreciates the leadership of Rev. Greg Jones during this transition period. 

Highlights of 2015: 
• The Board has approved  in excess of $100,600 in grants to 17 CABC churches to seed ministry

opportunities through Ministry Initiative Grants.  These grants are made possible through
churches giving to the CABC and support from the Atlantic Baptist Women.

• The Board continues to provide smaller Capital Grants to churches that require capital repairs
with limited financial resources.

• The ABMB continues to work in collaboration with the Associate Executive Ministers of the
CABC to support the 2025 goal of seeing 65 new churches birthed.  This collaborative effort
includes partnerships with churches, church planters, and other CABC staff to help work towards
fulfilling this goal.  In 2015, the Board supported new congregations through grant support in
the amount of $44,000.

• The Board has made additional funds available for 2016 grants for new congregations and it is
anticipated that over $70,000 will be distributed in grants to new congregations in 2016.

• The Board continues to administer trusts and deal with property matters on an ongoing basis.

FINANCIAL 
The Pension and Insurance Board recorded a surplus in 2015. The main sources of revenue are investment 
income, administration fees, a grant from the Atlantic Baptist Foundation and the grant from our CABC Fund. We 
are thankful to Convention for continuing the grant at $70,000 for 2016.  

PENSION FUND 
The Canadian Baptist Ministries Pension and Insurance Committee is composed of representatives from Canadian 
Baptist Ministries, Canadian Baptists of Western Canada, Canadian Baptists of Ontario and Quebec, the Union of 
French Baptist Churches and the Convention of Atlantic Baptist Churches. Our Convention sends the Director of 
Finance and the Benefits Coordinator to serve on the national committee. In addition we are able to send a 
person from our region who has experience in pensions and investments. 

The Canadian Baptist Pension Plan is a Defined Contribution Plan, established for the employees of churches and 
related agencies affiliated with Canadian Baptist Ministries.  This Plan is recognized as one of the top 50 Defined 
Contribution Plans in Canada. The contribution rate is 12% of total salary with 6% paid by the member and a 
corresponding amount by the employer. 

Members have the option of placing their pension funds in one of five investment strategies; the Aggressive 
Fund, the Balanced Fund, the Moderate Fund, the Conservative Fund or the Retirement Fund. 

The net rates of return in 2015, after expenses, were: 
Aggressive Fund   2.84%  Balanced Fund  2.45% 
Moderate Fund  3.78% Conservative Fund  3.36% 
Retirement Fund 2.82% 

The combined value of the five funds for all members as at December 31, 2015 was $215,528,578. 

BASIC LIFE INSURANCE 
All members of the Canadian Baptist Ministries Pension Plan are automatically covered under the insurance 
program administered by this Board.  Premiums are billed to the members’ employers.  Members who are 
covered under another group insurance program are not required to be part of this program. 

The following basic insurance benefits are provided: 
$60,000 Basic Life Insurance  $14.40/month 
$25,000 Accidental Death & Dismemberment $1.10/month 
$10,000 Spousal & $4,000 Dependents Life Insurance $2.44/month 
Long-Term Disability Insurance $2.10 per $100 of Disability Income 

EMPLOYEE ASSISTANCE PLAN 
This program is provided by Shepell and provides confidential counseling to members and their families.  
The monthly cost is $4.12 per member. 
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OPTIONAL LIFE INSURANCE 
Members are strongly encouraged to purchase optional life insurance to protect family members. Coverage 
is available for the member and their spouse and the premiums are very inexpensive. The amounts below 
indicate the monthly cost for every $25,000 of life insurance coverage:

MEDICAL/DENTAL PLAN 
Great West Life is the carrier of our Medical/Dental Plan.  The monthly rates for 2015 are as follows: 

Active - Single Coverage $121.00 
Active - Family Coverage  290.00 
Retired without Drug Coverage – Single Coverage     75.00 
Retired without Drug Coverage – Family coverage 147.00 

For those retired members who are under 70, out of Country coverage is provided at no additional charge. 

Premiums collected are placed in a resource pool from which claims are paid, plus the administration costs.  
Responsible stewardships dictate that wise usage of these benefits will help to maintain the best possible 
coverage at affordable rates. 

In 2015 Coverage was increased to include vaccinations for overseas travel. 

FINANCIAL PLANNING SEMINAR 
The Board recognizes the need for members and their spouses to receive information relating to financial 
planning, and help provide that by hosting Financial Planning Seminars.  All members of the CBM Pension Plan, 
who have not previously done so, are encouraged to take advantage of this learning experience.  We encourage 
members to attend as early as possible in their ministry career, so they are more knowledgeable now and better 
equipped for their future. We especially encourage those who are new to ministry to take in this seminar. The 
principles learned will be of enormous benefit the sooner they are put into practice (Lk 14:28-30). The next 
seminar is scheduled for Bridgewater, NS on May 30th & 31st. 

SUPPLEMENTAL BENEFITS 
The Board also administers a fund, which provides supplemental benefits for retired pastors or their 
widow/widower as well as disabled pastors.  Through grants received from the Baptist Foundation, the Board also 
administers rent subsidization for retired pastors who reside in apartments/houses owned and operated by the 
Atlantic Baptist Senior Citizens’ Homes Inc.  Assistance, as well, is provided to those individuals who are unable to 
cover the costs, in whole or in part, for the various insurances.

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INTER-CULTURAL MINISTRIES 
2015 Report 

The CABC’s Inter-cultural Ministries seeks to further a movement of cross-cultural hospitality, 
especially within our historic and newcomer communities. 

As we join God in our neighbourhoods, we discover that our neighbours are not like us and so 
we discover biblical hospitality – the love of strangers.  In 2015 we discovered that the 
neighbours God is calling us to might not even live in our neighbourhood yet.  They might be 
refugees. 

In February 2015 the CABC responded to the Syrian refugee crisis by setting a 3-year goal of 
sponsoring 50 families to Atlantic Canada.  Less than one year later, that goal had been met – 
and so much more had been done. (Disclaimer: the bullet points below do not capture scope, 
sacrifice, triumphs and tragedies that we’ve been a part of this year.) 

• Over 100 of our churches got involved along with another 100 non-CABC churches.
• They not only privately sponsored families but have (in many ways) assisted many

families brought by the government.
• 1000’s of people worked on this (and I mean worked).
• Sponsorship groups raised over $1 million.  Many churches and individuals also given

directly to the CABC to help us facilitate and coordinate this effort.
• Jacqueline Derrah has joined Inter-Cultural Ministries part-time.  Angie Murphy also

volunteered and worked for us.  (Donations are still needed.)

For some churches refugee ministry flowed out of what they were already doing in helping the 
vulnerable and marginalized in their neighbourhood.  For other churches we pray that it will 
flow into such connections.  We pray that more and more people who “shouldn’t” be together 
come together:  descendants of the Frist Nations and the settlers, French and English, blacks and 
whites, newcomers and old-timers. 

Love does not discriminate.  It drives out fear.  It’s always a good idea. 

I hope you are encouraged that CABC’s 2025 goal of seeing 80% of churches operating out of a 
missional culture is being realized.  I thank God for His Spirit in so many hearts and 
congregations.  I thank God that our serving of others reminds us of his serving of us.  I thank 
God for the privilege of serving with you.

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CLERGY FORMATION AND WELLNESS 
2015 Report 

The department began in April 2013.  The focus of the department is to encourage and support 
CABC pastors (and spouses) in their formation as leaders, including spiritual, physical, emotional, 
psychological, relational, and vocational wellness. The focus for these beginning years has been on 
raising awareness of the importance of intentional formation and wellness, supporting pastors through 
resources and research into identifying the issues facing pastors. 

The tools that have been employed thus far are: Consults with pastors, spouses and pastoral 
couples; retreats for pastors, GoodLife Fitness partnership, Refresh Ministry Wives retreat, Potter’s 
Wheel Newsletter, Facebook page, consults with churches and church leadership team retreats. Two 
new areas for the department this year included redesigning and facilitating the New Pastor Orientation 
and creation of Groups for Pastors. Following is an overview of the activities of the clergy formation and 
Wellness department in 2015: 

Groups for Pastors:  In January 2015 a new initiative began using online groups for pastors. An 
important goal is to provide opportunities for pastors to be in healing community with one another. 
Online groups are proving to be an effective tool. Twenty-seven pastors participated in six groups of 4-6 
pastors. Four “Emotionally Healthy Spirituality (Course)” groups and one “The Emotionally Healthy 
Leader” group met online for nine 2hr sessions also a monthly in person spiritual formation group met in 
Halifax and at ADC from January until June. 

Comments from participants 
• Beginning the journey of Christ centered contemplative spirituality and emotionally healthy

spirituality is not easy, but has many rewards.  I became more self-aware and more open to the
work of the Spirit in my life.  My family and my church family have noticed changes in me for the
better.  I am very thankful for the new work of God in me and I highly recommend it for every
pastor.

• I really appreciated being a part of the EHS group and found the book, the course and our
discussions very helpful. I felt it was a safe place to share and to support each other.

• Working together online through the EHS Leadership course has been an enriching and
enjoyable experience.  Although not my preferred method of interaction, the group was
intimate enough to share openly and that is where I find I learn and grow best. Looking to the
future!

New Pastors Orientation 2015 (NPO):    NPO 2015 gathered together a vibrant community of 16 new 
pastors, 5 spouses and a beautiful little boy for a 3-day leadership equipping event at the Debert 
Hospitality centre in Debert, NS. This was our first attempt at a new format for NPO that was more 
focused on building relationships and equipping. Participants were pastors and spouses who had been in 
ministry with the CABC for 5 years or less. Five were recent grads not yet in a pastorate. Six had 1-2 
years of experience. Five had 3 or more years. Five were from NB, 1 from PEI, and 9 from NS. I was 
blessed to design and facilitate this event.  

It was a time of connecting with CABC staff and one another, and building a sense of belonging 
and community. It was also a time of continuing education in leadership development, spiritual 
formation and equipping for healthy ministry.   There were a wide range of ministry and leadership 
topics presented with opportunities for small group and one on one interaction. CABC staff were very 
involved, 10 participated with 5 staff present for the whole event. The next NPO 2016 will be September 
2016. 
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NPO participants’ responses to: “What was most helpful or meaningful?” 
• The lectures and discussions on various topics. Also enjoyed the morning meditations.
• Networking, getting to know CABC staff.
• Many of the sessions were very helpful, containing information that I will carry with me and,

hopefully, employ in my own life regularly.
• The conversations that were had with CABC staff throughout the week- at meals, between

sessions and during small groups.
• Direct contact with staff
• The presentations and small group break-out sessions were great.
• I really enjoyed the Clergy Health and Wellness, Pastor/Congregation relationship, the Vision

casting and being able to connect with staff over an extended period of time.

Retreats for Pastors:  Retreats for Pastors provided opportunities for Pastors to get away and be in 
God’s presence alone and in community with a small group of pastors. In 2015 thirteen pastors 
participated in retreats, including an After Easter Retreat in May at Bayside Camp and strengthening the 
Soul of Your Leadership retreat in October at Green Hill Lake Camp. The next retreat will be May 2-5th 
and another in November 14-17, 2016. 

Retreat Comments: 
• My summary of the retreat would be "an oasis of authenticity and connectedness".
• I think the retreat experience for me was a wonderful reminder of the importance of taking time

to tend to my soul. In the busyness of life, it is way too easy to let that slide
• I was deeply blessed by journeying with those who showed up.  Deepening those relationships

refreshed my soul.

GoodLife Fitness 2015:  There are 15 members in the partnership. We would like to increase the 
number of pastors taking advantage of this opportunity. The obstacle for pastors is paying the full 
membership upfront, even though it is reduced by 50%.  Research has shown that exercise is very 
important for clergy health and management of stress.  

Pastor Consults:  These are meetings one on one with pastors, spouses or pastoral couples, concerning 
issues of formation and wellness and are usually for one to two hours in length.  In 2015, consulted with 
40 pastors, 10 spouses and 13 couples.  (approx..85 consultations). 

Refresh Ministry Wives Retreat Nov 2015:  The theme was “Wait! Trust! Soar!”  the facilitation team 
included ladies from PEI and Newfoundland and Labrador.  Heather Williams and Sandra Vincent, wives 
of two of our associate executive ministers, were great facilitators and speakers. Sixty women attended, 
a good mix of older and younger women and a number of first timers. This event is planned and 
facilitated by a team of ministry wives each year. It is a very significant time of ministry and support for 
ministry wives. I was blessed to be their chaplain for a second time. 

In Summary: There continues to be a positive response from pastors and spouses to the ministry of the 
Clergy Formation and Wellness department. The coming year will focus on: offering more courses in 
Emotional Spiritual health, bringing pastors together in community, promoting formation and wellness, 
and using the results from the clergy research started in 2014 to develop more initiatives.

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MINISTERIAL STANDARDS AND EDUCATION 

2015 Report 
 
The Board of Ministerial Standards and Education (BMSE), which is within the Pastoral Ministry Department, 
is under the oversight of Dr. Garth Williams, Associate Executive Minister – Leadership Development, on 
behalf of, and in consultation with, the Executive Minister. The Board held two regular meetings in 2015: 
March 24-26 in Wolfville, NS; and October 6-8 in Moncton, NB. Eighteen applicants were interviewed at both 
the March and October meetings. Thirty-one percent of the interviewees were age 30 or under and 16% 
were over 50. Thirty-one percent of the applicants were female. Ninety-three percent of applications were 
toward ordination/recognition of prior ordination and 7% toward lay pastoral recognition. The Board will 
continue to monitor the number of applicants, and may add an additional meeting on occasion, if necessary.  
 
Each October the Board re-affirms its Conflict of Interest document and each member signs a confidentiality 
form. The primary mandate of the Board is to meet at least twice, for an Initial and Exit Interview, with men 
and women who are sensing a call to ordained or lay ministry. The Board is responsible for evaluating each 
applicant’s sense of call to and suitability for ministry in the CABC, providing educational requirements in 
keeping with the Convention’s standards, recommending ordination candidates on to the Examining Council, 
and examining lay pastoral candidates on their statements of faith toward lay recognition. The Board also 
interviews ministers ordained and recommended by bodies outside of Canadian Baptist Ministries who are 
seeking recognition by the CABC of their prior ordination. The Board is responsible to respond to written 
allegations/self-disclosures of professional misconduct re pastoral leaders whose credentials are held by the 
CABC. 
 
Grants from the Preparing Future Pastors Fund totaling $11,000 were awarded in April. Candidates for 
Ordained Pastoral Ministry who are studying full time toward a Master of Divinity or Bachelor of Theology at 
Acadia Divinity College are currently eligible to apply for this grant. Mr. Roger Bleasdale was the Board 
representative on the interview committee until his retirement in August, when Dr. Frank Guinta took on this 
role. Grants are given from interest accumulated on the principal. Churches and individuals are welcome to 
contribute to this Fund through the Convention office.  
 
After a review of the Lay Pastor Training Program, it was agreed that the program be discontinued and that a 
Certificate in Lay Leadership from Acadia Divinity College be required for those seeking training and 
recognition as lay leaders. A committee of the Board drafted proposed revisions to the Regulations 
Concerning the Ministry, to be brought as a Joint Council/Board Notice of Motion under the 180-day rule for 
discussion and action at Oasis 2016. 
 
The Board held its second “Explore” event in October 2015, an event to help people discern their call to 
pastoral ministry in the CABC. The timing and location of this event is being re-evaluated with an eye to 
accommodating those who need to attend. In addition, New Pastors Orientation was held for pastors and 
spouses who are relatively new to the Convention. This was well attended and warmly received.    
 
Because of more flexible options for study at our seminary, the Board more frequently sees pastors 
completing their educational requirements for ordination while pastoring a church. Candidates who are 
unable to complete their requirements within three years may receive an extension from the Board if their 
request is accompanied by evidence that they are making significant progress.  
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The positive side of the Board’s work is hearing the stories of how God has saved, called, and gifted for 
ministry the applicants they meet with. The Board appreciates all those who positively contribute in the 
applicants’ journeys toward pastoral ministry, including churches, supervisors/mentors, Associations, 
pastors, licensing committees, supervisory committees, and seminary Faculty/Staff. Thank you to those who 
teach, mentor, encourage and financially support our future pastors. The Board welcomes input on how it 
can assist pastors and churches in identifying and mentoring the next generation of pastoral leaders. May 
God continue to use you as He calls men and women to vocational ministry in the CABC.

Three meetings of the Baptist Historical Committee (BHC) were held in 2015: June 11th at Wolfville 
Baptist Church (9 of 13); August 27th at the Manning Memorial Chapel Library, Wolfville (6 of 13); and 
October 29th at Acadia Divinity College with online participation via ZOOM (10 of 13). 
 
The chair of the BHC’s Editorial Committee was contacted and did hold a meeting on August 27th 
regarding the renewal of goals to add to the eighteen volumes in “The Baptists in Atlantic Canada 
Heritage Series.” 
 
Members of the BHC have elected officers; are actively pursuing the goal of digitizing material in the 
Atlantic Baptist Archives (ABA) stored in the Vaughan Memorial Library at Acadia University in order to 
facilitate historical research; are encouraging churches and Associations within CABC to deposit their 
record books and other archival documents in the ABA; Have supported the CABC Built Heritage Project; 
have submitted to the CABC Executive Minister and Council a revised description for Section 8.03 of the 
CABC General Operating Bylaw; have paid outstanding bills from the two year dormant period; have 
agreed to responsible for appointing the CABC representative on the Acadia University Senate Archives 
Committee; have arranged to have the Chair of the History Committee of the African Baptist Association 
as a co-opted member of the BHC; and have used the Zoom Cloud Conference Service through ADC so 
that the majority of BHC members may participate in BHC meetings.

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CRANDALL UNIVERSITY 
2015 Report  

In the summer and fall we held three special events on our campus to recognize former Presidents 
and launch the new school year with celebration. In the summer we welcomed back former 
President Rev. James Webber and many members of his family to witness the naming of Webber 
Courtyard in honor of former President Webber’s service to our community. In the fall we were 
pleased to welcome back Mrs. Donald Mitton and several of her family members from the United 
States to be present for the christening of our apartment complex “Mitton Court” – the name 
denotes Don’s service with gratitude and appreciation from the Crandall community. Finally, in the 
fall the university was pleased to welcome back Dr. Samuel J. Mikolaski to campus to mark the 
naming of the Mikolaski Chair in Religious Studies and the appointment of Dr. John Stackhouse as 
the first professor to hold that Chair.  

In September we hosted our first ever Academic Excellence Celebration Dinner and celebrated our 
2014-15 Dean’s List recipients along with Chancellor’s, President’s, and Dean’s scholarship recipients 
for 2015-2016. A great evening of celebration and joy accompanied the banquet and presentations. 

In January we challenged our students, staff and faculty to join in our “Johnuary” challenge – we set 
up a goal to read through the gospel of John in the month of January.  Many people completed the 
challenge and we set up our chapel services and themes to coincide with the challenge.  Spiritual 
growth was evident across the campus and especially in our residences. 

In the Spring we commissioned our Dean of the Chapel, Tim Milner, and his worship team to travel 
across the continent for three weeks to lead worship in schools, churches, and at youth events in the 
US and Canada.  The Lord gave them travelling mercies across 14,000km of roads and they had a 
great time of ministry and fellowship. 

The annual Distinguished Alumni Award dinner and presentation was held on May 6th at the 
university. Following a lovely meal, Dr. Malcolm Card and Rev. David Morehouse were added to the 
growing list of alumni recognized for their contribution to society following their graduation from 
Crandall University. Dr. Card was recognized for multiple decades of service in overseas mission and 
pastoral ministry and Rev. Morehouse was recognized for nearly 30 years of service as pastor of The 
Journey Church in Moncton and a significant season of service on the university’s Board of 
Governors, including three years as chair.  

On Saturday, May 7th Dr. David Toycen, the recently retired head of World Vision Canada and Mr. 
Ward White a retired school Principal from the Moncton area and former Board Chair were honored 
with Crandall University Leadership Awards recognizing their service to society and the church. Dr. 
Toycen delivered a stirring Convocation Address at both the morning and afternoon ceremonies.    

On Saturday, May 7th graduates and their family and friends gathered to celebrate the completion of 
their educational journey at Crandall University. Eighty-four graduates were recognized in the 
morning exercises as having completed a program in Education and eighty-one graduates were 
acknowledged in the afternoon exercises as having completed a degree in Arts, Science, or Business. 
The afternoon ceremonies included our first-ever Master of Organizational Management graduating 
class. 
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On the athletics front, we were delighted to have cross-country coach, Bobbi-Jo Wagner, named 
ACAA Cross Country Coach of the Year and our women’s basketball team win silver in the ACAA 
championship series.  We were also very pleased to have Thomarcus Nix, from the men’s basketball 
team, named “All-Canadian”. 

On behalf of our Board of Governors, we want to express our appreciation to the Atlantic Baptist 
Foundation for their contribution toward an overhaul and freshening up of our Colburne House 
residence. Their gift of $200,000 will result not only in a new roof and new bedding, but also new 
furniture in common areas and many other practical improvements. This gift, together with strong 
giving to our Crandall 3.0 campaign and our Annual Fund, resulted in a balanced budget and much 
achieved in the lives of our students.  

As our Crandall 3.0 fund reaches the end of its life, we are very pleased to report greater strength in 
our chapel ministry as illustrated through an increase of over 22% in attendance over the past three 
years, a sharpening in our athletics program exhibited through increased involvement in post-season 
play, strength in our newly launched undergraduate and graduate programs, and 30 new 
scholarships (120 total over four years) that are awarded each fall to deserving incoming traditional 
students. Thank you to each of you who have supported these new initiatives. The Crandall 3.0 
program has resulted in an increase of 9.7% of enrolled students this year alone and a retention rate 
from first year to second year that has improved by more than 14%.  

We are delighted to welcome Dr. Jon Olhauser as our new Vice President of Academic Affairs.  Jon, 
who arrived in January, taught at Crandall in the 1990s in the field of Communication Studies and 
went from here to serve as a Vice President at Tyndale University College and Seminary in Toronto, 
and later as President of Prairie College in Alberta.  We are so pleased to have Jon on our campus 
again, benefiting from his experience and knowledge of Christian higher education in Canada. 

We are also pleased to welcome Dr. John Stackhouse (Religious Studies and Dean of Faculty 
Development), Dr. Elissa Rodkey (Psychology), and Mr. Andrew Hopper (Education Coordinator) to 
our faculty in summer 2015. Their breadth of experience and rich background of service and study 
have enriched our community of scholars and developing leaders. 

In February the university welcomed members of the Board of Governors to join with our faculty and 
spouses for the Annual Faculty Excellence Awards supper and ceremonies. Recipients included: Dr. 
Sam Reimer (research), Heather Steeves (teaching), Dr. Tracy Freeze (service), and Stewart West 
(teaching). As part of our new focus on highlighting faculty research, the university hosted public 
lectures featuring the research of Dr. Sam Reimer and Dr. John Stackhouse during the second 
semester.  Attendance was over 140 at each lecture and the spirit was positive. Dr. David Smith from 
Calvin College was our lecturer for the Murray Lectures in the fall and his presentations and dialogs 
on the integration of faith with one’s discipline with students and faculty were well-received and 
deeply appreciated.  

God continues to do great things at your university.  Thank you for your interest and support of 
Crandall University. We value your partnership in this important ministry!

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ACADIA DIVINITY COLLEGE 
2015 Report 

This report covers the calendar year of 2015 recognizing that the academic year is often viewed from 
July 1-June 30. Some of the items reported on relate to the academic year.  

Attached to the report is the audited financial report for the previous year (the year ending March 31, 
2015) which indicates that Acadia Divinity College (ADC) continues to operate without debt due to 
careful fiscal restraint.  

Rev. Charles Thompson, the Chair of the Board of Trustees, Mr. Ralph Taylor, Chair of the Investment 
Committee and former Chair of the Audit and Finance Committees, as well as Rev. John Campbell, the 
Director of Advancement of the College, met with the Council of the Convention to review the 
Monitoring Report on November 20, 2015.  

Below are highlights in the life of the College since the last yearbook report. 

a. Four Strategic Priorities

On August 21, 2015, Acadia Divinity College announced its three-year fundraising goals. Each of
the Four Strategic Priorities is designed to have long-term impact for decades to come.

1. Refurbishing the College building on Acadia’s campus;
2. Ensuring quality instruction through increasing endowments for key academic chairs;
3. Supporting students through increasing scholarships and bursaries; and
4. Going public with the Gospel by securing an endowment for the new Centre for Christian

Faith and Culture.

These fundraising priorities will position Acadia Divinity College for success and will confirm the 
vital role it plays in the spiritual life of our province and our country, and its contributions to 
global ministry. 

b. Four Recent Major Gifts

Acadia Divinity College owes its donors a huge debt of gratitude.  We wish to recognize four
recent major gifts to the College:

Ruth E. Eldridge - Long-time Sandy Cove, Digby County resident, Ruth Eleanor Eldridge, left an
estate gift of $675,000 to Acadia Divinity College to assist in funding the education of a student
or students in financial need. Ruth was the daughter of the late Clair and Lena (Mitchell)
Eldridge, Sandy Cove, Digby County, Nova Scotia.  Except for a short time spent in Moncton,
New Brunswick, Ruth spent her entire life in her beloved Sandy Cove. She enjoyed walks to
St. Mary's Bay and the Bay of Fundy and working in her garden. She had a deep and abiding faith
and was an active member of Sandy Cove Baptist Church.
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Marjorie E. Fountain - The funding of the Sheldon and Marjorie Fountain Chair of Evangelism 
and Mission received a substantial increase recently when Marjorie E. Fountain made a gift of 
$200,000 to be added to the endowment funds for the Chair.  Marjorie and her late husband, 
Sheldon, were continuous supporters of the Divinity College, and, in 1983, provided the initial 
funding for the Chair of Evangelism and Mission. Sheldon and Marjorie were jointly awarded 
honorary doctorates from Acadia in 1999, in recognition of their long service and dedication to 
the University and the wider community. 
 
Atlantic Baptist Foundation - The importance of equipping Christians to serve was underscored 
by a July decision of the Atlantic Baptist Foundation to make a gift of $250,000 to the College. 
The Foundation recognizes the church needs well-prepared and educated leaders, requiring the 
best faculty.  This gift has been added to the endowment of one of the key academic chairs at 
Acadia Divinity College, the John Gladstone Chair of Preaching and Worship. The Atlantic Baptist 
Foundation has been a generous supporter of life at the College, having donated $400,000 to 
new academic programs and projects between 2010 and 2015. 
 
The W. Garfield Weston Foundation - The funding of the John Gladstone Chair of Preaching and 
Worship took an enormous step forward recently when The W. Garfield Weston Foundation 
made a gift of $500,000 to be invested in the endowment for the Chair.  This generous gift 
follows earlier support from the Foundation when the Gladstone Chair was first created in 1993. 
As well, the Foundation has offered an additional $500,000 in funds to match any other gifts to 
the John Gladstone Chair of Preaching and Worship, made or pledged before the end of 2015. 
The Foundation investment reflects the esteem the Weston family had for the late 
Dr. Gladstone, their long-time friend and minister at Yorkminster Park Baptist in Toronto, and 
the Foundation’s enthusiasm for ADC’s program for training in preaching and worship. 
 

c. John Gladstone Chair of Preaching and Worship 
 

In early November 2014, there was slightly over one million dollars endowed in the John 
Gladstone Chair of Preaching and Worship.  Since then The W. Garfield Weston Foundation 
made a gift of $500,000 and offered an additional $500,000 as a “challenge grant” to match any 
other gifts to the Gladstone Chair, on a dollar-for-dollar basis made or pledged before the end of 
2015. 
 
As of December 31, 2015, ADC received $404,800 in gifts and $95,400 in pledges for 2016 and 
2017 towards the Weston Foundation “Challenge Grant”.  These gifts and pledges from more 
than 50 donors in 4 Canadian provinces, along with The W. Garfield Weston Foundation’s 
matching grant, will result in the first fully endowed academic chair of Acadia Divinity College. 
 
We are honoured by the Foundation’s willingness to partner with the College to reach this 
significant milestone, and we are also deeply grateful to the Atlantic Baptist Foundation. Their 
gift of $250,000 was critical in securing the The W. Garfield Weston Foundation’s matching grant 
offer.   
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d. Centre for Christian Faith and Culture

The new Centre for Christian Faith and Culture is scheduled to be launched during the Simpson
Lectures on February 9, 2016.  It will be named for Andrew D. MacRae in honour of his valuable
leadership as the 4th Principal of Acadia Divinity College and in recognition of his lifelong
commitment to evangelism and mission.

The Centre for Christian Faith and Culture will be an integral part of the work of Acadia Divinity
College, preparing students and church leaders to think deeply on matters of faith and witness.
Now, more than ever, the church needs to respond to an ever-changing world.

e. ADC GO:  A New Course Delivery System

In May 2015, ADC began the development of online learning resources entitled “ADC GO”. This
new delivery system includes online lectures as well as weekly one-hour interactive session so
students can participate in discussions and community from the comfort of their own homes.

Two master-level courses were recorded and introduced in this new format in September 2015,
entitled Orientation and Death, Burial, and Resurrection of Jesus. The recording of courses has
continued, and the course, Evangelism and Mission in Contemporary Society, was ready for
enrollment in January 2016.

f. The Charles J. Taylor Centre for Chaplaincy and Spiritual Care

In recent years, ADC has cultivated a relationship with a Trust in supporting the work of the
Charles J. Taylor Centre for Chaplaincy and Spiritual Care. This Trust is committed to providing a
substantial annual grant towards the salary of a Professor of Pastoral Care given that our focus
and approach matches theirs.

Upon the recommendation of the Trust, the College continues to consult with Dr. Wanda
Malcolm, Associate Professor of Pastoral Psychology, Wycliffe Seminary, as a resource in the
search process.  In February 2015, Dr. John Stewart, Professor Emeritus of the University of New
Brunswick, was hired part time by the College as a Visiting Professor in Pastoral Care and
Counselling for a period of two years.

g. Affiliated Colleges

ADC stewards the relationship of Acadia University to four affiliated colleges:  two in Nigeria,
one in Montréal, and one in Hong Kong. There is a planned visit to Acadia in early 2016 by three
officials from Christ International Divinity College (CINDICO), one of the two Nigerian colleges.
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h. 50th Anniversary and the College Building 
 
In 2018, the Lord willing, Acadia Divinity College will commemorate its 50th anniversary.  We also 
hope to celebrate the refurbishment of the College Building with many friends and alumni at 
Oasis 2018. 
 
 
The College Building is essential for the College to carry on the task to prepare the next 
generation of Christian leaders.  Constructed in 1970, the building has served the College well 
for nearly 50 years, and now critical renovations must occur to sustain an effective presence on 
the campus of Acadia University. Two detailed engineering reports have reached the same 
conclusion: the building needs significant refurbishment to keep it structurally sound and 
useful. This urgent requirement presents an opportunity to upgrade ADC for theological 
education for decades to come.

Born	in	Marysville	on	May	26,	1930	He was the son of the late J. Miles and Lulu Chase. 

Their house was a typical country home of that era with no electricity and no indoor plumbing. 
Instead, they had kerosene lamps and a small 2-hole facility behind the house. Miles worked at 
what jobs he could get and felt fortunate if he could bring home twenty dollars a week. They got 
most of their eggs, milk and meat from the next-door neighbor. The other grocery needs were 
delivered to the door by Manzer’s delivery wagon in the summer and sleigh in the winter 
months. Darrell earned a little extra money by picking strawberries at 5 cents a box, fiddleheads 
at 25-30 cents a peck and peddled vegetables to the homes in Marysville.  

As a boy, Darrell’s job was to keep the wood box full and to carry the drinking water from a 
spring. They also peddled fresh vegetables by horse and wagon and made a bit of spending 
money. Most Sunday mornings they walked nearly four miles to and from church and Sunday 
school without complaint. Darrell’s schooling began in a one room school house. He continued 
his education in Fredericton and decided to work for a year at the Cotton Mill in Marysville 
before going to college. Darrell bought a small used James motorcycle and drove it to and from 
work. In the fall, he sold it and applied to Gordon College in Boston. 

In September, he started his new life away from home living in a college dorm. Darrell had his 
first part time position in his home church in Marysville during summer holidays. He took 
morning and evening services at Marysville and afternoon services at Nashwaak and Penniac. In 
his second year, Darrell became involved with the Canadian Club and  

Foreign Missions Fellowship. In 1951, Darrell met Betty Crossman and they were wed in Central 
Baptist Church, Saint John, on December 31, 1952. After Graduating from Gordon College, 
Darrell began his pastorate career in Advocate Harbour, NS and attended Acadia Divinity 
College for the post-grad program, in Digby Neck, NS.

Later he accepted an appointment with the Canadian Baptist Mission Board to serve in India 
where the family moved to Srikakulam and remained for 5 and a half years. After returning to 
Canada and doing deputation, a position opened up in Temperance Vale, NB and plans were 
made to move back to Canada. Over the next several years the Chase family moved to North 
River, PEI, Forest City, Codys, Zealand-Springfield, Staples Settlement, NB, Woods Harbour- 
Shag Harbour NS.

CBM is a global mission organization committed to sharing God’s love through word and deed. We believe that God 
brings healing to a broken world through local churches. With over 140 years of experience, we have seen that words 
and deeds intertwined in Christian community work together to bear witness to God’s transforming grace. Together in 
partnership, we seek to bring hope, healing and reconciliation to all people.  
 
Our Vision: A broken world made new  
Our Mission: Partnering with local churches around the world to bring hope, healing and reconciliation through word 
and deed.  
Our Partnership Framework: We work by invitation only. We work by agreement. We are committed to true 
partnership where one partner is not subservient to the other. We are dedicated to developing sustainable ministries 
with our partners which enable them to increase their long-term capacity. 
 
The eight points of the CBM logo represent the eight program areas in which we work internationally. In 2015, CBM 
supported 130 projects for a total of almost $3.5 million. The projects described below are representative of each 
sector’s focus.  

Children and Youth at Risk – 18 projects  

The Jireh project, located at the Sinai Baptist Church in Bolivia, got its start in 2003. Families near the church live under 
extreme poverty conditions, with the result that children and teens are already working to supplement their families’ 
income. The project provides them with spiritual, psychological, medical and educational support. 2015 project cost: 
$49K. 

Evangelism and Church Planting – 16 projects 

The government of China monitors and restricts what churches are able to do in their communities.  But through the 
connection of CBM Field Staff, we are able to support one ambitious project run by a local church that serves vulnerable 
children in their community.  These are Children of Migrant Workers, whose parents have been forced by poverty to 
seek work in other provinces, leaving children with grandparents or sometimes on their own. Started in 2014, the 
project has already established two after-school support centers for 60 children. The project is transforming the 
behavior and academic success of the children and helping them know that they are loved by God. 2015 project cost: 
$24K. 

Food and Community Development – 23 projects 

Literacy is a gift of dignity and empowerment and a family’s potential first step out of poverty as beneficiaries apply their 
learning. The CBM-managed Urban Ministry project in Nairobi, Kenya includes a literacy component. In 2015, 109 adults 
(61 men and 48 women) attended the daily classes and completed examinations. The results are encouraging: Not only 
are participants learning English as a second language, their self-confidence is also increasing. Through this initiative the 
local church is increasing its visibility in the community, and congregation members are increasing their positive 
interaction with their Muslim neighbours. 2015 total project cost: $54K. 
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Training Leaders – 24 projects 

Started in 2015, the Women’s Empowerment project in Rwanda aims at empowering a selected group of 40 women 
who have demonstrated leadership in their churches and communities through training in gender, women’s rights, and 
entrepreneurship as well as building a national women’s empowerment network. In 2015, project participants also 
benefited from an opportunity to engage with women from Canada, through an STM experience. The consensus? 
Though the environments are different, many of the challenges are the same. 2015 project cost: $9K. 

Peace, Justice and Reconciliation – 3 projects 

Youth in many countries are often drawn into situations of violence because rumors and myths convince them to join 
militia or armed groups to fight imaginary enemies, just for the benefit of individuals. CBM has supported a Peace and 
Justice project in the Congo for 3 years.  The goal of the project is to involve youth in 15 schools and 15 churches to 
promote sustainable peace in Goma.  As a result of the project’s activities, youth are becoming peacemakers themselves 
and embracing unity in diversity.  2015 project cost: $10K. 

AIDS and Healthcare – 14 projects 

Our Nutrition projects in India are having a wide and long-lasting impact on churches and communities.  Proper 
nutrition is not only essential for health and wellness, but also for the capacity to work and support one’s family.  
Malnutrition is an issue that especially affects babies and young children, with long-lasting negative consequences.  
Established in 2013, CBM’s nutrition project is improving the nutritional status of over 2,080 people. 2015 project cost: 
$42K. 

Strengthening Partners – 22 projects 

CBM’s Certificate in Integral Mission project is a 2-year modular study program designed to build the capacity of 60 
partner staff and CBM global field staff in Kenya, South Sudan, Rwanda and the Congo in the area of integral mission. 
The course has been structured in 4 residency modules. Each module incorporates cross cutting issues including topics 
that are having a strong impact across our Africa programming as well as more general topics that contribute to 
effective leadership. 2015 project cost: $23K.  

Crisis Response – 10 projects 

Humanitarian needs arising from internal conflicts such as in South Sudan don’t often attract the financial resources that 
they require. In situations such as this, CBM is grateful to be able to call on the resources of the newly-formed BReaD 
(Baptist Relief and Development) Network in responding to our partner’s needs. In 2015, with the assistance of 3 BReaD 
Network members, CBM helped provide Emergency Relief Assistance to 600 households in Narus, Eastern Equatoria 
state and 1000 households in Yaal in Upper Nile State. 2015 project cost (for two separate responses): $145K.  

Canadian Foodgrains Bank Programming – 7 projects 

While not reflected in our financial statements, CBM also does a significant amount of programming through the 
Canadian Foodgrains Bank, of which we are a founding member. In 2015, CBM partners had 7 active projects – 1 in the 
area of Food Assistance/Crisis Response (in Lebanon) and 6 in the area of Agriculture and Livelihoods/Food Security (in 
Kenya, Rwanda, Congo, and India). Total 2015 project costs: $1,588K. 

CBM’s Finances 

Our 2015 budget was approx. $9.5 million.  Our audited financial statements are available on our website (usually 
by mid-May).    Approximately 80% of our budget is raised from the Canadian Baptist constituency:  individuals, 
churches, and businesses.  The remaining comes from the Canadian Baptist denominations and Women’s Groups 
(12-15%) and investment and legacy income.

• Strengthening our governance model for transformational mission engagement

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FRENCH BAPTIST UNION 
  2015 Report 

The Union has a new logo! A small white stylish cross is placed in the center and surrounded by a 
dynamic array of blue and red, a reference to Canada as well as to French speaking Canada.  

In March we negotiated the purchase the United Church’s building in Saint Jean-sur-Richelieu. 
The building was dedicated on November 14th. A food bank reaches over 40 families every week. 

We decided to change the format for our annual business meeting. The business meeting was moved to 
Friday night, freeing up Saturday for worship, ministry up-dates, introducing new projects; topping it off 
with challenges from the Word. This format had been tried in the past, yet failed. But, thanks be to God: 
we went from a previous attendance of around 100 to 350 people!  We sensed renewed unity, 
experienced a great time of worship as we focused on the theme of being “Salt and Light” in today’s 
world.  

In July, Gaétan and Hélène launched a church plant in Grand Falls, New Brunswick. Both the 
Union and the CABC are partnering in this adventure. Already a nucleus of 20-25 people meets in a rented 
building, well located in the town. Our regional church planting training center 
(CRAIE: www.implanterdeseglises.ca) got off to an exciting start in September. In addition to the 4 second 
year students, 15 people signed up in September:  7 from the Ottawa area and 8 from Montreal. 
Presently, we’re on target with our goal to launch one new church plant every year: Gatineau in 2014 and 
Grand Falls in 2015.  We could have as many as 30 + students for the sessions in September 2016. 

The Pointe-aux-Trembles church started a second Sunday service (first ever in the Union) as they 
have run out of space. The Renaissance church in Quebec is also debating whether they should move into 
a larger building? These are great issues to wrestle with!  

Our on-line training web site (www.multi-c.ca) officially opened in September. Multi-C is designed 
to allow our churches to venture further in discipleship, use video series in de-centralized Bible studies 
and offer training opportunities to leaders.  This platform brings theological and practical training to our 
churches spread from Ottawa, Ontario to Northern New Brunswick.  

On November 6-7th, 50 delegates of our churches met to explore pathways to church 
revitalization. We were asking God to meet us in significant way; to awaken us in a new way to our 
mission in French speaking Canada.    

September 27th, 2014, I had the privilege of unveiling “Place FELLER”, situated on the front lawn 
of our church in Saint-Blaise-sur-Richelieu (www.placefeller.com). This area is considered to be the 
birthplace of French Protestantism in North America. Through a series of events, the Feller Institute 
became a prisoners’ camp in 1943-44, where up to 730 German prisoners were held. In December, we 
submitted a proposal to the Canadian government to create a permanent exhibit presenting this unique 
piece of history. The exhibit will be unveiled in September 2016.  

As always, we are very grateful for your partnership and love expressed for French-speaking 
Canada. Onward for His kingdom!

• She Matters:  The Explorer Girls led the service on April 19th and received our donations towards 
their project “She Matters”. 

• Backyard Bible Club:  We took the DVBS format and instead of doing it for one week straight, we 
did it once a week for three weeks.  We used the Sky DVBS kit by Group and had fun crafts, 
games, snacks, experiments and bible stories right in the backyards of our church member’s 
homes.  It was a church going into the community rather than the community going into the 
church. 

• Games and Movie Nights:  We had a games night and a movie night featuring the movies “Grace 
Card” and “God’s Not Dead”. 

• Missions Sunday:  On November 15th we had a Missions Sunday with guest speaker Jemell 
Moriah. 

• ACTS of Worship:  Bethany Memorial hosted ACTS of Worship in February with speaker Rev. 
Karen Doucette. 

• Choir Activities:   Our choir participated in the 20th Anniversary of Cornerstone Ministries in 
Hantsport and the annual Ecumenical Advent Service in New Minas. 

• Packing Party for Operation Christmas Child:  Bethany Memorial Baptist Church serves as a local 
collection center for Operation Christmas Child (Samaritan’s Purse Shoeboxes). In November, 
we held a Packing Party in which people from the church and the community were invited to 
pack shoeboxes with us.

Being more involved in the community, opportunities for benevolent financial giving increased, and the 
churches rose to the occasion. 
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Our church continues to provide a good fraction of the teachers for the after-school Bible program 
“Messy Saints,” that our church runs in the school gym, two Fridays per month, in collaboration with the 
other local churches. 
People in the church give much time and energy to other organizations in the community. E.g., at a 
community breakfast fundraiser for the Hall, a large fraction of all the workers are Christians from our 
church. It is an excellent opportunity not only to serve but also to meet and befriend many others in the 
community, which makes it more natural for those others to come to church. 
For our financial support of missions (CABC + other missions, overseas and at home), we aimed at the 
beginning of the year to give 12% of church revenue. By the end of the year our total revenue was (a 
surprising) $4500 over budget, which meant that we were able to send a special $1000 to the Groves in 
Cameroon at the end of the year. 
In March, The Navigators and IVCF brought a group of international students from the universities in 
Halifax to spend a day with us, touring a maple syrup operation etc.

When the Syrian Refugee Crisis hit we had been invited to partner with the YMCA and form a welcoming 
team.  When we did so we had around 20 people jump on board.  As our group was so large we were 
encouraged to take on 2 families at once!  What a blessing this has been.  We are seeing entire families 
invest in these refugees and learning to love people from a different faith background and culture.  
Some people who were warming the pews got involved through our clothing exchange program (as we 
became the clothing drop off for the Greater Saint John area) and their hearts were broken and changed 
forever.  We have almost finished the YMCA’s expectations for our team with the two families, but 
relationships have developed that will continue on hopefully for lifetimes. 
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As well our community lunch, which is like a soup kitchen, but without the stigma, has been growing 
steadily in three different ways.  First the number of people who are finding out about the quality food 
who need that kind of assistance is growing.  Second are the people who are catching the vision that 
even if you don’t need help with food it is good to come out and make connections with your 
neighbours and ascribe value and worth to them.  By sitting talking and eating with the less fortunate 
you are saying they are worth your time and attention.  The third way we are seeing growth is in the 
volunteers.  We now draw from a variety of Christian backgrounds.  We have Catholics, Anglicans and 
United folk coming to help out in the kitchen and serving the food.  Some of the people serving used to 
need the help and now want to give back. 

Some of our church folk are also committed volunteers with the Outflow ministry headed up by 
Hillcrest’s former youth pastor Jayme Hall.  Many people will take part in the coldest night of the year 
fundraiser and others are even board members offering support and time.  There are a few brave souls 
who even stay overnight at the shelter to help out as well. 

In the summer time those who have been on missions trips to New York get a chance to apply what 
they’ve learned and we have a BBQ in the local park.  We have hand-outs about the church ministry and 
free food, face paints, puppet shows, balloon animal makers, and lots of connections are made!  As well 
we usually run day camps in the church for parents who need that support. 

We also find ourselves partnering with Lois Merric from” Fresh Start for Women Inc.” With Saint John 
having some of the highest poverty, illiteracy, and homeless issues it is with no doubt one of our major 
concerns to help in these areas.  We have a system in place to help people in crisis or housing issues and 
area dreaming about how to help our city in the realm of illiteracy. 

Missional activities specific to Youth and Children:  Community BBQ, Christmas Outreach Dinner, 
Pancake breakfast with Santa, assisting with lunches and space for Christmas Concerts for the local 
Elementary schools, providing hot soup one day per week for children from St. Pat’s School.

Our church provides money to send 10 children from the area to attend a local 
Christian camp.  We hold a DVBS each summer.

In addition to these evenings, to add to the topics, we also 
have special speakers come in, done a variety of demonstrations, such as making “unimix” and serving it 
for lunch along with “colored water” to demonstrate what people are living on in refugee camps, we 
have had skits, we show videos, etc.  Each lesson is designed to look at the global issue, then it is 
narrowed down to the national level and then to our community level.  We study from those three 
perspectives, look at what Jesus says about it and then provide ways and ideas that we as “local 
missionaries” can help in our local communities.  In addition to mission nights we actively promote 
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Operation Christmas Child, White Gift Sunday, Alabaster Giving, programs through Canadian Baptist 
Ministries such as the Water Project, She Matters, last year we were able to purchase a stable from the 
church catalogue as well.  Since we established a mission program 2 years ago, the local church has 
caught the vision and purpose of the church – to go and tell.  God is working at Oxford Baptist through 
the mission program, lives are being changed and the people are reaching out further into their 
community and looking to see what God would have them do!  “A church not mission minded soon 
becomes the mission field”. 

PEMBROKE UNITED BAPTIST CHURCH 

It was in 2015 that we had a Spanish/English funeral service in our church.  As I preached, the message 
was translated by Mirna Gomez.  After the funeral, we moved the chairs off to the sides and held the 
reception in the sanctuary for about 50 people.

This has in fact become another 
congregation of the Pembroke church, with attendance between 60-80 people.  We have seen people 
come to know the Lord through these services and have had countless opportunities to pray and 
provide counselling to residents.  Our combined Church Picnic with the manor residents on July 5th was a 
success with 90 in attendance at Connell Park.  The food was second to none! 

2015 was our very first effort at having a special kids event at the hall, while at the same time having a 
church service at our church.  This worked out very well and was on Oct. 25th. 56 attended in total! 

2015 was the year that we began having tea and Timbits after church every Sunday.  This started up as a 
result of a Bible study discussion on how to get to know one another better and it’s doing just that. 

2015 was the year that we began having a monthly Sunday afternoon church service/fund raiser with 
special music and a lunch.  These afternoon events began in November and our attendance has equalled 
that of our morning service (40).  These 2pm services have brought many new people into our church 
for the very first time.  I’m surprised at the turn of events and am very optimistic about what 2016 will 
bring with this new group of people.   

There are also many events in 2015 that made the front page in Heaven, but are little known about here 
on earth, the people that accepted Jesus into their hearts; the small group meetings that were heartfelt 
and spiritual; items of prayer around the altar and around the kitchen tables, etc. 

These are just some of the things we have been doing in 2015 to “stir up” God’s presence in people and 
to “equip the saints for the work of the ministry”.  I have no reason to think that we cannot build on 
these ministries in 2016.  Someone wisely said that “Getting to know ourselves and getting to know God 
is the adventure of a lifetime”.  I firmly say Amen to that statement!
